^.London, Jan. 18.—The jnost promi­
nent feature of yesterday's election re­
turns was the wholly unexpected stand 
made by Birmingham. Not only were 
all of Joseph Chamberlain's seven can­
didates returned, but Mr. Chamberlain 
himself secured a majority of 5,000, 
While the majority of the others aver­
aged 3,000. . , ^ 

Mr. Chamberlain, at Birmingham, last 
night issued the following message to 
the electors: _ r 

("Well done, Birmingham. My own 
people have justified my confidence. I 
am deeply grateful to all who have as­
sisted m winning this- great victory. 
'We are seven.' ' " 

Even allowing that the liberal can­
didates were not very strong, as the 
seats were practically^ uncontested at 
the last general election, and tho the 
liberal organization was not as good as 
in other parts of the country, the re­
sults at Birmingham are of the highest 
importance. They prove the ground­
lessness of the liberal contention that 
this general election has killed the fiscal 
agitation for a generation to come. 

Open Protectionists Win. 

Besides showing the unabated confi­
dence of Birmingham in Mr. Chamber­
lain, the results there go also to confirm 
what already has been noticed in isolat­
ed contests, that the candidates who 
openly professed protectionist leanings 
had good support and in some cases 
were victorious. 

The outcome at Birmingham affords 
a striking contrast. While Mr. Balfour 
stands discredited as a leader, with his 
supporters all swallowed up and himself 
angrily criticised from his own side, Mr. 
Chamberlain issues from the contest 
With flying colors. His courage to a 
large extent justifies him to persevere 
in his agitation, and he is in a position 
to argue that it was Mr. Balfour's tim­
idity which lost the campaign, and it is 
now hinted that the party muBt in fu­
ture look toward Birmingham for hope 
and guidance. It is too late for the re­
sults at Birmingham to have any great 
effect on the campaign as a whole. 

London Goes Liberal. 

London has gone distinctly liberal. 
Of the twenty-three London seats polled 
yesterday, sixteen were won by the lib­
erals, twelve of them being net gains.

His ob­
ject in not pleading guilty was to bring 
Out evidence to show that he hazed in 
a gooa-natured way and without bru­
tality, and this has been done. His 
counsel says he is also particularly anx­
ious for the public to understand that 
all of his offenses were committed prior 
to his fight with Branch, in which the 
latter received fatal injuries. 

The court will take up the caBft of 
Midshipman Chester A. A. Bloebaum of 
St . Charles, Mo., another member of 
the third class, as soon as Meriwether's 
trial is over. The charge of hazing 
i n Bloebaum's case is supported by six 
specifications- allleging the offences to 
l a v e been committed during September. 

Pembroke, N. H., Jan. 18.—The au­
thorities today resumed the investiga­
tion of the tragedy in which seven per­
sons were victims and an eighth took 
his own life yesterday. After daylight 
many of the townspeople visited the 
ruins of the farm house at North Pem­
broke, which for three years had been 
occupied bv Charles P. Ayer. his imme­
diate family and his mother-in-law, 
Mrs. Isaac Lakeman. 

Following the murder of Mrs. Lake-
man. Mrs. Ayer and the five children 
of tne latter, the farm buildings were 
burned and the bodies incinerated. 

Before the fire was discovered by the 
neighbors. Ayer left home for the resi­
dence of nis sister, Mrs. George Bailey, 
in the town of Chichester, six mile? dis­
tant, where he shot himself after be­
ing informed of the destruction of the 
property. Ayer died last night without 
making a statement, which would as­
sist the authorities to ascertain the ex­
act manner in which nis seven relatives 
met their deaths. ' i *• ^ » r* 4 

Ayer acted in a strange manner after 
his arrival at the Bailey house and the 
county officials concluded early in $ ie 
evening, after a hasty investigation 
that he had murdered all seven members 
of his family as they lay^in their beds 
late Tuesday night or early yesterday 
morning. The ruins had cooled during 
the night and a careful search was in­
stituted for the remains of five of the 
victims. Two charred trunks, one of 
wnieh is supposed to be that of Mrs. 
Lakeman, and the other that of a child, 
were found in the debris. 

The authorities believe that Ayer 
used an axe or some other noiseless 
weapon as they have learned that the 
neighbors heard no pistol shots or dis­
turbance of any kind from the Ayer 
home previous to the fire. IJhey' do 
not expect the details of the actual 
commission of the crime ever will be­
come known. 

In his investigation of Ayer's move­
ments vesterday. County Solicitor 
Clifford learned that Ayer had visited 
Chichester, where he sold his team and 
presumably purchased the revolver 
with which he ended his life. He 
made his appearance at the home of 
his sister, Mrs^Bailey, about 8 o'clock 
in the afternoon. An hour later his 
neighbor, William H. Fowler, arrived 
and told Ayer of the burning of his
