‘Weather Conditions.

A large ‘““low’’ extends from eastern
Arkansas to Lake Huron; this storm
has been attended by recaﬁltatlop dur-
ing the past twenty-four hours in the
middle and western gulf region and
thence north and northeastward to the
-upper and lower lake region, and snow
was ‘still falling this morning in north-
ern Michigan, eastern Wisconsin, east-
ern Towa and eastern Kansas, a.'gfl rain-
ing in southern Michigan, Illinois, Ohio
and eastern Tennessee. The precipita-
tion along the Mississippi and in west-
ern Michigan has been heavy, 3.72
'inches being reported at Memphis, 3.20
at Cairo, 1.88 at St. Louis, 1.52 at
Grand Haven and .70 of an inch at
Chicago. Accompanying the ‘‘high
which overlies western, Minnesota and
the eastern part of the Dakotas are the
lowest temperatures of the winter, tem-
peratures below —20 being rﬂpurfad in
western Minnesota, eastern South Da-
kota, North Dakota, Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan and Alberta, the lowest be-
ing 28 below at Winnipeg and Swift
Current. Due to the influence of a

north Pacific coast, the temperatures
in the northern Rocky mountaln  Te-

ion are moderating, but in this vicin-
ity the eold wave will continue tonight
and Tuesday, or until the ‘‘high”’
move farther eastward.

Nearly 800 Youngsters Enter the Pri-
_ mary Grades in Spite of Severe Cold
-—Lincoln and Bimmons Buildings and
Schiller Annex Thrown Open fo Ac-

It s estimated that hetween 700 and
800 pupils were admitted to the pri-
mary classes in the public schools fo-
day.
