Elevators Now Hold 27,000,000 Bushels
of Wheat, Valued Approximately'at
$18,000,000, and Increase Is Steady
Every Day—Dargest Stocks of Grain
Ever Held in Northwest Expected,

\

Everything indicates the accumula-
tion in Minneapolis in a short time of
the largest stocks of grain ever held
in the northwest. There is a present
total in the elevators, in round figures,
of 27,000,000 bushels, of an approxi-
mate value of $18,000,000, The flour-
mills have been using up much wheat,
and the linseed oil mills have crushed
much flaxseed, but despite the heavy
consumption the piling-up process is
still going on. |

Bince the new crop began to move,
62,462,000 bushels of wheat have been
shipped into Minneapolis, compared
with 58,506,760 in the ecorrespondin
period of last year, The attention o
the grain trade ig fixed upon Minneap-
olis, and as stocks keep on eclimbing
the daily reports are scanmed in the
big outside markets, New York, Chi-
cago, St. Louis and Kansas City, and
the figures are cabled to Liverpool. An
increase or decrease in stocks in Min-
neapolis, the world’s greatest comsum-
ing center, is always an influence of
1mgortancn upon speculative sentiment,
and prices are often affected. The
present lineup is being watched, mot
only because of the large totals, but
because the increase goes on every

day.
§ _ﬁuilding of new elevators is again
being talked of. 'There are forty-two
storage houses in the city now, and
when the new house of the Washburn-
Crosby company is erected the total
carrying capacity of Minneapolis will
be above 37,000,000 bushels. If the
present rate of increase comtinues, this
capacity will soon be more nearly util-
ized to full capacity than ever before.

The Minneapolis banks have more
money ovutstanding on grain paper than
ever before at a like date, Shipments
of grain this way have called for mil-
lions of dollars, but there has bheen
no difficulty in obtaining money at low
rates to finance the movement.
