years old was the difficult question of
his father’s succession to the Danish
throne finally settled. It was Freder-
ick’s .eurious fate to see his younger
brother and his own son become reign-
ing monarchs of @reece and Norway
respectively while he himself was still
heir apparent.
The new king has been highl
lar since his early youth.
is stately and his manner ‘quiet, He is
noted for his culture and podsesses
many foreign distinetions. hile sel-
dom™ openly identifying’ himself with
political questions, he. has taken an
active part in all public movements and
is & constant attendant at all import-
ant debates in the riksdag. He is chan-
cellor of the Copenhagen university ani
head of the Free Masons of Denmark
and is well known as a ﬁr_omoter of all
Ehilanthropic objects. His interest in
he army, of which he id inapector gen-
eral, is keen, and he has introduced,
several reforms which have improved
grivate soldiers and as the
result of which he is extremely popu-
lar’ with the troops.

The new queen, Louisa, is reputed to
be the tallest and richest princess in
Europe.

funds with theirs and if he converted
the’ mn'af to his own use he did so un-
der a bill of ‘rights and without felon-
ious inteng. 10y will‘also introduee
evidence tending to .show- -that the
Peavey company charged Fellows al-
leged usurious interest on the value of
‘their coal, and will argue that, if this
be true, the defendant cannot be con-

vieted.
