New Haven, Jan. 31.—Walfer Camp, Yale's 
bead advisory coach, has just expressed his 
attitude in a review of the past football seuson 
la an undergraduate magazine. He claims that 
the recent Yale eleven indicated the possibilities^ 
of the open game. He also accords some credit 
to the Pennsylvania team for emphasizing the 
open game. H i e summary in part f o l l o w s : 

"Somewhat over a year ago the writer . a d ­
vocated the opening of the game by the intro­
duction of a rule making it necessary to gain 
ten yards instead of five in three attempts. This 
iuggestiou was then considered radical and vis­
ionary. - The majority of those in charge of 
football Interests did not realize bow serious, 
the situation was likely to become if the play 
were not made more open in 1905. 

i "The Yale's team developed an open and at­
tractive otyle of play, and those who watched 
the Yale games readily "became converts to the' 
new methods. Even in the Columbia coutesr. 
which became one-sided, interest -was "sustained 
to the very end and Columbia partiznns were 
generous even thru the second half to applaud 
the brilliant runs of the Yale backs. It was 
not until the very final game that Yale was 
obliged to contract her style of play, but to 
meet a team with a heavy, pondeions tandem 
attack Yale was obliged to alter her baokfleld, 
putting In more, weight there to stop Harvard. 

"Pennsylvania also forced open play, and, al­
tho -suffering: somewhat as did Yale from the 
fact that it was necessary to bring the team 
along early, and altho some of i ts l ife and 
dash were, as a result, missing in the final 
contest, st i l l it was not once defeated and com­
pleted a satisfactory season."
