REPORTS ON BAD NEAT|"

INSPECTOR WYMAN COSTIGAN |

CONDEMNED EIGHT TONS IN
YEAR JUST CLOSED.

More than eight tons of meat in-
tended for loeal consumption were con-
demned and confiscated by Wyman
Costigan, cii‘:_jf meat inspector, in the
year 1804. his amount, tho large, is
not as great us the figyures for the year
1904, when more than ten tons wera
condemned. Last year, however, was
moderately cool, and meat was more
easily preserved tham ordinarily, 'The
entire amount was seized at commis-
sion houses or meat markets, and much
of it would have been disposed of for
food, but for the intervention of the
meat inspector. ;

Veal is the article calling for most

attention. Most of it is slaughtered
by ecountry butechers, who throw it on
the cars before it has been properly

cooled. It often arrives at Minneapglis
in pogr condition. There is also con-
siderable ‘“bob’’ or inumature veal to
look after. 'In consequence, while there
is much more beef on the market than
veal, the amount of the latter con-
demned annually is greatly in excess
of any other meat. :
_Last year Mr. Costignn condemned
6,712 pounds of wveal, 3,355 pounds of

| beef, 1,036 pounds of pork. 1,090 pounds

of mutton, E.SQOJmumls of poultry and
2,020 pounds of fish, making a total of
16,904 pounds. This does not ineclude
150 dozens of frog legs, 29 rabbits and
157 pigeons. ; :

2,447 pounds condemned, and Fai}rusry
the lightest, with 968 pounds.
. Mr. Costigan made 14,609 inspections
in the year, as follows: Commission
houses, 9,175; wholesale houses, 3,033;

" GOLLEGE MEETING

TO PRECIPITATE TROUBLE.,

Supporters of St. Peter and Minneapo-
lis Institutions Prepare' for Coming
Conference at 8t. Paul When-School
Committee’s Report Will Probably
Contain Startling Recommendations.

Bpecial to ‘The Journal,

$t. Peter, Minn., Feb., 1.—When the delegatee
to the annwal meeting of the Minnesota confer-
ence assemble in St. Paul Feb, 18 there promises
to be a lively tilt batween supporters of Guatavus
Adolphus college of this city and Minnesota col-
lege of Minneapolls, A report of the conference
school committee 1s expected to precipitate the
trouble, @s it is understood that the committee
will recommend a reductlon in the revenue of
Gustavus Adolphus and endeavor to glve greater
help to Minnesota.

Several years ago an effort was made to re-
move Gustavus Adolphus from this city to Min-
neapolls, and when it failed Minnesota college
was established in the flour city. This was done,
it is clalmed, with the express understandiog
that no- financial responsibility should be assumed
by the conference, altho the Minneapolis school
should be under conference control, as are Gus-
tavue Adolphus and Northwestern college of
Fergus Falls.

Permission was readlly granted for its estab-
lshment and before the adjournment of the con-
ference a committee comprlsing representatives
of all the colleges was appointed to direct the
affairs of the three Institutions.

Plan Change of Name.

At a recent meeting of this committes a plan
was suggested to change ithe name of Minnesom
college to Gustavus Adolphus academy and allow
it t& share in the school funds now raised by the
conference. At the present time a levy of 20
cents per annum is made on each Swedish Lu-
theran communicant and the money thus obtained,
amounting to $8,000 or $0,000 a year, is turned
over to the local imstitution. Advocates of the
pew plen argue that ‘Minnesota would become &
preparatory school for Gustavus Adolphus and
that the former should receive part of the con-
ference support,

The report framed by the committee s sald
to provide for the change of name and the ap-
propriation of a percentage of the fund, but
Gustavus Adolphus delegates will protest against
its adoption, they profeselng to see in It an
attempt on the part of the rival instltution to
profit by the prestige of Gustavus Adolphus and
build up its own attendance at the espense of
the St. Peter college.

TEST OF CASE MEASURE.

Attorneys Decide to File Suit at Madi-
son and Express Confidence that Law
Will Be Declared' Unconstitutional—
Should Decision Be Adverse, the Last
Hope of Elevators Will Be Gone.

Superier, Wis,, Feb. 1.—To find out whether
the Wisconsin grain blll as amended 1s consil-
tutlonal or not, a test case s belug prepared by
the attorneys of the eleyator Interests opposed
to it. 'The sult will be filed whortly with the
clerk of the federal court &t Madison and will be
argued beforé Judge Banborn,

The suit will be in the form of an application
for an injunction against the commission and
the court will be asked to restrain the Wisconsin
graln comtnission or its'sgents from Interferi
with the operation of the elevators, as they are
belng operated at tlie présent time. The argu-
ments for and agalnst the application will bring
out all the contested points in regard to the con-
stitutiopality of the law as amended, in the
opinion of the attorneys for the elevator inter-
esta.

The amendments to the grain law make the
elevators of the Great Northern rallroad public
houses, under the construction that the road ls
a common carrier and fis such its elevators neces-
earily become amenable to publle service, The
commission Las glven out that it will treat the
other elovators liere under the same construction
snd the real question involved In the pending
sult i8 whether or not the amended law allows
the elevators to operate as private houses. The
Great Northern and Omeha roads are not' parties
to the suit. . i S el

On the declslon of Judge Sanborn in this case
will rest the positlon to be taken by the elevator
interests. If the judge decides against the ele-
vators their last hope ‘will be gone, and they
will have to pperate under the law as construed
by the court. This is said to be the last ditch .of
the elevator people in thelr fight with the com-
mission, and if they loge now they will give up.
The attorneys for the elevators, however, are
confident of proving that the law is unconstitu-

tional. .
