SCHOOL FUND IN
600D CONDITION

SOUTH DAEKOTA'S EDUCATIONAL
FINANCES KEEP INCREASING,

Total Amount Is Now Nearly $5,000,-
000 and Commissioner Bach Keeps It
' Busy Drawing Income to Help Re-
duce Taxation in 8chool Districte—
Every County Holds Investmants for
First Time in State’s History,

Bpecial to The Journal

Plerre, 8. D., Feb, 13.—The school funds of
this state are i{n & remarkably healthy condition,
On Jan. 1 the total amount was $4,0670,328.81.
This was either loaned on rea]l estate, to coun-
ties or munielpalities, or stood to the credit of
the state in the way of deferred payments on
lapds that have been sold. This sum is drawing
5 and 6 per cent interest, which income goes
directly Into the school funds of the different
eountles for the use of the schools. r

Up to four years ago the whole amount drew
8 per cent, but the rate was reduced to G per
cent, and slace that time & sum of $2,000,000
hag been placed at the new rate, much of It
belng money pald on the old~0 per cent loans
and reloahed at the reduced rate. The balance is
still in the 6 per cent lst, elther as old loans
at the 6 per cent rate, or as deferred payments
on sales made prior to the time of the reduc-
tion In rate. These deferred payments at the
present time amount to $1,634,778.54, and every
year sees 4 large amount of this pald in forcing
it into the -lower rate class, and It will not be
many years before the whole fund will be at the
b per cent rate.

Nearly 3;700,000 in Loans.

For the year 1805 the loans of the fund were

6,626.50, of which $865,405.74 was sent out

om the office, and the balance reloaned by the
countles as pald lo to them on old loans.

The department has been taking up many
sound municival loans the past year, but out of
the total amount loaned for that perlod more
than half a milllon dollars was on farm property
—that class of loans always taking up a larger
part of the fund than all others combined. The
sum of $58,600 was loaned to school dlstricts;
$87,450 to munieipalitiok and $45,000 to countles
for last year.

Faulk county took the required cash from the

school fund for the erectlon-of its new court-
house; municipal loans were made in the countics
of Codington, Day, Grant, Gregory, Hamlin,
Hyde and Moody and school district bonds,
running from $200 in Stanley to $11,600 in Ham-
lin county, were made during the year.
- For thé firat time in the history of the state
every county now holds investments of the per-
manent school fund. Stanley never asked for
any of the fund previous to the past year, but
in orgunieing Its school dlstriets it {s finding
a place for the cash. At no time within the
past year has the permanent fund been allowed
tn aceumulate, and it has all been kept busy
drawing the income which helps reduce local
taxation in the school districts of the state.

It is 'the hope of Commissloner Bach that he
can bring this fund for distribution up to half
a milllon dollars for this, his last year in the
office,

entius. In the night the emperor related that

Beneficiary,  Protective or Relief In-
surance Companies Not Compelled to
File Articles of Incorporation and
Written Appointments of 8tate
Agents—Supreme Court Affirms
Judgment for $15,000 in Personal

Helena, Mont.,, Feb. 18,~In response to a
communication from Secretary of Btate Yoder,
Attorney (eneral Galen has rendered an opinion
in regard to the filing of articles of incorpora-
tlon und written appointment of state agents by
forelgn mutual, protective and rellef or bene-
ficlary insurance companies In which it is peld
that they cannot be compelled to so act or
revented from doing business in Montana, for
¥ullnre to do so. This decision by the attorney
geperal stands as the law unless a contrary
ruling shall be made by the supreme court.

The particular case ln question was that of
the Rallway Employees' Mutual Protective so-
clety, a Callfornia corporation. The concern was
not organized for profit,
commissions to agents or officers and expends
its funds for the mutual protection and rellef
of its members.

Attorney General Galen finds that, while the
law of -18901 relating to forelgn corporations is
broad enongh to include every kind and de-
scription, and requires the filing of articles and
designation of state agent, that sectlons 708
and T21 except benevolent, fraternal and secret
socleties from its operation, and that there has
never been enacted apy law providing for such
requirement On the part of the excepted com-

panies.

‘“Therefore, in the ab of legislation sup-
plementing sectlon 11 of the constitution, we
have no law under which foreign imsurance cor-
porations of the excepted classes can be required
to file articles of incorporation or statements

or written appointments of agents upon whom

process may be served,” concludes the opinlon.
