Cause of Wreck. 

The wreck was due to a mistake over 
orders. A special milk t ra in was wait­
ing here ready to go south as soon as 
the th ru passenger t ra in from De Kalb , 
HI., for St. Pau l passed.

I t was 
a heavy t ra in and most of the coaches 
remained on the t rack tho the passen^ 
gers were, all badly shaken up. * v - . 

The t rainmen on the milk t rai t i we re ' 
ndt so fortunate. ^ I t was there t h a t 
most of the fatal i t ies occurred. • One 
body, supposed to be tha t of the fire­
man, is still under the wreckage of the 
two engines. The other two bodies 
were lifted out of the wreck and put Ito 
one side, pending the arr ival of a spe­
cial t ra in with doctors. The injured 
were brought a t once to Janesvil le, 
while a steam wrecker was sent for to 
clear the t rack.
