New York, Feb 16—Thru his attorney, Q. P. 

Rogers, Arthur F. Duffy, holder of the world's 
amateur sprinting records, served papers today 
on J B Sullivan, secretary and treasurer of 
the Amateur Athletic union, to show cause why 
lyi order should not be made to enjoin the Ama­
teur Athletic union from refusing to give Duffy 
credit in the official records of the union for the 
running records established by him, and why 
they should not be enjoined from expunging the 
said lecords from the official records of the 
Amateur Athletic union 

Despite the expressed determination of Michi­
gan students and alumni to retain Fielding H. 
Yost as football coach at the wolverine institu­
tion, a movement has been officially inaugurated, 
by the Mfchigan senate, the governing body at 
Ann Arbor, to do away entirely with professional 
coaching and put the game under a graduate 
coach system. President Northrop at Minnesota 
has received a letter from the Michigan authori­
ties calling attention to the attitude of the wol­
verines and containing a copy of the resolutions 
recently passed by the Michigan senate, includ­
ing t i e rather startling recommendation in re­
gard to professional coaches 

The resolution as adopted by the Michigan 
senate disapproved of the present professional 
coach system, including the recent conference 
recommendation that the coaches must be mem­
bers of the university faculties, and recommends" 
that professional coaching shall be done away 
with at the first opportunity, namely, when the 
present coaching contracts In the big nine can be 
fulfilled 

Minnesota's action in regard to the recommen­
dation which will be proposed by the Michigan 
lepresentative at the next meeting of the Angell 
conference has not <yet been determined, but 
the majority of the members of the gopher council 
seem ta be opposed to professional coaching, and 
it is likely that the Minnesota authorities will 
include the Michigan recommendation in the 
rather lengthy list of "reforms" backed by the 
Minnesota faculty It is Improbable, however, 
that the gopher faculty authorities will attempt 
to evade the present contract with Dr. Williams, 
which calls for three years more of the doctor's 
services, and there is a general disposition to 
carry out the spirit of the contract. 

Michigan's attitude in regard to Yost" is 
rather amusing to Minnesota rooters. With 
students and alumni insisting on Yost's reten­
tion, and with faculty authorities endeavoring 
to secure the passage of a measure that would 
do away with professional coaching, the wolver­
ine institution seems to be in the midst of an 
athletic war that should furnish lively enter­
tainment to sideliners.

LITTLE BDSINESS FOR 
NATIONAL MAGNATES 

Journal Speoial Servioe, 
New York, Feb. 16.—Another chapter was 

added yesterday to the scandal over the alleged 
drugging of the trotting horse, Lou Dillon, just 
previous to the race with Major Delmar for the 
gold cup at the Memphis meeting a year and a 
half ago. 

Murray Howe, who was secretary of toe Mem­
phis Racing association at the time, filed formal 
charges with Chairman Johnson of the board 
of review of the National Trotting association 
against B. B. Smathers, former owner of Major 
Delmar, and denied emphatically the statements 
contained in the affidavit made in San Fran­
cisco by A. H. Fehr, a veterinary surgeon, 
which was published yesterday. Mr. Howe's 
charges are based on the affidavits of the train­
ers, Sanders and Spear, who swore that B. E. 
Smathers procured the doping of Lou Dillon In 
order that Major Delmar should win the race. 

"As to the affidavit of th.iB man, Fehr," said 
Mr Howe, "I will say that it is a tissue of 
lies. He was in Memphis at tho time, but he 
was not the veterinary for either* C K. G. Bill­
ings nor the Memphis Racing association. He 
wanted me to buy a cheap horse which he 
said be would fix up as a freak to be exhibited 
at fairs, by taking pieces out of the animal's 
hide and grafting the hair of goats and other 
long-haired beasts. 

"Now that is the kind of fellow who says I 
got him to give belladonna to Lou Dillon for the 
thumps after the first heat. Everybody who 
was at the track that day knows that that mare 
showed signs of distress after the first heat, and 
if she was doped at all it was before that 

"Fehr's assertion that I was the personal rep­
resentative o$ Mr. Billings and ordered him to 
dope the mare, has Just this much truth in It: 
Mr. Billings owned two-thirds of the stock of 
the Memphis Racing association and I was the 
association's secretary."

The National league season opens both In the 
east and west April 12, on which day Boston 
will play at Brooklyn, New York at Philadel­
phia, Chicago at Cincinnati and Pittsburg at 
St Louis The season closes Oct. 6 with the 
various clubs playing In their divisions. Boston 
closes a t New York, Philadelphia at Brooklyn, 
Chicago at Pittsburg and St. Louis at Cincin­
nati. 

The following umpires were appointed by the 
National league; Henry O'Day, Robert Enislie, 
J. B Johnstone, William Klem, W. B. Carpen­
ter and J. H. Conway. Carpenter and Conway 
are new members of the staff, the former com-" 
lng from the Southern league and the latter 
from the Eastern league. 

The .National league passed a resolution pro­
hibiting visiting managers, officials or players 
from issuing passes on foreign grounds after the 
beginning of the championship season, of 1906. 

The National league constitution was amended 
in the matter of the waiver of players by clubs. 
Hereafter any player held by a club has to be 
cleared off the list within ten days after the 
beginning of the season. The players that are 
retained within the season may be held for 
thirty days. The purpose of the change is to 
prevent clubs from getting waivers on men and 
holding them indefinitely. 

Among the amendments to a number of base­
ball rules reported to the two leagues by the 
Joint rules committee was one to rule 47 to 
make it read-
