W a s h i n g t o n / ^ e b . ' 20.—-It is a sad 

story, one of dgath and serious injury 
to large number* of men, which is told 
by Postmaster General Cortelyou, m re­
ply to the resolutions of inquiry re­
garding casualties to railroad mail 
clerks introduced in the senate by Sen­
ator Tillman. Mr. Tillman, in asking 
for the passage of his resolution, ex­
plained tha t he had been reading nu­
merous newspaper reports of railroad 
wrecks, in which mail clerks had been 
killed or injured, and tha t he felt con­
gress should have a t i t s disposal all the 
information available on thaft question, 
with a view to enacting suitable legis­
lation for t he protection of this- class 
of government employees, should such 
action be advisable. 

Mr. Cortelyou reports tha t during the 
vear 1901 there were 8,978 rai lway pos­
ta l clerks in the country, and tha t dur­
ing tha t year there were 825 rai lway 
accidents, to t ra ins hauling postal cars. 
Seven clerks were grilled outright, six­
ty-three seriously injured, and 229 
slightly injured. j _ 

The Death Roll. 

The figures for succeeding years do 
not give any idea of the total number 
of accidents. Only those in which 
clerks were injured being reported. 

I n 1902, nine clerks were killed, 
eighty-eight were seriously injured, and 
o02 slightly injured* I n 1903, twenty-
two were killed, seventy-eight were se 
riously injured, and 398 slightly injured. 
In 1904, twenty-one were killed, ninety 
were seriously injured, and 348 slightly 
injured. I n 1905, twelve were, killed, 
125 seriously injured, and 386 slightly 
i r jurcd. Or, in ,five years, sixty-four 
clerks have been killed, 444 have been 
seriously injured, and 1,663 slightly in­
jured. 

The Tillman resolution was directed 
especially to the character of construc­
tion of rai lway postal cars. He wanted 
to find out to what extent th is loss of. 
life and injury were due to peorl* 
buil t cars. I n late years i t has been 
t h e policy of the government to demand 
tha t mail cars be buil t in par t ,of steel, 
and Mr. Tillman wanted to know how 
such ears had withstood the shock of 
accidents as compared with the old 
wooden cars. The report of the post­
master general gives all this informa­
tion. 

3?he Mail Cars. 

The old wooden cars^cost from $5,000 
to $6,000 to construct, and the steel 
cars cost from $7,000 to $8,000. The 
former weigh about 80,000 pounds and 
the l a t t e r from 100,000 to 125,000 
pounds, according to the quali ty of steel 
used. 

A t the close of the last fiscal year, 
there were 1,173 postal ears on all the 
roads of the Uni ted States , 735 of 
which were buil t since 1893, when the 
specifications of the postoffice depart­
ment, demanding stronger cars, began 
to apply. I n May, 1904, these specifi­
cations were revised with a view to ad­
ditional safetv for postal clerks, and to 
meet the demands of the fast mail serv­
ice. One hundred and eighteen postal 
cars have been buil t since the revised 
plans went into effect, to say nothing 
of for ty old cars which have been re­
buil t to meet the specifications. 

One all-steel car, bui l t by the Erie" 
road several years ago, has not yet been 
m a wreck. Two all-steel cars are now 
being buil t for the New York, New 
Haven & Har t ford rai lway. The Penn­
sylvania road is alsq to build a steel 
car. The Santa Fe company has con­
t rac ted for thir ty-nine mail cars, eight 
of which have been delivered, to be 
constructed with an underframing of 
pressed steel, sheathed with steel, and 
the flooring of the same metal . Over 
the steel floor a layer of cement will 
be laid, and on top of t h a t a layer 
of felt, wi th a s trong wooden flooring 
over all.

The stat is t ics submitted by Mr. Cor­
telyou show tha t when the ' mail cars 
buil t af ter the government specifica­
tions have been m wrecks, t h e y h a v e 
escaped wi th slight injury, as compared 
with t h a t done the baggage cars, the 
engines and the smoking cars. The loss 
of life among postal clq£^:s has been cor 
respondingly small in accidents where 
cars of th is sort were a par t of the 
wrecked t ra in . 

There are 500 cars in use t h a t were 
buil t more than ten years ago, or be­
fore the"" government specifications, is­
sued in 1893, had had t ime to go into 
full effect. Nearly all of these have 
since passed th ru the shops for general 
repairs or for rebuilding. But i t is 
obvious tha t cars built as long ago as 
1869 and 1870, ^as some of them were, 
and in the years immediately after­
wards, cannot be made accident-proof, 
even by going thru the shops, and i t is 
quite possible t h a t congress may take 
up the question of radical ly hastening 
the ret i rement of such cars and the 
building of those isf more modern type. 

F i v e of the cats now in use were 
buil t in 1869, three in 1870, one in 1871, 
six in 1872, eight in 1873, one dn 1874, 
five in 1875, four in 1877, eight in 1878, 
twelve in 1879, fourteen in 1880, four­
teen in 1881, sixteen in 1882, twenty-
five in 1883, twenty-seven in 1884, six in 
1885, seven in 1886, twenty-four in 
1887, nineteen in 1888, forty-nine in 
1889, forty-four in 1890, twenty-three in 
1891, fifty-six in 1892, forty-three in 
1893, seventeen in 1894 and fifty-three 
in 1895. 

I f there is to be such action in con­
gress, the Tillman resolution of in­
quiry will be the s ta r t ing point for i t . 
The record of deaths and accidents is 
a serious one, and the senate, a t least, 
seems willing to do something ,to shorten 
it , if possible.
