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CHILD LABORBILL
GOES THRU HOUSE

'MEASURE LIKELY TO BECOME
LAW IN IOWA,

Upper House of Hawkeye State Is Ex-
pected to Take Similar Action—
Galveston Plax of Municipal Govern-
ment Meets Death in Senate Com-
mittee—State Rests in Oarter Mur-
der Trial Without Presenting Direct

Evidence. \

Des Moines, Iowa, Feb. 21.—Two Important
bills wet different fates In the legislature yes-
terday afternocon. The child-labor bill passed
the house by a vote of G4 to 24, and the bill
authorlzing' Towa citles to adopt the Galveston
plan of municipal government waf killed In the
senate committee on citles and towns.

The child-labor measure I8 the frult of a
great deal of agltation on the part of labor
unlons and women's clubs, who formed am un-
usual partnership In working for this cause,
The main provisions of the bill are contalned
in section 1:

“No person under 14 years of age, and no
person under 16 years of age, who s less than
gixty lnches In helght and elghty pounds in
welght, shall be employed with or without
wages or compensatlon, in any mine, quarry,
mapufacturing establishment, factory, mill,,
shop, laundry or packing house In such rooms
or bulldings where machinery 18 operated or
where conditions are dangerous, or any store or
mercantile establishment where glght or more
persons are employed, or In the operation of any
frelght or passenger elevators."

No. strong opposition to the bill has yet ap-
peared in the senate, and that body ls expected
to pass the bill almost unanimously. In the
matter of reform legislation the present session
{s making a npame for itself, having already
passed the pure-food bill

The Galveston bill, so called, purposes to give
the larger citles of the state permission to
adopt the commission plan of government. It
did away with the ward system and provided
for fAive commissioners, to act both as a leglsla-
tive and executive body. They were to be
elected at large. It was proposed to concentrate
practically all the municipal power in this board,
thus fixing the responsibility. The senate com-
mittée considered the measure too revolutionary
to be acted on until it had been more widely
discussed By the people of the state.

The state closed its case in the Carter murder
trial withont having presented any direct in-
eriminating evidence. Several clrenmstances
were brought forward against Carter which place
him in a serlous light, but disinterested attor-
neys who are watching the trial doubt that any
of the evidepce has been Atrong enough -on
which to base conviction.

The state has shown that Oarter and Gresser,
the murdered farmer, were dickering’ for the
sale of the latter's farm and that Carter was
with Gresser on Sunday of the fatal Week.
A. J. Zwart, an officfal of the Des Molnes Na-
tiopal bank, testified that the signatures to
the deed and mortgage were forgeries, but
this testimony was weakened by other witnesses
who identifled the writing as that.of Gresser.

Nelghbors of Gresser testified that they had
seen Carter drive past on the afternoon of the
crime. The defense began its testimony today.
