New York, Feb. 22.—Charles M. Daniels was 
the central figure in a record-breaking swim­
ming match at the^New York Athletic club last 
night. The occasion was the first day's com­
petition of the Amateur union's iudoor swim-
miug.aud water polo championship meet. Dan­
iels won the fifty-yard championship race and 
at the same time broke the American records 
for twenty-five and fifty yards and the world's 
record for the sixty yards. Later In the relay 
race he materially helped his team mates to 
lower the mark for the 200 yards. 

The man-fish won his heat from Otto Schwartz 
of the Missouri Athletic club with little effort, 
yet oh the way he lowered the twenty-five yard 
American record, held by himself, from 121-5 
seconds to 12 seconds. 

*'World-Beater" Beaten. 
In the second heat E. E. Kitchlng beat out 

Marquand Schwurtz, a brother of Otto, for 
second place by, the narrowest of margins. J . 
Scott Leary of the Olympic club of San Fran­
cisco, who had been heralded as a world-beater^ 
and who recently broke the 100-yard record, was 
five yards behind the two leaders,. Daniel B. 
Revear, tha Honolulu swimmer who wore the 
colors of the Chicago Athletic association, was 
never in the race. 

The final heat brought Daniels, Kitchlng and 
the two Schwartz brothers together. Otto 
Schwartz got the best start, but Daniels, who 
was putting a power force to his stroke, had 
passed the others at the 25-yard turn. At the 
40-yard mark he had a 5-yard lead and the crowd 
cheered itself hoarse when i t was announced 
that he had taken off just one second from the 
former record of 20 8-5 seconds. 

Continuing, he increased his lead. The slim 
legs that look so weak*, were doing a giant 's 
work. At the end of the race the other com­
petitors were far In the. rear and he had clipped 
11-5 seconds ^from the American record. 

^Continued the Spurt. 
He did not -stop, but, to the surprise of the 

spectators, continued to swim, and at the 60-yard 
mark had taken oft four-whole seconds from the 
American record and 11-5 seconds from the 
world's record, formerly held by Cecil Healy of 
Australia. 

E. H. Adams of the New York Athletic club 
won the plunging championship with a dive 
and float of sixty-nine feet His mark equals 
his own American rflbord.
