With cold storage eggs barely moving 
at 7 cents and fresh ones 13 cents a 
dozen, egg speculators are waking up to 
the fact that they have a large white 
elephant in 'their possession. 

The industrious hen and the weather 
haye co-operated and defied all preced­
ents this winter, s a result a loss of 
$7,000,000 in round numbers is staring 
Chicago speculators in the face. In 
Minneapolis those who are " l o n g " on 
eggs are out about $30,000, tho no one 
firm suffers heavily. 

For the first®time in years the price 
of fresh eggs at this season of the year 
is lower than the price at which eggs 
were bought last spring to put in cold 
storage. A year ago eggs were extrava-

f antly high. Consequently in April and 
lay last year there was a grand rush 

to buy eggs for cold storage purposes. 
The average price paid was 16^> cents 
to 17 cents a dozen, which with the 
storage, insurance and interest charges 
added makes tho cost of the eggs up 
to date approximately 19 cents. 

Contrary to precedent there has not 
been a time since the eggs went into 
storage that they have shown a profit. 
At prevailing quotations there is in 
prospect for the speculator an average 
loss of 1 1 ^ cents a dozen, with the 
carrying charges piling up every day. 
It is estimated that the local stock of 
storage eggs is approximately 90,000 
dozen. Chicago stocks are about 63,-
000,000 dozen.

ENGLISH WAS POOR, RUT 
HE FOOLED ATTORNEYS 

A linguistic duel yesterday between 
First Assistant County Attorney John 
F. Dahl, conducting the state's case 
against Mrs. Emma Yates, and Albert 
H. Hall, defendant's attorney, who took 
the stand in his client's behalf, was 
easily the feature of the trial. The 
rather strained relations between the 
county attorney's office and Mr. Hall 
were made apparent, and the wordy 
battle created more than ordinary in­
terest among the courtroom full of 
spectators attending the arson trial. 

Mr. Hall testified that Perry, the 
state's star witness, had told him that 
he had made no statement which would 
injure Mrs. Yates. He also swore that 
Perry had been kept so carefully 
guarded that he had been allowed no 
opportunity of talking with him or 
learning the nature of his story until 
he took the stand. 

Battle Becomes General. 
On cross-examination Mr. Dahl took 

the witness down the line in spite of 
the strenuous objections of Mr. Kolli-
ner, Mr. Hall's partner. The prosecu­
tor brought out that Mr. Hall had de­
fended twenty one murder cases and 
had only lost two of them, and inti­
mated that the attorney prided him­
self on this record. 

Mr. Hall said, in reply to questions, 
that he had had the honor of assist­
ing in the prosecution of the Harry 
Hayward murder case, and Mr. Dahl 
asked if he had allowed attorneys "for 
the defense to cross-examine Claus 
Blixt, the state's star witness. The 
witness stated that the attorneys had 
been given a written statement of 
Blixt's story, altho he would not swear 
that that statement -differed from the 
newspaper stories. 

Mr. Dahl inquired why the witness 
had not demanded his right, if he 
thought he had any, to examine Perry. 
" I did ask you several times for per­
mission," replied Mr. Hall. 

Scientific measures have been 
adopted by Street Commissioner, now 
"Professor B o b " McMullen, to clear 
Nicollet avenue of ice. Last night 
sixteen barrels of salt was scattered 
up and down the gutters of the thoro-
fare. The ice in the center of the 
street gets more wear and tear and 
naturally melts faster than that along 
the sides of the street and in the gut­
ters. To carry off the water the gut­
ters must be clean, hence Bob's resort 
to natural philosophy. The trick 
worked well and with more salt tonight 
the gutter will be cleared and ready 
for business. 

Teamsters made some protest during 
the colder weather because the street 
railway company used salt to keep ice 
out of its tracks, their contention Being 
that the salt injured the horses' hoofs. 
Mr. McMullen says that the salt spread 
on Nicollet can do no harm, as it is 
used where it is run off by the melting 
ice and will not spread into the trav­
eled part of the street.

SMITH IS ARRESTED 

City Will Buy in Open Market Because 
of High Figures. 

Like the committee on sewers, the 
council committee on paving refuses to 
accept the increased prices demanded 
by the cement dealers. "The prices on 
Portland cement have been raisd from 
35 to 40 per cent above those of last 
year, and this means that the concrete 
base for street paving will cost about 
4 cents more a square yard than last 
year. 

With the prices quoted for Portland 
and natural cements, the concrete base 
will cost 8 cents less by the use of the 
natural article. While Portland ce­
ment is preferable, it is not thought to 
be worth the difference. 

The committee will therefore recom­
mend that the city engineer be author­
ized to purchase cement in the open 
market during the coming season, and if 
he can not secure reasonable prices on 
Portland, he can return to the use of 
natural cement.

T. D. O'Brien, Minnesota's insurance 
commissioner, will make public tomor­
row the result of the examination of 
the New York Life Insurance company, 
which was conducted by the states of 
Minnesota, Wisconsin, Nebraska, Ken­
tucky and Tennessee. The report has 
been ready for some time, except the 
recommendations, and the commission­
ers of the five states have finally agreed 
on those by correspondence. They make 
four principal points, as follows: 

First—The system of deterred divi­
dends is condemned. The report recom­
mends that it be dropped, and annual 
distribution be made the rule in the fu­
ture. 

Second—The practice of the company 
with regard to investments is severely 
criticized. The-policy of turning vast 
sums over to syndicates for floating 
stock-jobbing schemes is condemned and 
the report declares that investments 
should be more scattered. 

Third—Greater publicity in the man­
agement is recommended. The report 
favors annual publication of a gain and 
loss exhibit, a public statement as to 
salaries of officers, and full public in­
formation of purchases and sales of se­
curities by the company. 

Fourth—The present system is de­
clared to give policyholders no real 
voice in the management, and some 
plan for a representative form of gov­
ernment is urged, by which policy­
holders will take part in annual meet­
ings thru their chosen representatives. 

The report proper is a full statement 
of the affairs of the company for the 
past ten years, and covers eighty pages. 
In many respects it makes severe stric­
tures on the conduct of the company,

The total of new pensions and 
increases secured amounts to $1,740 a 
month, and back pensions amounting to 
$19,285 were granted thru the efforts 
of the department. 

City Vacates Alleys in Exchange for 
Boulevard Property. 

At the request of the park board the 
council committee on roads and bridges 
voted yesterday to recommend the va­
cation of the alleys in blocks 16 and 
24 of Dormant first addition. 

In return for this concession the Dor-
man heirs will deed to the city without 
expense a strip of land forty feet wide 
and about nineteen hundred feet long, 
which will permit the widening of 
Biverside avenue, opposite the west end 
of government dam No. 2. The park 

f roperty at this point is too narrow 
or a proper driveway, but "the addi­

tional forty feet will make it wide 
enough. 

It is the intention of the Dorman 
heirs to replat blocks 16 and 24, so as 
to give the blocks a frontage both on 
the boulevard and on Dorman avenue. 
The deeds will also provide for a build­
ing line easement fifty feet back from 
the boulevard. The traffic street paral­
lel to the boulevard will be carried over 
to Dorman avenue from Twenty-sev­
enth street to Twenty-ninth.

Foreign Commerce of the United 
States Is Increased by 

Many Millions. 

Washington, Feb. 22.—The foreign 
commerce of the United States during 
the first seven months of the fiscal year 
1906; amounted to $1,752,421,330, ac­
cording to a bulletin issued by the de­
partment of commerce and labor. This 
shows a considerable increase in both 
imports and exports, but more especial­
ly in exports over the corresponding 
months of 1905. In the seven months 
ending with January, imports have in­
creased $70,000,000 and exports have in­
creased $155,000,000. Imports during 
the seven months ended with January, 
1906, were $699,704,566 and exports 
were $1,056,656,764. 

The increase in importations occurs 
chiefly in manufacturers' materials and 
finished manufactures, while the in­
crease in exportations occurs chiefly in 
agricultural products and manufactures. 

The bulletin says there is a marked 
increase in the exportation of bread-
stuffs and provisions, the value of 
breadstuffs exported in January and De­
cember each amounting to over $26,000,-
000. For the seven months ended with 
January provisions, including meat and 
dairy products, showed a total exporta­
tion of $134,000,000 against $108,000,-
000 for the same period last year.
