« a j s . "Spring Jobbing trade is as act ive as 
ever, exceeding las t j e a i at nearly all markets.. 
Winter wheat crop reports are exce l l ent , prices, 
except of some country products, wheat and 
flour among breadstuffs, and bleached cotton 
goods, show notable s t i ength , and building a c t U -
l ty . which' i s of larjje volume, feoes on without 
a break, offering an opening for labor employ­
ment rarely if ever -befoie witnessed. 

"Industry is act ive, and i n l l K furnaces and 
factories are all pushed to fill del lvei les , but 
new business for far-off account, say next fal l 
and spring of u e \ t yea i , i s rather slow to pre-
sent itaelf pending futu ie t iade and crop de­
velopment. Moue> is rather firm as a whole, de­
mand being inoie act ive in regiwar trade l ines. 
Collections are ii regular, backward in the south 
because of cotton holding, and fair to good in 
the north and wes t . Clearings heavily e-nceed 
a year ago, i tself a period of large trade. All 
e igns point to a large retail business foi spring 
and summer, developing eai l ier than usual.
