Teams.

Chicago, March 24.—Intercollegiate football at
Northwestern university bas been taboced for
five years by the executlve cominittee of the
board of trustees. The debts brought on by the
athletle aseociation, amounting to $12,000, are
to be assumed by the university. It was agreed
to engage one member of the faculty to have
He will be designated
a professor of physleal eunlture. amd his word
will be law in all athleties.

There will be no other persons engaged in that
connection, and the professor of paysical eul-
ture will have full say on all such matters,
The committee also voted to ecreate a dining
hotel for the students. At chapel meeting at
noon Dean Holgate announced the aectlon of the
trustees to the students. IHls words were greet-
ed with hisses, at first heard only from parts of
the room, but gradnally gaining in volume until
the entire body of several hundred students
joined in the sound of disupproval. Acting Pres-
ident Holgate said:

“College foothall has reached a point where

it is all in the futerest of football and not in
the interest of the student. The game has been
kept allve by publle sentiment and by the at-
tention paid it by the newspapers.

“Our athletics will go on as before, with the
exception of the football feaiure. Last year
the athletle association found itself In debt
12,000 as against a surplos of $G6G,000 at the
opening of the season. The trustees have de-

cided to pay up all of its athletic debts and
atart over.” .

GOPHER TEAM?

Northwestern’s Withdrawal from
Football Removes the Long
Existing Barrier,

Prospects for a football game between - the
tedme of Minnesota and Chicago are very bright
just now. Chicago has declined to play the
gophers for several years on the ground that
the marcoon schedule was too heavy to permit
such an arrangement, It was pointed out that
it was necessary for Stagg’'s men to play the
Northwestern team, as both were Chicago or-
ganjzations, and it was also thought necessary
in the Mlidway district that Illinois, the state
Institution team, should be given a place on
the schedule.

Yesterday the Nortbwestern authorities an-
nonnced that football had been suspended for
five years. Wisconsin is in doubt, and at present
it .seems hardly probable that l’l? badgers wlill
have a team worthy of the pame~in the fleld
next season. Chicago holds the western cham-
plonship, and as the playing schedule has been
lmited to five games by the big-nine conference,
Chicago rooters will demand as strong a season
as Is possible to get within the limit.

Negotiations have been pending between Min-
nesotn and Michigan since last Thanksgiving
day for a 1006 game between the gophers and
maroons, and the clearing out of Northwestern
hag added new hope to the local team of secur-
ing a game In Chicago. Recent letters from
Chicago have heen more encouraging than at any
timg, within the last few years, and the dropping
out of the Methodists is taken as a removal of
the last barrier between a meeting of two of
the greatest teams in the west.

HEAYY YERDICT FOR
A BASEBALL FAN

Chicago, March 24—August Auerbach, who sued
the American baseball league for £25,000 dam-
ages for injuries received by being hit by a bat-
ted ball, was today awarded $10,000 damages
by a jury in Judge Frost's court.

The snbject of
college sport was introduced by I'rofessor Clar-
ence Waldo of Purdue universlty, Indiana, who
presented the report of the ‘committee on ath-
leties,  which was ndopted 'by untnimous vote,
The report described the two eonferences called
by President Angell of Michigan university for
the reform of football, and concluded with an
approving resolution.
