In many respects a Sunday newspaper is quite unlike i t s week­
day fellows. Come with us into our editorial offices and let us 
ehow you how and why. 

Firs t , i t should be understood t h a t i t is erroneous t o suppose 
tha t the Sunday paper contains only the news t h a t happens to be 
left over af ter the Sa turday evening paper is published. Every 
happening in the world after 3 o'clock Saturday afternoon and un­
til Sunday morning, if i t is wor th chronicling, is reported in The 
Sunday Journal , and t h a t paper is different from any other news­
paper in the twin cities in t h a t i t contains not a l ine of news t h a t 
has appeared in the Sa turday evening papers .

They may be accompanied b y photographs or 
other i l lustrations, bu t if they are not, and they are desirable, they 
are obtained a t whatever cost. 

Every mail br ings in le t ters from many of t h e special corre­
spondents in various pa r t s of the Uni ted States , Oanada, Mexico, 
South America and the old world. I t would be folly t o p r in t all of 
them. The readers of The Sunday Journa l couldn ' t read them all 
if they were to read continuously from breakfas t t ime Sunday un­
til breakfas t t ime Monday. Ed i t ing a Sunday newspaper is no t 
so much the correcting o5 grammatical errors as i t is the culling of 
the best stories from all t h a t come in, and ar ranging the paper t o 
secure typographical excellence. 

The Sunday Jou rna l ' s experience has proved t h a t t he people

How the Paper Is Put Together 
Saturday night sees the actual making-up of The Sunday

them. In to the local room rush reporters who t u r n on the l ights 
over the i r desks and begin wr i t ing as against t ime. 

Where the News Comes From 
Let us linger over the telegraph ed i to r ' s desk—we m a y here 

see how the news comes in from all the world. Office boys rush 
in wi th long slips of typewri t ten copy which lay the whole event­
ful world before the eyes of the editor. The slips are the tele­
graphic bullet ins of happenings thruout the world. The edi tor 
orders all stories of interest , and wken they come a few minu tes 
la ter he decides which of them readers of T h e J o u r n a l m a l J b e 

interested in and how much space they should be given. This 
judgment he has to make on a thousand stories every Sa turday 
night. He edi ts them carefully and wri tes the head-lines iwhich on' 
th is paper are always in tended to be commensurate wi th the 
importance or interest of the story. 

Near the telegraph ed i to r ' s desk is t h a t of the northwest 
editor, who is in constant telegraphic and telephonic communication 
with all the cities and towns in the northwestern s ta tes . The bul­
letins come to him as they do to the telegraph editor, and he 
selects the best news of his te r r i tory for Journa l readers . 

The Round-up of the World's 
News Completed 

On t h e top floor of the bui lding a score of t h e marvelous 
machines thajb " s e t t y p e " are ta lking, and the i r metal speech is 
being hurried into the wai t ing forms by a dozen men who work 
under the direction of the editor. A page finished, i t is stereo­
typed and cast and the cylindrical form is locked into position in 
the great presses. Then another—and another . 

The telegraph Instruments are silent now. Connections wi th 
all the principal cities of the Uni ted S ta tes and Canada, and th ru 
New York with the cities of the old world, are still open, bu t the 
grand round-up of the wor ld ' s news has been completed. The local 
room i s deserted—Minneapolis is asleep. 

The last hot metal is t aken from the machines and the last 
pages made up. The las t form is locked in i t s place. Then, ink-
wet , the papers come rolling from the press. They are hurr ied i n t o ' 
the mail ing room. Wagons* and carriers are in wai t ing to take 
them to the t ra ins and homes in Minneapolis. And a t b reakfas t 
you have the result of a w e e k ' s work of an army of t ra ined men, 
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
