AMERIGANS RELIEVE
FAMINE IN JAPAN

Tokio, March 26.—The misery and
suffering in the famine district have
been slightly relieved by the prompt
and liberal aid from foreign, ineludin
American, sources and the abatement o
winter. The local authorities are try-
ing to provide work for the able-bodied,
but the work is inadequate and thous-
ands are still on the verge of starva-
tion.

Many parents are parting with their
children, sending them to the already
crowded Okayama orphanage. The se-
verity of the suffering undergone by the
children is clearly depicted in the faces
of those who are compelled to leave
their homes, where the food consists of
flour mixed with straw and weeds. The
mixture is beaten fine, forming a paste
which contains only 23 per cent actual
food value, The government has re-
mitted the lowest tax in the famine dis-
triet, but this will not afford immediate
relief.

Another appeal for aid is presented
by the sufferers from the recent earth-
quake in South Formosa, thousands of
whom are homeless.

KING EDWARD’S KNEE
