STILL FAR AWAY

MINNEAPOLIS NOT YET ON THE
TRUST-BUSTER’S LIST.

Tho Independent Circuit Has Eighty-
five Houses, It Has Made No Effort
to Gain Foothold in This City—Real-
Estate Men, "However, Havae Not
Given Up Hope. i

Altho in their trust-breaking process
of establishing a chain of independent

TEACHER OF FRENCH
T0 QUIT SCHOOL WORK
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MME. LEONIE HATSCHEK,
For Nearly Twenty Years Head of De-
partment of French Language in
Minneapolis Public Schools.
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When the pupils of the Central higl
school assemble for the last time be-
fore the summer vaeation, Mme, Leo-
nie Hatschek, instructor in French, will

not murmur -in her musical French
tongue ‘‘au revoir,’’ “but will bid her
gseholars ‘‘adien for all times.”” Mme.
Hatschek will never teach French

again, for she will give up her profes-

sion and will retire from public work.
In May Mme. Hatschek will celebrate

her seventieth birthday; thé same

month will also elose nineteen and one-|

half years of faithful and untiring
work as a teacher in the Minneapolis
publie schools. Mme. Hatschek has been
in Minneapolis since 1872, and every
day of her life, with the exception of
vacation time, has been devoted to the
teaching of the French language. The
first ten vears she taught at the Ben-
nett seminary; after that she was in-
struetor of French at Miss Judson’s
school; and this was followed by her
appointment as head of the I'rench
department in the Central high school.

Born in Burgundy and educated in
Paris, Mme. Hatschek is one of the
best eduncated scholars which the Min-
neapolis public schools ever had as a
teacher. She has lived in Ameriea since
1870, and the teaching of her mother
tongue has been her lifework. Were
any provisions made for pensioning the
teachers in the. Minneapolis schools,
Mme. Hatschek would probably have
remained another vear to make full the
twentieth year of serviece,

After the close of schools Mme. Hat-
schek . will leave for Dallas, Tex., to
join her danghter, Mrs. A. Kinsel. for-
merly of Minneapolis. Mrs. Kinsel and
Mme. Hatsehek purchased last year an
equal interest in a large cotton farm
near Long View, Tex., where Mme. Hat-
schek will spend much of her time, free
frnrr_lk the cares and worries of school
work. '

SHOWS A DECLINE

SURPRISING STATEMENT BY
GREAT NORTHERN OFFICIAL,

Lighter Tonnage Hauled in 1905 Be-
tween Minnesota Points Than in 1904
—Great Northern Would Lose Over
Half Million a Year by Reduction—
Soo Takes a Hand.

sion that their local freight business in
Minnesota is deereasing in volume,
{rather than increasing. He was unable
| to'uceount for the faet, which chal-
i lenged the attention of the commission-
ters, - His figures showed that for the
fiscal year cuding June 30, 1903, the lo-
cal freight handled in Minnesota
amounted-to 2,222 946 tons, hanled 245,
For the previous fis-

and it was hauled 257,110,/46 ton miles.
The decrease amounted to 212,359 tons,
and 11,123,685 ton miles. The light
wheat crop in Miunesota for 1904 may
account for the decrease for a large ex-
tent.  Cars of wheat picked up at lo-
eal points count in the local train ecar
mileage, until they reach division points
and are made up into thru freight
trains,

Testimony from three railroads was
presented today, the.witnesses all being
handled by C. A, Severance, attorney
for all Minnesota roads. Mr. Severance
says the report that the Soo has with-
drawn and will accept the commission’s
rate is false. ‘‘I represent the Soo, as
I do all the other roads,”’ said Mr.
Severance today. ‘‘Their case in- op-
position to the proposed tariff is made
up, and a represcentative of the com-
pany will probably take the stand this
afternoon,’

Freight a Small Item.

Theo H. Stoeffel, contracting freight
agent of the Milwaukee at St. Paul,
was the first witness today. His testi-
mony was to show-the small ratio which
freight charges bear to the value of
merchandise, Examples he cited showei
a ratio of freight charges to total value
as low as seven-tenths of one per eent,
and none running higher than 9 per
cent. The consumer would get no bene-
fit, he maintained, from the proposed
reduetion,

5, G. Strickland, general superintend-
ent of the Omaha, was the next to take
the stand. His evidence was on the
higher cost of handling loeal business,
He found from their investigation that
local husiness costs ten to twelve times
as much per ton to handle as thru busi-
ness. The work caused in the general
office is greater, 70 per cent of the hill-
ing clerks’ work being done on less than
earload business.

HOCK WAR GAME
ON GREAT LAKES

United States Man-of-War and
Naval Militia Vessels Will
Maneuver.

Journal Special Bervice.

Washington, Mareh 28.—For the first
time since the war of 1812, maneuvers
by a naval fleet are to take place on

the Great Lakes. Under. instructiong is-
sued by Assistant Seeretary of the

Navy Newberry, there will assemble in
Lake Michigan next summer, six ves-
sels, one of which belongs to the regu-
lar navy and the others to the naval
reserve organizations of-states border-
ing on the lakes. .

These vesscls will operate in exactly
the same manner as the North Atlantie
fleet does during its maneuvers in the
Caribbean sea. '

The ships which will en}gage in these
maneuvers will be ‘the United States
man-of-war Wolverine and. the  follow-
ing naval militia vesscls: The Gopher
of Minnesota, the Dorothea of ‘Illinois

Yantic of Michigan, and Hawes and |

Essex of Ohio,
While Canada cannot object to these
maneuvers, beecause the naval militia

ships are not equipped with any ord-!

nance which violates ‘the Rush-Bagot
agreement of 1817, limiting the arma-
ment of the United States and Great
Britain upon the lakes, the policy of
the navy department is attracting at-
tention among the few diplomats in
Washington who have heard of the pro-
gram devised by Mr. Newberry. 1t is
pointed out that it would not be diffi-
cult to arm promptly any naval militia
ships, as all of them are constructed so
as to stand the strain of gun discharges.
The vessels have been ordered tormeet
in the neighborhood of the straits of
Mackinaw on Aug. 5, and from then
until Aug. 12 will cruise together,
