MAY BAR TUBERGULOSIS
FROM PUBLIC SCHOOLS

Children affected with tuberculosis
will be barred from the publiec schools
under a new rule to be presented for
adoption by the state board of health
‘next Tuesday. The rule classes tuber-
culosis with other-infectious diseases
and is made possible under the enlarged
powers of the new code.

Another rule will require local
health officers to be notified when the
eves of an infant become inflamed or
diseased, so that competent mediecal
attention shall be insured.

The board will pass on rules requir-
ing the best sanitary conditions in
bakeries and other- places where food
products are manufactured, and will
also require the plans of all publie
huildin]gs to be submitted to the board
of health for its approval as to sani-
tation. Stringent rules are prepared for
regulating abattoirs,: rendering plants
and meat markets.
