AN ARTESIAN EMPIRE 

What Artesian Wells and B. P . Yoakum 
Have Done for Texas Coast Country. 
M. G. Cunniff in the World's Work. 
Well after well was bored. The arte­

sian flow continued unabated, cold, 
clear, sparkling. B. F. Yoakum, who 
once peddled fruit trees in'Texas and 
is now president of the Bock Island 
railroad, had a vision while general 
manager of the San Antonio & Arkan­
sas Pass railroad, of a new line that 
should start at Corpus Christi, run thru 
the King ranch? the Kennedy ranch and 
other big holdings to Brownsville and 
straight on to the City of Mexico. He 
could get no one to believe in it. But 
whqp the artesian water came in, it was 
" n o w or never ." He went to Mr. 
Kleberg, to Mr. Kennedy, to other 
ranchmen. " H e r e is the chance," said 
he, " f o r a rich agricultural section. It 
will grow two crops of corn, as you 
know. It will grow truck and sugar­
cane and alfalfa. It will even grow 
bananas. Water was the only thing 
lacking. Now we have the water. Gen­
tlemen, it is time for a railroad." 

They gave him huge land grants in 
addition to the right-of-way. They took 
stock. Other capitalists put in more 
money. Down thru the heart of that 
coast country the railroad was "pushed. 
And then began the empire building. 
Mrs. King, thru Mr. Kleberg, had given 
the railroad 30,000 acres of land. With 
this 30,000 acres the King ranch put m 
30,000 acres more. The whole 60,000 
acres were turned over to a town com­
pany owned by the rancher and the 
railroad together. Then, one by one, 
town lots and farms were sold to set­
tlers that followed in the wake of the 
lailroad. Thus the town of Kingsville 
sprang into being in a single year. 
Round about it spread farms, each with 
its artesian well and its pond-like clay 
tank, into which flowed the under-
giound water, out of which came the 
stream for the irrigation ditches. ^Now 
about Kingsville you can see acres and 
acres of onions "just springing up in one 
field while the second crop of corn is 
being reaped in the next. The farmers 
can plant in any month, harvest in any 
month. In less than a year after the 
completion of the railroad, in the sum­
mer of 1904, they were shipping out 
beans, onions, tomatoes and other gar­
den truck by the carload. No man can 
put down more than qne well on his 
farm, and the well must be properly 
made.

When "Opportunity" Finally Called 
Him, Was Ready to Respond. 

New York Press. 
Diniel Dougherty may not have been 

the original "silver-tongued' orator, 
but theie never lived a 'man who was 
better entitled to the epithet. ' The 
other day John McAusland, Jersey 
City's famous Scotchman, a warm 
friend of the eminent Philadelphia^, 
said to me: "Dougherty's success 
shows wnat ambition and persistence 
will do, backed by common sense and 
some brains. He told me that he 
sought for many years an opportunity 
to make a speech in public. He always 
carried two or three speeches in his 
pocket, hoping that something would 
turn up to give him the change of mak­
ing an oratorical display. For many 
years he waited, his tongue ever ready 
to open up on any subject. 

' ' At last the eventful day arrived. 
Tkrere was a great convention and num­
erous important speakers. Just about 
the moment when the second speaker 
had finished a rainstorm came up and 
there was a grand rush from the plat­
form to a neighboring cafe. Ten 
thousand farmers, mechanics, laborers, 
etc.. stood out m the wet with nobody 
to talk to them. The chairman of the 
meeting was in despair. Dougherty 
was in the crowd. He saw his oppor­
tunity. He rushed to the platform, 
introduced himself and asked to be Al­
lowed to hold the audience until the ad­
vertised spouters returned. The chair­
man was very skittish at first, but the 
people were clamoring, and he finally 
said, in some disgust: 'Oh, very 
well; I don't know who you are or 
what you can say, but we don't want 
the crowd to go away. See what you 
can do.' 

"Funny , wasn't it? Before Dan had 
said a dozen words the restless crowd 
gave him the attentive ear. Umbrel­
las weie closed. Men on the outskirts 
pushed in, and pretty soon all were 
standing uncovered in the rain listening 
with open mouths to the entrancing elo­
quence of the young Demosthenes. For 
nearly an hour they were spellbound. 
The chairman "nearly had a fit. His 
doubts gave place to wonder, his wonder 
to interest, his interest to the strongest 
curiosity, his curiosity to unfeigned ad­
miration. The advertised speakers 
slipped back unobserved to their seats 
on the platform and drank in every 
word Dougherty uttered. I tell you 
he made good. And that first speech 
made him famous as the 'Silver-
tongued' Dougherty."

WELLCOME, 
Pioneer Phys ic ian W h o Died This W e e k 

at Sleepy Eye .

Sleepy Eye , Minn., April 1 0 — D r . 3. W . B . 
Wellcome, w h o died here Sunday n i g h t after a 
l ingering i l lness, w a s among the pioneers w h o 
journeyed from the east and middle w e s t over 
half a century ago to se t t le on t h e broad prai­
r ies beyond the Mississippi 

He w a s born in New Portland, Me , of par­
ents ot Engl ish descent. The family w a s promi­
nent i n the affairs of the town where they 
l ived. One son, Michael Wellcome, became a 
Methodist preacher of note Another son, Solo­
mon, came to Minnesota and for many years 
conducted a drug store a t Garden City. H i s son, 
Henry, w e n t to London, England, and became 
a member of a firm of manufacturing pharma­
c i s t s of world-wide reputation. 

Jacob W B. Wel lcome gained h i s early edu 
cation in the district schools of h i s nat ive s t a t e 
end i n the noted Burnham high school a t Hal -
lowell Here he took up the s tudy of medicine 
and in 1850 began the practice He married 
Miss Abbie C Starbird of Hartford, Me , but she 
l ived only a few years , l eav ing four children, 
one o f whom survives, Mrs. A . W . Case of 
Sleepy Eye 

In 1855 Dr. Wel lcome decided t o try h i s for­
tune in the northwest After a long journey 
by rai l and boat and s tage coach he arrived 
a t Stevens Point, * here "he remained for a few 
rears before coming to Minnesota. In 1858 he 
se t t l ed a t Garden City, Minn. , a4d" here, thru 
h i s ex tens ive practice and h i s act iv i ty in pub­
l i c affairsi he became one of the ,best known 
of t h e pioneer physic ians of southern Mj^nesota 

Non& knew bet ter £han h e the hardships « a -
durgd'try f t a f early set t lers vt t h e Minnesota 
va l l ey , for day after 'day he rode among them, 
from house t o bouse s n d from set t l ement to 
se t t l ement over the prairies, under the scorch­
ing summer sun and thru the blinding storms 
of winter , more than once daring death i n , the 
bi t ter cold of the blizzard and among the. law-1 

l e ss Indians H e w a s cal led to the J e w e t t home 
in B lue Earth county and spent several hours 
there, l eaving jus t before the Indians at tacked 
them and murdered the fami ly . H e w a s cal led 
back and succeeded in saving the l i fe of one 
child who had been wounded and l e f t for dead 
by the savages 

H e served as •surgeon in the Tenth Minne­
sota infantry during the Indian troubles, and 
m the civi l war, under appointment from 
Goveinor Ramsey, he served a s examining «ur 
geon for drafts . Later he w a s appointed one of 
the government pension examiners 

In 1859 Dr. Wel lcome mair led Miss Sarah 
Hauser Their children are Fred H , -a we l l -
known banker of Minneapolis , Henry H of 
Crookston, L lewel lyn C. and Dr. J . W . B . Wel l ­
come, J r , of Sleepy Bye . 

About thirty five years ago Dr Wel lcome 
moved from Blue Earth to Brown county, and 
after a f e w years' residence in N e w Ulm, c a m e 
to Sleepy Eye , where he had since resided. 
Mrs Wel lcome died here several years ago 

Dr. Wel lcome w a s prominent In the Masonic 
and Odd Fel lows' orders.

had been robbed and gagged This t h e \ placed 
on the gateoost It m i n e d for t w o days after 
t h e night of the crime, and when the note 
finally was found the woman w a s dead

l ie police (oramnnic.ited w i t h the local man 

and secuied a desciiption of the pe ison to whom 
the t i cket was issued He i s being traced, and 
It i s expected that an arrest soon wil l be made. 

Portable Art Works of the Eleventh 
Century Brought Large Prices. 

P a n s Cable to New York Herald. 
At the second day of the Boy sale the 

larger ancient works of art in ivory and 
champleve enamel were sold, the prices 
far exceeding all expectations. The 
total for the day was $51,844, making 
a total, of $92,246 for the first two days. 

The principal ivory item was No. 254, 
a portable altar, carved in the form of a 
chest of Arabian work of the eleventh 
century. The experts' valuation was 

150 j $4,000. I t was bought by Brauer, an 
85 antiquary of Florence, for $8,000. 

No. 264. a diptich in ivory French 
work of the fourteenth century, repie-
senting scenes in the history of the 
Passion, was bought by Chappey for 
$2,460. 

Among the champleve enamels was 
No. 135, an elegant reliquary, of Lim­
ousin work of the end of the twelfth 
century or commencement of the thir­
teenth, decorated on every side with 
enameled figures and heads in relief. 
The expert valuation was $5,000. I t 
was bought by Mr. Sigman for $7,450. 

No. 163, a small enamel box for holy 
oils, Limoges work of t̂he thirteenth 
century, was bought by Conessa for 
$3,600. 

A reliquary in Limoges work of the 
thirteenth century was bought by Chap-
pev for $3,000. 

No. 176. five small plaques of a belt, 
Spanish and Moorish work of the fif­
teenth century, decorated with cloisonne 
floral wreaths and imitation Arabic 
characters, was bought fcv Brauer for 
$4,100. '

From a weapon used to kill bank cashiers 
and other v ic t ims , or any w h o offered t o bar 
their plans, the revolver has descended to u*e 
as a common firearm Last winter i t was em­
ployed in ki l l ing rabbits and gave good service. 

I t w a s a t La Ciosse that the Younger brothers 
and band of desperadoes, bank blowers and all-
around cracksmen stopped to purchase a new 
outfit. The entire band conducted themse lves 
a s gent lemen and l i t t l e thought w a s enter­
tained that t h e purchasers of the shoes would 
participate in one of the most s tart l ing rob 
beries of the t ime w i t h i n the next f ew days 
B u t this, i s exact ly w h a t happened, for the 
robbers made their w a y from La Crosse to 
Northfleld and held up the bank. The La Crosse 
shoes were on their fee t i n the robbery and 
during the flight. 

Law Will Be Tested.
