A. B. MARSHALL, 
Pastor First Presbyterian Church, Min­

neapolis. 

Eev. Dr. A. B. Marshall, pastor of 
the First Presbyterian church, is not 
only in favor of any move towards 
uniting the Christian churches of the 
world, but believes that such uniting is 
already under way. 

" I n Canada," said Dr. Marshall, 
" three great churches are now arrang­
ing to unite as one; the Methodist 
Episcopal, Congregational and Presby­
terian. These three have already 
adopted what seems to be an acceptable 
scheme for union, which, if approved, 
will make them one. 

"There is also a move of the same 
character on in the United States, 
among the United Brethren, Congrega-
tionalists and Methodist Protestants. 
Delegations from these churches have 
had satisfactory conferences, an ac­
ceptable confession of faith has been 
adopted, and the scheme for their union 
is ready for submission to the main 
organizations of each church. 

"The Presbyterians and the Cumber­
land Presbyterians have already con­
solidated. The expectation is that the 
Southern Presbyterians will also join 
the consolidation of the other two 
Presbyterian churches. 

"There are indications of general 
church unions in the air. The ideal is 
the time when all denominations will 
become one. I t is interesting that 
the pope should show such a spirit. 
Doubtless the whole Christian world 
hopes that some day the differences be 
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tween the Protestant and the Catholic 
churches may be made to disappear." 

Bishop Samuel C. Edsall of the Min­
nesota diocese of the Protestant Epis­
copal church looks with favor upon any 
movement tending towards a closer 
unity of the churches thruout the 
Christian world. 

When told of the order of the pope, 
Bishop Edsall said? 

" N o t having seen the article, I am 
not prepared to express an intelligent 
opinion. As a general proposition, 
however, all Christians must recognize 
their duty of obeying the Lord's com­
mand and praying for the unity of all 
Christianity. Consequently, all of us 
should hail with satisfaction any! 
prayer or efforts towards accomplish­
ing that unity which is our Lord's com­
mand. ' ' 

Eev. FT. J. F. Dolphin, priest of St. 
Stephen's Catholic church, Minneapolis, 
makes interesting explanation of ,the 
position of the Catholic church on the 
ideal of "one church thruout the 
Christian world." 

*' The Catholic church," he > says, 
"was organized for the salvation of 
mankind. Christ commissioned his 
apostles to ,go do certain things, 'teach 
ye all nations/" and/what - they were to 
teach was / t h e i things1 'I have com­
manded you.' 

"While the Catholics do not depend 
entirely on the new testament, we do 
regard it as the recorded word of'God, 
and worthy of reverence in that way. 
But it is necessary to have a tribunal 

to interpret this word, just as it is 
necessary to have a court to interpret 
the laws. Thus does the written word 
of God get its interpretation and pra-
ticability from the church, at whose 
head is his Holiness, the pope. 

"The Catholic church nas been ac­
cused of being narrow. This is ad* 
mitted in that the truth is narrow; for 
the truth is one. 

" W e believe we possess the doctrine 
as given by Christ to his disciples; and 
that this being true, the Catholic 
church is safeguarded in teachingthis 
doctrine without variation. While 
others are admittedly honest in their 
different beliefs, we regard their teach­
ings as technically in error. We sin­
cerely hope that the other churches 
may some day see this error as we see 
it, and become re-united with the Cath­
olic church, that there may be the ideal 
one fold and one shepherd. 

" W e fancy we see signs of a reunion 
along the desired lines. So many (if 
the other denominations are losing 
their definiteness of teachings. Others 
are imitating us* more and more. For 
instance, Lent is being observed each 
year by various denominations with 
more reverence and more as we observe 
it. A few years ago these same de­
nominations paid little attention to the 
Lenten season. Easter and Christmas, 
which the Catholic church has always 
made much of, are coming to be more 
and more observed by the different 
denominations in a similar manner *° 
Catholic doctrines."

SAM T. JONES TALKS 

Noted Georgia Evangelist Tells of His 
Varied Experiences. 

Samuel T. Jones, the Georgia evangel­
ist and lecturer, paid the twin cities a 
flying visit during the past week," on 
his way east from a lecturing tour in 
the northwest. 

" I am the oldest in the 'bunch' 
now," he said in an interview, discus-
ing his thirty years of activity. "Wen­
dell Phillips, Talmage and Beeeher 
were in the height of their glory. All 
of nay c o n t e m p o r a r i e s of t h o s e d a y s 
have passed away, or at least left the 
platform, with the exception of Colonel 
George Bain of Kentucky. 

' ' During the first twenty of the thir­
ty years I was mainly in evangelistic 
work and lectured only incidentally. 
Of late years, however, my health has 
been such that I have been compelled 
to take the lighter work of lecturing. 
And then, too, the demand for evangel­
ists is not so great . as it used to be. 
Heavens knows the people need it bad 

I enough, tout some way they manage to 
worry along on a lot less religion than 
they need. 

" I suppose I have spoken to 5,000,-
000 people from the lecture platform. I 
have lectured in every state in 
t h e u n i o n f r o m S a n F r a n c i s c o 
to Boston and from the Great Lakes to 
the gulf, and have held evangelistic 
meetings in all of the larger cities. 

" T h e summer Chautauqua movement 
has grown up in my time. Now there 
are more than 500 Chautauquas in the 
United States. I expect to lecture at 
sixty of these this summer. The stars 
of t h e C h a u t a u q u a p l a t f o r m s n o w a r e 
Governor Folk, La Follette, Jerome, 
Governor Handley of Indiana and my­
self. They always get a lot of lesser 
lights to make us a three or four days' 
program. 

"The new Englandlyceums have been 
going for fifty years, but the Chautau­
qua movement has been putting lectur­
ing in the west on a different basis from 
what it used to be. In the old days we 
used^to run up against some pretty
