President Signs Bill Giving $1,000,000 
to Relieve San Francisco..

i Washington, 'Ap r i l 20.—President 
JBoosevelt at 6 o'clock last n ight signed 
\ congressional joint resolution appro­
p r i a t i n g $1,000,000 for the a id of the 
d e s t i t u t e people of San Francisco and 
^neighboring towns. > 

!? The money is immediately available 
'^ancl is to be used under the direction of 
, Secretary' of W a r Taft . He is t o use 

his own "discretion in the ma t t e r of i t s 
use. He can buy food, clothing or any­
th ing else he th inks the'-people need. 

I t is l ikely tha t a large amount will 
be telegraphed ^ e s t for immediate use. 
The greater portion will undoubtedly1 

be expended in the cities of the west, 
as money is of no use in the str icken 
cities and towns of California, where 
everything has been destroyed. 

Bill Rushed Thru. 

The senate was the first to t ake ac­
tion today in giving pract ical relief t o 
the distressed people of California. I t 
quickly passed a noint resolution ap­
propriat ing $500,000 for th is purpose. 

The iomt resolution was hurr iedly 
engrossed and before the ink was dry-
Vice President Fa i rbanks had affixed 
his signature. I t was sent to the house 

" immediately by a special messenger and 
the house immediately took up i t s con­
sideration. Speaker Cannon and Chair­
man Tawney of the committee on ap­
propriat ions, after hear ing s ta tements 
by the members of the 'California dele­
gation in the house, decided t h a t $500,-
000 was not sufficient. On motion of 
Mr. Tawney the senate resolution was 
amended, raising the amount to $1,000,-
000. Without a dissenting vote the 

4 house agreed to the amendment and to 
the resolution. 

Not a Dissenting Remark. 

Again all possible speed was used in 
get t ing the resolution in shape and 
Speaker Cannon remained in his room 
wai t ing for it to be brought back to 
him for his s ignature . I t was hurried 
to him and af ter he signed i t was 
rushed over to the senate . 

Without deliberation the senate 
agreed to the increased appropriat ion 
and Vice President Fa i rbanks affixed 
his s ignature to the resolution at 5:10 
o 'clock. Because of t he urgent need of 
the money the joint resolution was sent 
a t once to the Whi te House. I t 

„ reached there after the president h a d 
left the executive offices, but he came 
down and signed i t , thus making the 
money immediately available. 

In addit ion to appropr ia t ing $1,000,-
000 the resolution authorizes the sec-
l e t a r y of the navy to co-operate in 
every possible way wi th the mayors and 
other officials of the cities in Califor­
nia who have suffered from the earth-

— quake shocks. 

Warships to Aid. 

The t ranspor ts of the army, the war­
ships of the navy and the in ternal rev­
enue cut ters and those of the fish com­
mission can be placed a t any service 
deemed necessary. I t is l ikely many 
of these vessels will be impressed to 

Where Buildings Were All Destroyed 

br ing food and wate r into the s tr icken 
ci ty of San Francisco.-

Pres ident Roosevelt and members of 
his cabinet spent the ent ire day in tak­
ing s teps to relieve the distress of the 
sufferers. Much progress was made in 
the direction of ge t t ing supplies to Sail 
Francisco to relieve the people, and 
t en t s for shelter. 

I t was decided b y the president to 
rush one million a rmy ra t ions to the 
s t r icken city. Two hundred thousand 
rounds were ordered from *th& a rmy 
bar racks a t Vancouver to be sent by. 
the revenue cut ter Pe r ry . La te r th is 
ra t ion was doubled, making 400,000 ra­
t ions which are now on the way to 
San Francisco. Purchas ing officers of 
t h e army have been directed to go into 
the open marke t and purchase 600,000 
more rat ions, which will be sent to San 
Francisco by express. 

Pract ica l lv all t he spare ra t ions , all 
the available canvas, medical stores 
and nurses and surgeons of t he a rmy 
have been ordered to the Pacific 
coast, and never in t ime of peace has 
there been such a general movement 
of army supplies. 

F o r t duell ing to Aid. 

Four thousand t en t s have been or­
dered shipped b y express, t h e most of 
which will be sent from the farge army 
warehouses a t Phi ladelphia. Tn* addi­
tion to th is every piece of canVas not 
actually in use by the a rmy will be 
hurried to t h e desolate city. 

Tents in addit ion to the 4,000 will 
be sent from Vancouver barracks , 
Washington; F o r t Douglas, U t a h ; Fo r t 
Logan, Colorado; Fo r t D. A. Russell, 
Wyo.; Fo r t Sam Houston, Texas ; the 
Presidio of Monterey, Cal.; Fo r t Snell-
ing, Minn.; For t Sheridan, 111.; Fo r t 
Riley, Kansas , and Fo r t Leavenworth , 
Kansas . 

The commanding officers of these 
forts have been di rected to send all 
available tents to San Francisco by ex-
piess, together wi th the necessary 
men to place them in position for im­
mediate use. Prac t ica l ly every s t i tch 
of canvas owned by the a rmy is now 
on i t s way to the Pacific coast. 

Appeals to Nat ion . 

Pres ident Roosevelt today issued an 
appeal to the American people for the 
relief of the s t r icken people of the Pa ­
cific coast. He urged t h a t all sub­
scriptions be sent to the American Na­
tional Red Cross association so t h a t 
the funds contr ibuted can be distr ib­
uted in a systematic manner. The Red 
Cross society will have charge of all 
the relief funds contr ibuted b y p r iva te 
individuals and chambers 'of com­
merce. 

General Funs ton and t h e a rmy offi­
cers under his command will have 
charge of the dis t r ibut ion of the a id 
given by the federal government. 
There will be hea r ty co-operation be­
tween t h e a rmy and the navy and wha t 
supplies can be spared by the n a v y 
will be turned over to the a rmy for 
immediate distr ibution. All the sup­
plies a t the Mare Is land navy ya rd 
have been turned over to General Fun­
ston.

CHICAGO TO GIVE $1,000,000. 

ONLY ONE SAVED 
FROM BIG HOTEL 

Sole Survivor of Santa Rosa Crash 
-* SB^B Mly 500 Perished " 

San Francisco, April 20.—From the 
wa te r front the burned c i ty can be seen 
today in all i ts smoky nakedness. F rom 
the Pacific Mail dock to Vallejo street, 
on the west side, a distance of two 
miles, wreckage and ruin is the rule. 
Altho the fire did not jump Eas t street , 
the damage has been enormous. The 
filled-in land facing the ferry building 
is a succession of gullies from four to 
six feet deep. The ferry tower is out 
of plumb and the big building is badly 
twisted. 

Looking up Marke t street the ci ty is 
a smouldering mass of ruins. Great 
factories, mercanti le houses, banks and 
rai lroad office buildings are gone, and 
only in. spots is there a tower, a monu­
ment of some burned s t ructure. 

San Francisco ' s municipal "building 
had concaved l ike an eggshell. The 
steel dome was still s tanding, bu t the 
rest of the $3,000,000 s t ruc ture was a 
mass of charred ruins. 

Across an alley from the postoffice 
stood the Grant building, one of the 
headquar ters of the army. This was 
gut ted. Opposite the Grant building, 
on Marke t street , t h e ruins of the Hi ­
bernian Savings bank loomed up, i t s 
former beautiful frontage t ransformed 
into hideous ashes. This was the great 
bank of the middle and poorer classes 
and i ts loss will cause possibly grea ter 
sorrow south of M a r k e t ' s t reet t han 
perhaps the loss of any one inst i tut ion. 
From this point down to the ferry t h e 
samo story could be told of each suc­
cessive block. 

D E N V E R TO S E N D A I D 

San Franc l s to April 20.—San F ran ­
cisco a t midnight was the ci ty deso­
la te . 

I t seemed t h a t the acme of i t s mis­
ery h a d been reached a t dusk, when 
flames burs t from all sides of the beau­
tiful Hotel Fa i rmont , the palace tha t , 
above every other s t ructure , was ap­
parent ly mbst -strongly entrenched 
against t h e a t t a c k of the aH-consuming 
fire, J 

And surrounding t h a t lof ty pinnacle 
of flames, aa fa r as the eyes could see 
to the south, to the east and far out 
to the west lay in cruel, fantas t ic heaps 
charred and smoking all t h a t remains 
of a prosperous city. 

Van Ness Avenue 
Falls Prey to Flames 

With each succeeding hour yesterday 
the devastat ion and destruction in th is 
pros t ra te ruin of a city grew. The 
business and wholesale district is now 
only a glowing furnace, while the giant 
tongnes of fire have reached the west-
war ^Jjar beyond Van Ness avenue, are 
w i ^ ^ f t o u t buildings and seeking more 
t o d« ifpx. 

At 4 p.m. Mayor Schmitz and Chief 
of Police Dinan saw t h a t the only hope 
of saving the western addition, with its 
forest of frame dwellings and the Rich­
mond district , wi th i ts thousands of 
homes, was to check the fire a t Van 
Ness avenue. 

The avenue is n inety feet wide and 
the possibilities of ha l t ing the flames 
looked hopeful. Orders were given to 
concentrate all fire engines a t t he ave­
nue, marshal soldiers there, the police 
and all the army of workers and make 
one las t s tand for the city. 

A Long Day of Fierce 
Battle With Flames 

This has been another day of uneven 
struggle between man and unconquer­
able elements. Acre af ter acre of 
buildings have been reduced to embers 
and ashes, despite the despairing strug-

§les of the firemen to limit the eon-
agrat ion. 
At th is hour there is a hope t h a t the 

worst has been nearly reached and tha t 
when tomorrow dawns the end will be 
in sight. But t he hope is faint . 

I f the flames can be halted in their 
devastat ion of t h e western addition, 
then " f i n i s " will be wr i t t en to the 
grea t disaster. 

Huge Gannon to Wreck 
Palaces in Fire's Path 

Huge cannons were drawn to the 
avenue to aid t h e dynamiters in blow­
ing up mansions on the east side of Van 
Ness in order t o prevent the flames 
from leaping the highway and s t a r t ing 
on an unrestrained sweep of the west* 
era addit ion. 

The sight was of stupendous and 
appall ing havoo as the cannons were 
t ra ined on the palaces and the shot 
tore in to the walls and toppled the 
bui ldings in crushing ruins. A t other 
points the dynamite was used, and, 
house af ter house was l if ted in to the 
air and dropped to the ear th a mass 
of dust and debris.

Artillery and Dynamite 
In a Deafening Soar 

*The s teady "booming of the ar t i l lery 
and the roar of the dynamite above the 

' c racking of the flames continues w i t h 
monotonous regular i ty . Such noise* 
have been bombarding the ears since 
the ear thquake of forty-eight hour* 
ago. Thoy have ceased to heed the 
sound, afld rush pell mell, drowning 
thei r senses in a bedlam of their o w l 
creation. 

But Flames Defy All 
And Whole City Is Gone 

But all efforts to check the spread 
of the flames a t Van Ness avenue b y 
blowing up a mile of buildings on the 
east side of Van Ness avenue have 
proved fruit less. 

The fire spread across the broad tho-
rofare, and from picsent indications t h e 
ent ire western addit ion, whieh contains 
the homes of San Francisco 's million' 
aires and people of the wealthier class, 
is now doomed. , , 

The destruction of the western addi­
t ion of the ci ty pract ical ly completes 
the work of the ravag ing flames and 
marks the devastat ion of the ent ire 
eity. 

Fire Demon Bages 
In Three Districts 

Fires at midnight were burn ing in 
three districts. One is in t h a t port ion 
t h a t extends from Nob Hil l easter ly 
towards the water front. I t is t ravel ­
ing slowly northward towards the Tele­
graph Hill section. I t may die out 
from lack of material or may again, 
sweep towards the extreme water front . 

The second center is in the Mission 
distr ict . Here the fire has reached 
Eighteenth street , but i t is making lit­
t le headway toward the hills to t h e 
west, where thousands of people a re 
camped. 

P lans for Relief^ Organized by Mayor 
Dunne. 

Journal Special Service, 
Chicago, April 20.—Half a thousand 

of t h e most prominent citizens of Chi­
cago were appointed b v Mayor Dunne 
yes terday a t the request of the ^ c i ty 
council to t a k e charge of t he aid to 
be rendered San Francisco and other 
cities of California b y th is municipal­
i ty . The committee comprised repre­
sentat ives of all professions, indus­
t r ies , public societies and other organi­
zations of t he city. 

Wi thout a dissenting vote at a meet­
ing held yes terday afternoon the ci ty 
council pledged to the s tr icken people 
of t h e Pacific coast t he svmpathy and 
the mater ia l aid of Chicago. 

I t is planned to raise $1,000,000 for 
the relief of t he s tr icken Californians 
and as a s t a r t e r $39,000 was raised b y 
the members of t he Chicago Commer­
cial association.

SACRAMENTO'S DOORS O P E N 

Oakland, April 20.—C. A: Duffy of 
Owensboro, Ky. , who has been irf Santa 
Rosa since last October, was the only 
one of several score to escape from the 
floor on which he was quar tered in the 

" I was imprisoned five Hours. Three 
t imes I called and t h e rescuers heard 
me, b u t could not locate nvy position, 
and I could hear them going away after 
ge t t ing close to me. 

" F i n a l l y I got a la th , poked i t th ru 
a hole left by a falling s team pipe, and 
by using i t and yelling a t the same 
t ime, finally managed to show the peo­
ple where I was. 

Says 600 Perished. 

" T h e r e were about 300 people killed 
in th ree hotels and not less t han 500 in 
the whole town. 

" T h e business section collapsed in­
side of five minutes. Then the fire 
s ta r ted and burned Four th street^ s tar t ­
ing a t each end and meet ing m the 
middle, thus burning the imprisoned 
people. 

" I saw, two arms pro t ruding from 
St. Rose hotel a t Santa Rosa. He came 
here on a motor cycle and tells a thrill­
ing story of his rescue and the condi­
t ion of affairs a t San ta Rosa. 

Wen thp shock came he rushed for the 
s ta i rway, bu t the bui lding was swaying 
and shaking so tha t he could make no 
headway, and he tu rned back. 

Dresser Saves Life. 

He th rew himself in front of the 
dresser in his room, t rus t ing to t h a t ob­
ject to protect him from the fall ing tim­
bers. This move saved his life. The 
dresser held up t h e beams and these in 
turn protected him from the mass of 
debris. 
one pa r t of the debris and waving fran­
tically. There w a s so much noise, how­
ever, t ha t the screams could not be 
heard. J u s t then the .flames cruelly 
finished the work of the ear thquake. 
The sight sickened me, ancT I turned 
a w a y . ' ' 

Ten Killed in San Jose . > 
San Jose, Cal., Apri l 20.—The latest 

reports show t h a t ten People were 
kil led here in the ear thquake. The hall 
of records is destroyed, as well as the 
hall of just ice. All the main buildifcgs 
are badly damaged. . 

None Dead a t Brawley. 
Los Angeles, April 20.—Reports re­

ceived tonight show tha t Brawley suf­
fered less b y yes t e rday ' s ear thquake 
shock than was originally s tated. 
About 100 buildings in the town and 
the surrounding valley were damaged, 
bu t none of them was wholly destroyed. 
There were no fatal i t ies . Brawley was 
the only sett lement in southern Califor­
nia affected b y Wednesday ' s quake.

Heroic Fireman 
Saves a Cathedral 

While the firemen were fighting wi th 
dynamite , t he steeple of St . M a r y ' s 
cathedral , a Roman Catholic edifice, 
caught fire. A fireman with a hose t ied 
to his belt , scaled the steeple and ex­
tinguished the blaze. Thousands cheered 
the deed and the handsome building 
was saved. 

At 9 rj.fn. t h e ' fire on tho easterly 
slope of Nob Hill was eat ing i t s w a r 
toward Telegraph Hill . A s t ream of 
salt wa te r was being pumped from the 
bay thru a hose a mile long to quench 
t h e progress of t he conflagration, but i t 
seemed tha t Nor th Beach, like the 
grea ter portion of the eity, was doomed 
to destruction. 

Yesterday< afternoon, af ter a riot a t 
the California s t reet bakery, the police 
took possession of the premises and it 
will be operated under municipal con­
trol . Men bat t led with women and 
children in thei r efforts to seize tho 
loaves. The police used their clubs 
freely.
