OLYMPIAN GAMES T0
START THI3 AFTERNOON

American Team Strong, but Will
Meet with Strong Com-
petition,

Journal Bpecial Bervice,

L"-hicap,lo, April 21.—Athletes, fleet of
feot and sturdy of limb, representing
the leading nations of the world, be
tomorrow in Athens the fourth series
of contests under the new regime of
Olympic games. The famous eenter of
art and culture of the olden times thus
becomes the clearing house, to use a
severely modern commercial term, for
international athletic prowess.

The pick of the young men of the
world will vie with one dnother for
honors, and the contests, interspersed
with military and gymnastic exhibi-
tions, eveming entertainments, theatri-
¢al and illuminations, will continue ten
days.

So far as the official records are con-
cerned, the present games will consti-
tute only the second series in the Olym-

ic revival, Paris, in 1900 and St.
.ouis in 1904, were the scenes respec-
tively of the second and third revivals,
but the results were unsatisfactory to
the Greeks and it has been decreed that
the contests would hereafter be held
at Athens, in the new stadium. The
next series originally set for Rome in
1908, will now be held at Athens in
1910, and thereafter at four years in-
