EARTHQUAKE NEWS

LETTERS ARE BRIEF BUT HOLD
4 GLAD TIDINGS.

Friends and Relatives f Minneapolis
Write Under Great Difficulties to Tell
of Safety or Deliverance—Telegraph
Companies Try Every Expedient to
Deliver Messages.

The stream of reassuring messages
from Minneapolis people who were in
or near San Irancisco at the time of
the earthquake continues to pour in and
now that the telegraph has done its
work of bringing the brief ‘‘ All right’’
notices, the mail is beginning to do its
share in delivering more complete ac-
counts of the disaster.

The following letter is from Miss
Vesta M. Cornish, a graduate of the
state university, who is teaching in
the Healdsburg, Cal.,, bigh school. It
was written the morning of the earth-
quake, and is addressed to relatives in
this eity:

Safe but Badly Shaken.

‘‘ Healdsburg, April 18.—All safe, but
badly shaken up and business at a
standstill. Thet shock came about 35
a.m, The house I live in was badly
"damaged. The roof fell thru in two
rooms next mine and literally covered
the bed of one of the girls, who es-
caped without injury. Santa Rdsa is
in ruins and many towns along the
line,”’

Miss Mabel Moore writes from Santa
Cruz to her parents, Mr, and Mys. J. W,
Moore, that she passed thru the earth-
quake experiences unharmed. She
says no lives were lost in Santa Cruz.

Relieves Anxiety.

Mrs, George Harrison of Groveland
avenue received a wire from her sister,
Mars, Clinton Walker, dated Piedmont,
San Franeisco, The message rveads
‘‘ House standing; all safe.”’ Mr. and
Mrs, Willis Wulﬁer and son are visiting
Clinton Walker’s family and ‘great
aunxiety was felt for their safety as
they were to have been guests of
friends i San Francisco last Tuesday
night and Wednesday. ;

Delay Is Unavoidable,

Replies to messages sent by anxious
people in Minneapolis are still slow'in
coming, but heroie measures are resort-
ed to by the telegraph companies to
deliver messages in the strieken dis-
tricts of the ruined California eitics.
‘“The telegraph companies are doing
everything possible to deliver mies-
sages,’”’ said D. G. MeIntosh, manager
of the North American Telegraph com-
pany, today.

We are using much the same methods
employed at the time of the Galveston
flood.  When a message is received an
attempt is made to find the person for
whom it is intended, near the old lo-
cation. If this is not possible, a no-
tice is placarded on the ruined build-
ing, even tho but a part of the wall
is ‘left standing. The notice tells of

it' be called for. In addition, huge
posters are put up all over the ecity
asking everybody to.call at our office
for messages.’’

For weeks the wires will he busy,
and quick communication will be al-
most impossible owing to the immense
amount of delayed matter that will ba
constantly on hand. In addition, the
government and the news-associations
will continue to make heavy calls on
the service for some time, and private
messages will be obliged to wait. Mes-
sages are beginning to come thru at
certain times of the day.

INCORRECTLY REFPORTED.

Former Judge A. U, Harrison, from
Advance Sheets of Record, Analyzes
Haddock Oase and Shows How Min-
nesota Decrces Are Not Invalidated
or Even Affected.

THE DIVORCE DECISION OF
THE SUPREME COURT.
The defendant in error, Harriet
Haddock, a resident of the state
of New York, began this action in
in New Yé6rk for separation and
alimony against John W. Haddock,
a resident of Connecticut. Defend-
ant, admitted marriage in 1868, but
averred that it was prpcurcé by
fraud and set up as his defense
that in 1881, in the state of Con-
necticut, he had procured a di-
vorce. Service in the divorce was
by publication and the mailing of
a copy of the complaint to the last-
known residence of the defendant.
The judgment roll and record in
the Conneeticut case were excluded
in the New York courts and this
ruling constituted grounds for a
writ of error taking the case to the
United States supreme court.

~

f¢ Minnesota divorcees have no cause
for worry over the decision of the
United States supreme court in the case
of John W. Haddock against Harriet
Haddoek,’’ said former Judge A. M.
Harrison today after reading the ad+
vance sheets of the decision, the news-
paper reports of which caused such a
sensation in legal and matrimonial cir-
cles all over the country,

From the published accounts it ap-
peared that the mafority decision 1n
the Haddoek case held that all divoree
decrees in cases where service had been
secured either bv publicatipn or per-
sonally on the party outside of the
state, were invalid. This would mean
the invalidating of about three-fourths
of all Henunepin ecounty divoree de-
crees, and would ereate chaos in fami-
lies and result in endless litigation over
the status of men and women and chil-
dren and the ownership of property.

Matter of Fafth, and Credit.

“The reports were incorrect,”’ con-
tinned Judge Harrison, ‘‘The only
question that the supreme court had to
decide was, ‘Did the court below violate
the constitution of the United States
by refusing to give to the decree of
divoree rendered in the state of Con-
necticut the faith and eredit to which
it was entitled?’

““The court holds that the courts of
New Yorw did not violate the provision
of the United States constitution re-
quiring fuil faih and eredit to be given
to the judgments of sister states by, re-
fusing to recognize the validity of the
Connecticut deeree of divoree. But the
court expressly disclaims the intimation
of a doubt as to the validity of a deecree
in the state where it is rendered and
does not question the power of the state
of New York or of any other state to
rive to such a decree of divorce, with-
in the borders of such states, such effi-
cacy as it may be entitled to in view of
the policy of the state, and it further
says that it only helds that he Con-
necicut decree was not entitled o obli-
gaory enforcement in the state of New
York by virtue of the full faith and
eredit clause of the comstitution.

Minnesota Decrees Safe.

‘“All divoree deecrees procured under
the statutes of Minnesota and which
conform to those statutes are as wvalid

‘now as they were hefore the Haddock

decree, They  will be recognized thru-
out this state, and the only way that
divorcees could be affected by the de-
cision is that their decrees, if secured
by publication or service outside of the
state, might not be recognized in other
states. This, however, is unlikely, as
there are but three states, New York,
Massachusetts and New Jersey, that
have refused to recognize divorce de-
crees procured under the statutes of
sister states, so far as it affects the
marriage status.’’

EARLY MORNING FIRE
ROUTS OUT LODGERS

A fire which started in the boiler
room of the Harmon building, Rice and
Uinversity avenue, St. Paul, at 7:11
o’clock this morning, drove the tenants
from the building and caused a loss
estimated at $10,000, ’

In the excitement Mrs. Earl, 70
years of age, a tenant on the second
floor, elimbed out on a window ledge
‘and would have jumped but for the
cries of the crowd below. On account
of her age the jump would probably
have resulted fatally. She was taken
down a ladder by firemen.

The.other tenants fled by the back
stairs, smoke having filled the upper
hallways. The firemen were informed
that several persons were in the build-
ing and a thoro search was made, %Hut
no persons were found on the upper
floors. .

The fire started from the furnace in
the basement, directly under the butecher
shop of H. W. Janssen, supposedly by
the: igniting of a partition from the
overheated furnace. Tenants said they
smelled smoke as early as Ng@30 a.m.,
but the furnace had been smoking be-
fore and their thought nothing of it.

The fire followed some pipes into the
main floor. John Minea, a clerk for
J. W. Lux, occupying the corner store,
saw the smoke running up the wall be-
hind some shelving. He investigated,
found that the basement was on fire,
and sent in an alarm. Six engines and
three trucks brought the fire under
control inside of an hour. Trouble was
experienced with the gas, the conneec-
tion breaking filling the basement with
fumes. 3

The heaviest loser was John W. Lux,.
grocer. He estimated his damage this
morning at_between $8,000 and %,000.
He is_insured for the amount of the
loss. H. W. Janssen estimated his loss
at $500. The damage to the building
will be less than £1,000. The block is
owned by A. L. Broughton of Minne-

LAW SUITS RESULT
FROM HOTEL HORROR

Was the Crocker hotel disaster on the
night of Deec, 19, 1905, the result of fire
or wind? .

That is the question that is to be de-
cided in the three cases of Alice Rus-
sell against the Farmers’ & Merchants’
Tnsurance®company. The North River
Insurance ecompany and the German
Fire Insuranece company, on trial today
before Judge Andrew Holt, and upon
the answer to which depends the plain-
tiff’s likelihood of recovering the $5,000
insurance she carried on the Crocker
hotel.,

The Boutell fire oceurred on the
night of Dec. 13 and the wall of the
ruined Peck building was left standing.
This wall fell on the night of Dec. 19,
and the Crocker hotel was demolished
and five inmates were killed.

The plaintiff in the present aection
claims that the demolition of the hotel
which she owned was caused by fire and
seeks to collect the insurance. The de-
fendant companies allege that, if there
was any (amage, it arose from pre-
existing conditions and could have been
averted by plaintiff’s using reasonable
exertions to save and proteet her
property.
