DEAD MAN POSED AS BACHELOR, 

NOW DAUGHTER APPEARS. 

Brothers Set Up Claims as Preferred 

Creditors and Will Rob the State of 

an Inheritance Tax if They Will— 

Case at Winona Grows Interesting. 

Special to The Journal. ' 
Winona, Minn.. April 28.—The contest over 

the estate of the late Frank Johnston, esti­
mated to be worth from $60,000 to $75,000, on 

"which the state desires to collect an inheritance 
tax if it all goes to a young woman at Winona, 
who has made claim to being his daughter, is 
growing Interesting. So far as this young 
woman has shown her hand she seems to have 
a pretty good case, and it looks as if she could 
establish her claim of being Mr. Johnston's 
daughter, altho during his thirty-fi\e years' res­
idence in Winona he posed as a bachelor. 

However, a new development has come to 
light in the two brothers endeavoring to estab­

l i s h themselves as preferred creditors, Archie 
Johnston of Waseca Having a claim of $12,000, 
and Chr}stopher J. Johnston of Utah one of 
$63,000 

Archie Johnston wants the $12,000 on the al­
leged ground that several years prior to the 
death of Frank Johnston the two entered into 
e contract whereby it was mutually agreed a 
farm of 480 acres in Waseca county should be 
owned by them in common, each to have an 
undivided half, but when 'the real estate was 

-purchased it was taken out in the name of 
Frank Johnston, since then Archie Johnston 
has lived on the land and Improved it, and 
if be is not given a deed for his alleged un­
divided half interest he wants to collect $12,000 
from the estate. 

Christopher Johnston alleges a mining partnei 
•hip in various transactions in Utah back in 
the late 'seventies, and further sets up that he 
advanced large sums of money to Frank John­
ston for investment 

_ If these two claims can he enforced there 
Will be nothing left on which the state can 
collect an inheritance tax, and the alleged 
daughter will also be cut out.

Superior, Wis.. April 28.—The statement of 

Grain Commissioner Staples of Minnesota deny­
ing the assertion made here that Judge Sanborn's 
decision would knock out Minnesota inspection 
as well as the Wisconsin system, If it stood in 
the court of appeals, Is creating much comment 
at the head of the lakes, and particularly In 
this city, where the grain men are attempting to 
show that Mr. Staples is mistaken. , 

Mr. Staples is credited with saying that the 
Wisconsin system Is. at fault by making the 
Inspection of this state mandatory upon shippers, 
while the Minnesota system gives them the op­
tion of accenting or rejecting^ According to 
grain men here Mr Staples is correct in thedry, 
but wrong in practice. 

Grain men assert that the only option given 
the shipper or grain grower"'is this: He must 
either accept the inspection or seek another mar­
ket for hi* grain besides that controlled by the 
Duluth and Minneapolis interest?. Members of 
the Superior board say the grain growers are 
not allowed on the Duluth or Minneapolis boards 
and that the shippers are excluded as far as pos 
tdble. This leaves only the commission men to 
sell the grain, and the farmers and shippers 
are forced to deal thru them. ^ 

k*' tit "* 
Commission men, the Superior grain dealers 

aver, refuse to acecpt grain without the Minne­
sota inspection, and the shippers and farmers, 
therefore, huve no choice. Duluth Board of 
Trade men snv there is the alternative of sell­
ing by sample, but those connected with the 
grain trade know that this is decidedly incon­
venient and that a shipper would sooner get a 
little the worst of an inspection system than 
go to the trouble of selling In that manner. 

•'Ttie shippers tia-ve no option at all in tbe 
matter," said Commissioner Kimball in discuss-
lng Mr. Staples* statement. "They are forced 
to have their gram graded by the Minnesota 
Inspectors if they want to sell it. The Wiscon­
sin system gave them the only option they 
had •"

Alive and Well at Fargo. 

DETROIT, MINN—Charted'jHuotari, on trial 
here for murder, was placed upon the stand 
yesterday and stated that'*S> was born in 
Finland, that he came to America about fif­
teen years ago and went to Chicago, going 
from there to St. Paul, and later to Sebeka, 
and that his wife soon followed. He identified 
pictures of the premises taken by the state, 
and said that he owned eighty acres of land 
and built the buildings and lived there five or 
six j ears 

He swore that he went to the North Dakota 
harvest fields with Jacob Pakkonen, the mur­
dered man. and two others, and that they went 
to Hope, N. D , that he and Pakkonen started 
for home and got as far as Fargo when Pak­
konen left him and went to Mooihead with a 
man named John Hills, or John Hi lie; that 
lie went on from Fargo and arrived at his 
borne Nov. 6, as stated.
