Philadelphia, May 19/—That the un­

identified man who committed amcide 
by shooting, while m his room at the 
Colonnade liotel, on Monday after he 
registeied as " C . F. Whitney, Ithaca, 
N. Y . , " may be Erich K. Muenter, the 
Harvard instructor, who disappeared 
aftei the bunal of his wife in Chicago, 
is the theory the coroner and the police 
have adopted. 

The description of Muenter as sent 
out by the Boston police m most re­
spects is similar to that of the dead 
man, who had made every effort to de­
stroy clues to his identity. The sui­
cide 's teeth are remarKably good, being 
without a single filling. His age and 
height were about that of Muenter, 
and also his hair and featuies. 

But perhaps the most important 
point in the comparison that is being 
made are the initials that were discov­
ered on the waistband of the under-
drawers. There were three, the last 
one being perfectly distinct. It was 

" M " ; the first two at first were be­
lieved to be " L . D . , " but a closer 
scrutinv showed that the middle letter 

resembled " K . "

Regular Inferno. 

A perfect pall of smoke hangs over 
the city and last night the entire sur­
rounding country was lighted up by 
flames which were moving in this direc­
tion. It is believed their progress will 
be stopped before this city is threat­
ened.

"The patients are placed in the glass 
enclosure without clothing, experi­
ments having shown that the rays will 
not penetrate cloth and the direct ap­
plication of the violet rays made to the 
Dare skin from sunrise to sunset. Meals 
are sent into the glass house to them, so 
that there is no intermission in the ap­
plication of the treatment."

PLUNGES TO DEATH • 
IN FEAR OF WRECK 

SCHATFER A N D SAUNDERS GONE 

Towns Are Small, but Loss of Idfe I s 
Feared. 

Marinette, Wis., May 19.—The forest 
fire which is sweeping the country north 
of here has reached the iron country, 
north # of Dickinson. This makes four 
counties which are suffering from fire. 
The area is 200 square miles. 

The country swept by flames varies 
from pine timber land to barrens. Fart 
is iron mining country and the dis­
trict includes immense tracts of virgin 
hardwood 

In the barrens settlers have taken up 
their residence, and it is for them that 
the greatest anxiety is felt. 

Schaffer Burned. 

Information received is that the vil­
lage of Schaffer, on a branch 01 tho 
North-Western railway, in Dickinson 
county, was wiped out. No word has 
been received as to the loss of life, if 
there is any. 

The village of Saunders, in Iron coun­
ty, a lumber town directlv north of 
Florence, Wis., has also been swept 
by flames. 

Many are supposed to have met death. 
The town is small. 

Children Missing. 

Three children are said to be missing 
at Quinnisec. Many were burned in 
esoaping. and hundreds fled to the rail­
road, getting out of the burning coun­
try as fast as possible. The homes of 
farmers and homesteaders were de­
stroyed and there will be much suffer­
ing. 

Quinnisec was destroyed except for 
one saloon and a small portion of the 
residence district. The loss there is 
$50y000 or more. 

Change in Wind Saves Town. 

A change in the wind saved the vil 
lage of Talbot just as the residents had 
given it up. The warehouse of the 
North-Western, the general store of L. 
S. Piddeler, eight residences, lumber, 
shingles, cedar poles and other property 
were destroyed, with a loss of about 
$20,000 

People have had to fly for their lives 
to the railroad, and many refugees came 
into Marinette last night, leaving their 
homes to the flames. Foster City, Mich., 
had a narrow escape, but citizens saved 
it, only one house being destroyed. 

Where the Heaviest Loss Was. 
The greatest loss was along the Es­

canaba & Lake Superior railroad from 
Channmg, Mich., to Woodlawn, fifty 
miles. The entire district was swept by 
flames. A sawmill and several houses 
at Cornell, Mich., were destroyed. At 
Woodlawn, twenty cars of logs at the 
station and several cars of ties were 
destroyed. The Northland branch of 
the lailroad is all afire, and all logs 
along the line destroyed. Men in the 
camps had to take refuge at Princeton, 
to escape the flames. 

It is reported that the big hardwood 
factory at Hermansville, Mich., has 
been destroyed. Perronville, Menomi­
nee county, has been surrounded by fire 
since last light. 

Teachers and Pupils Barely Escape. 

At Loomis, Wis., a schoolhouse was 
destroyed and Elizabeth Mason, the 
teacher, and forty pupils had a narrow 
escape from the flames.

PASSENGERS SEE FIRE

Passengers who arrived on the morn­
ing Soo train from the east report only 
one smal fire visible on the line, while 
passing thru Michigan. About 11 p.m. 
yesterday, near Escanaba, the train 
slowed up while it passed thru a small 
forest fire, but the heat did not even 
blister the coaches. North of the line, 
it was impossible to estimate how far a 
huge conflagration could be seen. All 
of the fire appeared north of the Soo 
hue, and no reports of damage have 
been received by the tram dispatchers. 
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had gained such a headway that but 
little help could be given. 

The heaviest loser was the R. Connor 
company. Its lasge store, postoffice 
building, three residences, implement 
building and stock bam were burned, 
entailing a loss of $75,000. 

LUMBER YARDS DESTROYED 

Firm at Marathon, Wis., Has a Loss 
of $60,000. 

Wausau, Wis., May 19.—Fire of un­
known origin broke out in the lumber 
yards of Phillips & Menzmer at Mara­
thon City yesterday. Over 3,000,000 
feet of lumber, valued at $50,000 was 
consumed. 

Wausau sent an engine to help sub­
due the Are, which threatened the mill 
and the town. The woods north of 
the town are burning fleroely. The loss 
is partly covered by insurance.

Keller was one of the first settlers of 
St Paul and came to North Dakota about 
twenty years ago. He is survived toy 
eleven children. 

LUMBER COMPANIES HARD HIT 

Losses Steadily Piling Up—Flames 
Thirty Feet High in Timber. 

Wausaukee, Wis., May 19.—Wausau-
kee, Marinette county, is 'hemmed in 
by forest fires, which are slowly creep­
ing up to the city on the north and 
south. Millions of feet of lumber are 
burned. The losfc now is estimated at 
$100,000. 

At Cedaiville, a town four miles 
south of this city, forest fires have de­
stroyed many cars loaded with lumber 
on the tracks and big kilns filled with 
cedar are burned A fierce wind is 
blowing sparks and burning embers for 
miles. All trains are being held here 
m the rails aie twisted from the in­
tense heat. Hundreds of cords of hard­
wood, piled near the tracks, are burn­
ing. 

The Bird & Wells Lumber company 
has suffered an enormous loss. Several 

's of their camps are destroyed. The 
losses of the Bird, H, P. Christ, Mose 
Swallow and many other logging com­
panies are steadily growing. 

Three miles south of this place an­
other fierce fire is raging. The flames 
are sweeping thru slashing and forest. 
The flames m Some places are thirty 
feet high. The dry condition is respon­
sible for the great loss and the fire 
sweeps everything clean. 

Trains are forced to wait here until 
1.000 new rails can be sent to repair 
the tracks. I t is doubtful if a train 
can approach the city from any side. 

FIERCEST SINCE PESHTIGO 

Five Michigan Counties Are in the 
Fire Belt. 

Speoial to The Journal. 
Menominee, Mich., May 19.—At noon 

today a careful canvass of the territory 
devastated by the forest fires shows 
that the situation is worse that has 
been reported since the PeShtigo fire. 
It is estimated that a dozen towns 
have been wiped out, and probably 
hundreds of isolated farms have been 
fire swept. 

Three lives, so far, are known to be 
lost. And timber lands estimated to 
be worth several millions of dollars 
have probably been destroyed. 

The territory fire-swept covered a 
stretch of over 100 miles and in­
cludes five counties in upper Michigan, 
as follows. Menominee, Delta, Dick 
mson, Iron and Marquette 

The flres today seem to be the 
fieicest in Delta county, near Escanaba. 

Daggett Saved. 

The territory from Ohanning to Es­
canaba on the Milwaukee is said to be 
a mass of flames. Some of the richest 
timber lands in the upper peninsula are 
also along that line. Several relief 
trains are said to be unaccounted for. 

It is reported that at least one has 
been caught between two fires and 
abandoned. 

An engine with a fireman and engi­
neer went thru a burned bridge at Na-
renta. 

Daggett had a hard fight all night, 
but is now said to be out of danger. 
The big paper mills at Quinnisec have 
been saved. They were four miles from 
the city. 

Iron Mountain Threatened. 
There is ,a report that Iron Moun­

tain, Mich , is threatened. It is sur­
rounded, however, by a wide belt of 
cleared land, so the city may not be 
in as great danger as reported. The 
wires are down, however, and no word 
can be received from the city. Iron 
Mountain has a population of 10,000 
to 15,000. 

There is no connection from Marin­
ette or Menominee directly north, but 
a telegram received by a roundabout 
method from Marquette, 200 mileB 
north of Menominee, says the fire is 
doing great damage in the southern 
part of that county. This means that 
the fire district, tho all may not have 
suffered, is an area of 40,000 square 
miles. 

Estey Manufacturing Company Has 
$100,000 Loss fn Michigan Town. 

Owosso, Mich., „May 19.—The five-
story brick furniture factory of the 
Estey 'Manufacturing company, known 
among the company's buildings as Fac­
tory A, was destroyed by fire last night. 
The Lake Ioe company's icehouses also 
are in ruins." The Joss on the furniture 
factory is esfimaretd at $100,000, with 
insurance in abotrt nai l that amount. 

^ H O L E TOWtt WIPED OUT 

Cobalt, Hudson Bay^ Mining Settlement, 
, Swept by Flames. 

North Bay, Ont., May 19.—A report 
has" reached here that Cobalt, one of the 
mining centers in New Ontario has been 
completely destroyed by fire. It is also 
reported that seveial persons were 
killed. 

A later dispatch says a large quanti­
ty of dynamite in the northwestern 
section of the town, ignited by a bush 
fire, exploded, wrecking twenty-five 
houses. Several persons were in­
jured, but so far as can be learned no 
one was killed. 

The wires are down between here and 
the northern towns, and the situation 
cannot be learned tonight. * 

Rich Mining District. 

Cobalt is the center of Canada's new­
ly developed silver mining district. I t 
is south of Hudson Bay and about 300 
miles north of Toronto. Last spring 
the town consisted of a few tents and 
huts. Hundreds of frame and log 
houses were built and the town expand­
ed with rapidity characteristic of min­
ing towns. There were about twenty 
stores in the town besides the Hudson 
Bay company's trading post. 

About twenty mines in the district 
are now in operation. Some are owned 
in Buffalo and New York, but more by 
Canadians. The field, as far as de­
fined, is about three miles square with 
the very richest mines within a radius 
of two miles of the( town. Cobalt is 
found in large quantities in the district. 
The field was discovered about two 
years ago, but its existence was kept se­
cret for many months. 

Washington, May 19.—Speaker Can­
non instanced his confidence in the 
reading clerks of the house yesterday. 
Mr. Williams (Miss.) during the fili­
buster against the bill to pay Samuel 
Lee, a negro, $10,000 for expenses in­
curred during his contest for a seat in 
the forty seventh congress, stating that 
he had heard the name of a member 
called and that the clerk had recorded 
him as voting when as a matter of fact 
the member was not in the city.

Shot to pieces ," as they express it, 
but refuse to admit it, as to do so 
would start a scramble of stalwart 
counties to the insurgent bandwagon. 

The insurgents say toat if the stal­
warts would admit their defeat every 
Black Hills county, as well as otheA 
now in the stalwart column, would 
promptly desert the stalwart «ause and 
climb upon the insurgent bandwagon 
for protection of their own interests, 
and that the stalwarts would have only 
a mere handful of delegates left in 
the state convention. They assert that 
this is the reason why the stalwarts 
are putting on a bold front rather 
than admit defeat. 

Martin Vouches for Hills. 

Congressman Martin, stalwart candi­
date to succeed Senator Gamble, who 
arrived in Sioux Falls last evening, di­
rect from his home in the Black Hills, 
when asked today about the situation 
in that part of the state said: 

"The six Black Hills counties are sol­
id for the organization. Any repre­
sentations to the contrary are unreli­
able and evidently are circulated for 
the purpose of misleading the east side 
as to the situation in the Hills. 

" I f any telegrams have been re­
ceived here coming from the Hills and 
giving a contrary view, of the situa­
tion they are either manufactured else­
where or are from persons who are not 
well informed. I left the Hills Thurs­
day evening and then had assurances 
from every county that the delegations 
to county conventions are all right, 
and that instructed delegations to the 
state convention will be selected next 
Tuesday. 

"The only county in which Colonel 
Parker put un a battle was in Law­
rence. He carried one ward in Dead-
wood and one ward in Lead, and will 
have in the neighborhood of fifteen 
votes in the county convention, which 
has 220 delegates, a majority so large 
in our favor that there is no chance 
for a contest in the convention." 

Jonrnal Special Service. 
Pittsburg, May 19.—The CarnegU 

Hero Fund xommbsion held its fifth 
meeting yesterday and awarded twen­
ty-six medals and $10,500 in cash to 
various persons whom the special 
agents of the commission had found to 
be particularly needy or deserving. 

The unique act of heroism found by 
the commission, and for which a silver 
medal was awarded, was that of Miss 
Lucy E. Ernst of No. 2922 North Sixth 
street, Philadelphia, who saved the life 
of a 16-year-old boy by sucking poison 
from his snake-bite wound. 

Miss Ernst, aged 20 years, and Harry 
E. Schoenhut, aged 16 years, of Phila­
delphia, were gathering birch bark in 
a grove about a quarter of a mile from 
the clubhouse of the Porter's Lake 
Hunting and Fishing club, when tho 
boy was bitten by a rattlesnake. Miss 
Ernst rushed to his side, but he hesi­
tated to tell her what was wrong, and 
rolled over on the ground, holding h u 
left hand over the bite, about four 
inches from the shoulder. 

Not a Moment's Delay. 
When he finally showed her the 

wound, she immediately put her lips to 
it and drew out some of the poisoned 
blood. 

The arm was turning black and swell­
ing rapidly, and to accelerate the flow 
of blood Miss Ernst secured Schoen­
hut 's pocketknife and cut the wound-
Not being satisfied with the success of 
her operation, she again plaeed her lips 
over the cut, doing this repeatedly 
while making their way to the club­
house, which they reached after stop­
ping once, when Schoenhut became too 
faint to walk. 

The clubhouse was deserted. It wa» 
seven miles to the nearest dwelling, 
fourteen to the nearest railroad station 
and twenty-one miles from Stroudsburg, 
where the nearest physician resides. 

Physicians did not arrive until four 
hours later, when they found Schoenhut 
to be out of danger. Miss Ernst had 
been relieved of her charge previous to 
their arrival by other members of tho 
club who had arrived. She fainted and 
was ill from the shock and excitement 
about a week. She had a fever blister 
on her upper lip, which, prominent phy­
sicians say, made it extremely hazard­
ous for her to place her lips in contact 
with the poison. There was also danger 
of infection thru the mouth. It was 
the unanimous opinion of the physicians 
consulted that the girl's action saved 
the boy's life.

Second street, Camden, N. J., was* given 
a bronze medal and $500 for rescuing 
Albert S. Fossman and John t Lewis, 
both of Camden, from drowning, on 
Sept. 2, 1905. 

To the widow of Michael GismondL 
of Mount Pleasant, Pa., a silver medal 
and death benefits amounting to $600 
are awarded. Gismondi lost his life 
while trying to rescue a 14-year-c'd 
boy who was overcome by gas in an 
unfinished well in September, 1905. 

A silver medal and $1,200 to liquidate 
the indebtedness on his property was 
awarded to William Watkins, -a coal 
miner of EdwardsvUle, Pa., for rescuing 
three miners from death by gas in an 
eexplosion in the Kingston Coal com­
pany's mines in September, 1904. 

George B. Williams of Elizabeth, P a , 
in October, 1904, lost his life in trying 
to rescue a man from electric cables 
which were burning him to death. Wil­
liams was knocked off a bridge and 
fractured his skull. A silver medal is 
awarded his sister.
