If complete and comprehensive organ­
ization and committees composed of 
t h e strongest men of the city count for 
success, the G. A. R. encampment in 
Minneapolis next August will be the 
most successful public movement ever 
under taken in the city. F ive hundred 
prominent business and professional 
men are included in the committee or­
ganizations of the encampment move­
ment tha t are now officially announced. 

Every one of the 500 committeemen 
has consented to serve on the commit­
tees to which he has been assigned, giv­
ing his t ime and best endeavor for the 
benefit of the encampment. Twenty-
two committees are provided for in the 

v plan of organization, each committee 
having a special work to perform. All 
will work under the general supervision 
of the Commercial club public affairs 
committee, which assumed control of 
the plans a t the request of the veteran 
and business associations of the city. 

The Active Committees. 

Three hundred committeemen will 
work on the active committees in 
charge of arrangements and the multi­
tude of other details of the encamp­
ment. The work of manv of these act­
ive committees is exacting and will re­
quire much time and at tent ion from 
their members. The strong personnel 
of these committees is ample assurance 
t h a t the work they have to perform 
will be well done. 

A large reception committee of 200 
composed of representat ive men from 
the twin cities and members from the 
s ta te a t large, will be active during the 
week of the encampment. 

In the apportionment of committees no 
a t tempt was made to limit membership 
to affiliation with the Commercial 
club, the G. A. E. and other veteran or­
ganizations, or to any class. Able, rep­
resentat ive men who would serve were 
asked to do so. Many of the workers 
are veterans, and some committees hav­
ing work of special interest to the vet­
erans are composed entirely of mem­
bers of the veteran organizations. The 
business and professional men who are 
serving are from the Commercial club, 
other business organizations, or un­
affiliated. Several women 's committees 
will be in charge of arrangements for 
the women's organizations tha t are to 
be here with the G. A. E.

Par is , May 19.—We continue in the 

election period and to prepare for the 
second ballots chief interest now lies 
in the withdrawal of candidates who 
have no chance of election, in favor of 
more successful ones. 

But will the t irades, which" one sees 
posted up everywhere, regarding the 
necessity of union among republicans, 
have a practical result and as a first ad­
vantage will the socialists wi thdraw in 
favor > of the ^idicals and vice*'versa f 

Socialists, who are politic, recom­
mend withdrawals and the radicals do 
their duty in this respect loyal ly . . But 
politie socialists are not the most nu­
merous nor the most ardent . There is 
also a workmen 's par ty . This makes 
no difference between radicals and 
moderates. All those who are not for 
collectivism are against it . 

. We may expect to see some national­
ists profit by this misunderstanding and 
this ignorance. 

Nevertheless the second ballots will 
be a victory for the republic as the 
first was. ^ 

We are a t last going "to see the ques­
tion of individual property brought on 
the tapis , an absurd question, bu t one 
which is as old as humanity itself, and 
always regulated in the same fashion. 

Russia Has Sympathy. 

I t is curious to th ink tha t both 
France and Russia will, during the 
coming summer and winter, waste time 
discussing the question of property. In 
France the collectivists will explain 
their dreams. I n Russia the douma 
will disinter the proposal for the ex­
propriation of the property of the 
nobility in the interests of the peasants. 

As regards amnesty, we may expect 
to see i t rapidly accorded, and the coun­
sellors of the emperor should take -the 
ini t ia t ive and give his majesty the ben­
efit of credit for the action. But in 
regard to expropriations, i t will be 
another affair. 

As long as it was a question of ex­
propriat ion of the property of Uhe 
crown or of the religious communities, 
the difficulty was easy of solution. 
But when i t comes t o ' regulat ing the 
expropriation of the nobilitv, i t will be 
another affair and we will find in 
Russia, onr ally, what we hal in 
France a century ago with the 
same question of the property of emi-
grees of which possession is still con­
tested to such a point tha t lands which 
belonged to the emigrees have less sell­
ing value than others. We will not be 
surprised if the crisis comes a t this 
moment, a crisis accompanied by blood­
shed. ' But what is the good of fore­
seeing trouble from so far? Le t us 
content ourselves wi th our own 
troubles. 

Str ikes Near End . 

Our str ikes in the provinces are 
nearly terminated. Those of Par is 
have, however, a tendency to decrease, 
but there are still a mat te r of 60,000 
Par is ian workmen on str ike, for all 
t ha t have not had the s'ame tac t as the 
compositors, who have obtained what 
they wanted and who have returend to 
work to do nine * hours work a day, 
which will be paid as if they were ten. 

In Par i s many employers still resist, 
for forewjn competition does not allow 
them to^nake the least sacrifice and an 
incident has just happened calculated 
to encourage them to resist. 

The metallurgists have met in a gen­
eral meeting consisting of all the em­
ployers who works metal to transform it 
into machines of tools. They have 
met together and formed a fund for re­
sistance, into which they have paid 
$1,200,000 and declared tha t they under­
t ake not to accept1 an eight or nine 
hour day and not to permit the inter­
ference of syndicates between them and 
their workmen. They undertake to 
stop their works ra ther than to give in.
