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KILLS SICK WIFE 
AND SHOOTS SELF 

No Known Motive for Hideous 
Double Crime of a North 

Dakota Farmer. 

New Salem, N. D., May 21.—A terri­
ble t ragedv occurred fifteen miles north­
east o f here last week when Henry A. 
Brandt , a prosperous farmer, shot and 
ins tant lv killed his wife and then blew 
off the top ot his own head. 

There is no known motive for the 
double crime. Brandt had lived in this 
county about four years, having come 
here from Minnesota. He had been mar­
ried five or six years, and so far as 
known, his married life had been happy. 

Mrs. Brandt , four days prior to the 
murder, had given b i r th to a child and 
was being cared for by a neighbor wo­
man and a young girl. Brandt had been 
apparent ly in good spirits and nothing 
had been noticed in his absences to 
arouse alarm. In the absence of the 
a t t endan t s in the kitchen, he was left 
alone in the sickroom with his wife. 

Brandt suddenlv approached the bed 
and shot twice wi th a revolver. He evi­
dently fired one shot from a s i t t ing posi­
t ion beside the bed, and while the wo­
m a n ' s eyes were closed. The bullet en­
tered her skull behind the ear. 

H e then stood up and fir.ed another 
shot from the front, the ball entering 
the neck just below the chin. Ei ther 
wound was fatal , Brandt then turned 
the weapon against his own breast and 
fired. The bullet, however, glanced and 
only a flesh wound was inflicted. He 
then rushed into the ki tchen covered 
•with blood and secured a rifle. 

The two women fought desperately 
t o restrain him, but he threw them off 
and going to the barn proceeded delib­
erately to end his life. He rested the 
b u t t of the gun on the ground and 
placed the muzzle against his forehead. 
Hav ing removed one of his shoes, he 
pulled the tr igger with his toe. The 
charge tore the entire top of his head 
away. 

The couple had four other children 
besides the newly born infant .
