Major Thomas Cuts Off His Sons

Lexington, Ky., May 22.—The will of Major 
B. 6. Thomas, the noted turfman and breeder, 
who died recently, was filed fpr probata yester­
day. After a small bequest had been made to per­
sonal friends and relatives and his just debts 
paid, the entire estate is to go to Margaret, his 
old negro servant who was purchased by Major 
Thomas as a slave and who has temalned with 
him since that time, administering to his every 
want during the past few years of his life. 

John Clay, the former colored Jockey, who 
rode for Major Thomas, and who later trained 
for him, was bequeathed $1,000. while to each 
of bis two sons, Barak and John, was left 
$1,000 In trust. Othei family servants came in 
for bequests of $500 each, while to several rela­
tives residing in South Carolina were bequeathed 
small sums.

But that ill advised rush also finished Dan­
delion Coming into the stretch the speedy 
chestnut still had the legs of the field, with 
Proper well up, Merrv Lark in the middle of the 
bunch and Delhi absolutely last. 

Here Comes "The D o g . " 
At the last furlong post there came from some 

unknown locahtv in the rear a gangling dust-
covered vision that lan like a scaled jackrabbit, 
cr a woman fleeing fiom a mouse It was Old 
Lady Tokalon. She had worked up patiently 
from the rear and ha\ing a fine pair of lungs 
had passed everj thing but Dandelion and The 
Picket. The Jockeys behind her looked on In 
dismay, as she set sail for The Picket, over­
hauled him, tut him down and then went hard 
and fast for Dandelion. 

That useless sprint after Roseben had told 
heavllv on the Hitchcock horse, and when called 
upon for the supreme effort at the last hundred 
jard.s he wa* unequal to the task. 

Bedell biought Tokalon on and on. and fifty 
yards from the w Ire challenged Dandelion clung 
to him and fought him back into second place 
by a neck, with The Picket third. 

In this order they thundered over the finish

Then above the tumults of hoofs arose the deep 
clamor—the bull-like roaring of 10 000 voices 
mingled with the shrill screaming of number­
less women who had won on the race or who had 
lost their patrimony and knocked the stuffing out 
of their husbands* pocketbooks. 

For the first time the Brooklyn handicap had 
been won by a new horse and a new jockey. 
The judges ordered Bedell to parade Tokalon up 
past the field stand in honor of the occasion 
and great was the enthusiasm thereat.

CHUFFERS STILL AFTER 
A HARRIET SPEEDWAY 

Lake Harriet boulevard is still receiving atten­
tion from the Minneapolis Automobile club. In 
a formal request presented to the park board 
the directors of the club have set forth a plea 
for tinning the boulevard into a temporary track 
and holding a series of automobile laces there 
during fair week The decision of the board has 
not jet been announced. 

A three mile "track, surrounded by a natural 
amphitheater capable of accommodating 20,000 
spectators, lies leady for use at Lake Iluniet 
and the club is anxious to take advantage of 
it. While the course about the lake has too 
many sharp turns to be used as a speed track, 
there Is no reason why It could not be used for 
the more popular efficiency, economy and endur­
ance races. 

"With a 100 mile race to test the endurance 
of stock cars, a one-gallon gasolene test and a 
reliability test held on such a track as that af­
forded by Lake Harriet boulevard," said Fiank 
M. Joyce, president of the club, "we should ob­
tain entries from all the.leading makers and 
hold one of the most successful meets in the 
countiy. 

"These test races are rapidly replacing the 
old speed contests in popular favor, as they re­
sult in more practical good to the automobile 
users and builders We can do nothing, of 
course, without the consent and approval of the 
paik board, and are awaiting their decision be­
fore we go ahead " 

In addition to appointing F M. Joyce and Asa 
Paine a committee to approach the park board 
with this new Lake Harriet proposal, which has 
nothing in common with the plan to establish a 
permanent automobile speedway at the lake, 
launched last spring, the directors voted in 
twenty-five new members. They are.
