Another Denver Election.
Denver has just been thru a warm
local eampaign involving the renewal
of certain franchises. There were three
distinet tickets in'the field—republican,
democratic and municipal ownership.
In the election of officials there was a
mixed result, the republicans and mu-
nicipal ownership people choosing the
eleetion commissioners, who ran on a
general ticket, and the democrats elect-

ward tickets.

The interest -in the election centered
in the referendum upon the franchises.
None but property holders were sup-
posed to vote on these. They did vote,
and by a small majority, apparently,
decided against mumcipal ownershi
and for the franchises asked for by the
traction company, the gas company and
by the Moffatt road, which sought en-
trance into the eity. A spectacular
feature of the election was that United
States Senator Patterson,a demoerat and
the owner of two newspapers in Den-
ver, left Washington when the rate
bill was under final consideration and
hurried to Denver, where he took charge
of the municipal-ownership canvass in
opposition to his own party. As soon
as the votes were counted the Patter-
son papers raised a loud ery of fraud
and took steps to bring offenders into
court. The frand is alleged to consist
in the issuing of bogms tax receipts to
dependents of the gas, traction and
railroad companies, who were thus en-
abled to vote on the franchises. Yes-
terday the president of the Denver Gas
& Electric company was sent to jail for
contempt for refusing to testify as to
what he knew of these tax receipts.
Previously several of his employees had
sworn tﬁ}:t._ they kad owned property
only a day or two before the election
and had purchased on long-time con-
tracts, paying only a little money
down.. They did not know where their
property was located and confessed that
a' high offieial of the gas company
acted as their agent. The league for

honest elections claims to have traced

1,500 of these certificates—enough to
invalidate the apparent majority for
the franchises.

The people who are continually
bleating for a property vote might pon-
der this experience of Denver. Does
not the separation of the community
into voting and non-voting segments
open the door to more fraud than man-
hood suffrage? ;
Another point. No argument for
municipal ownership is more effective
than this faect of the almost universal
corrupting of the suffrage or the coun-
¢ils by public-service corporations, as
‘was done in this case.

New York, May 22.—At the dinner
last night b ; the {Yew York Civie fed-
anlttion to the members of the investi-

ting committee of the Federation of

unicidpa.l Ownership on the eve of
their departure for Enrope,

Supreme
Court Justice William J. Gaynor made
an attack on corporations to which

August Belmont, who was also a guest
at the dinner, made a spirited reply.

Judge Gaynor said: ; :

“‘In this day great franchises repre-
sent nothinﬁ but a perpetual tax on the
people of the community. A franchise
18 granted for 999 years. Nine years 18
more’ reasonable. Certain' rights are
granted to great corporations, which are
nothing more than gifts. These gifts
are bonded, stocked, doubled up, and
continued for many years, a tax on the

eople. - .

‘‘Even in this presence I say the aec-
tion of these corporations is someth
dishonest enough to shock the mora
sense of the God-fearing people of this
community.

COrimes, He Declared.

“‘Last week in Washington we had
that great debate on the railroads as a
system. If the railroads be taken as an
example, we shall have before us for
our consideration some startling facts.

“‘The horrible crimes of the corpora-

tions have come to be:understood by
the: people. The people realize that
great untilities are not being operated
for the public weal, but for the ag-
grandizement sof one man, which is the
reverse of public sentiment and publie
dbmand.
- 4“We have recently -had explained to
ug ‘how certain men ‘or interésts ecan
carry freight from one section of the
country to another for one-half of what
other-men have to pay.- Suppese a man
with 100 head of ecattle had been al-
lowed to pass-thra a tollgate by paying
one-half of what his neighbor had to
pay. What do you suppose the people’
‘at that time would have done? Why,
they would have torn down the toll-
‘gate, and ultimately we will tear down
the railrpads, destroy them peaceably
if we can, foreibly if we must.’’

Belmont Repudiates.

Mr. Belomnt said in response: X
‘‘T want to repudiate, in the most un-
qualified $erms, the insinuation that I
manage, or that my associates manage,
these corporations in any other spirit
than that of honesty or of correct pur-
fose, or with any purpose other than
hat of complying with every letter of
the law. I:think every corporation and
every corporate manager is entitled to
be heard in court first, and-that his ac-
tion shall be tested after the verdict
‘of the court and not before. You know
to what T refer and therefore it will not
be neeessary “for me to repeat it, and I
am sorry_that I have to. make this
statement,’’ = " - }
