AT TENNIS PLAY 

Executive Tires of Inaction and 
Orders -Courts Put in 

Shape. 

Journal Special Service, 
Washington, May 24.—President Roosevelt has 

resumed tennis playing on the private links 
constructed just outside the executive office 
With a view of keeping secret the identity of 
the players e hlgn screen has been erected, 
behind which the president and his competitors 
enjov themselves without being subjected to 
scrutiny by a curious populace. 

This screen wns found to be a necessity, for 
prior to its erection the steps of the navy 
department building, opposite the court, in­
variably contained a gallery of interested spec­
tators when the president and his friends were 
volleying across the nets In the most undig­
nified manner imaginable. 

During the last month the president has been 
debarred from taking his customary pedestrian 
and equestrian exercise and the confinement be 
came so Irksome that a hurry order was Issued 
to put the tennis court in condition. This was 
accomplished in short order and a quartet of 
distinguished tennis players weie soon busy lob­
bing and cutting balls across the net

Kansas City, Mo May 24 —Frank Gotch, a 

persistent challenger and hero of ruanv giuol 
lng matches, is now the catch as-catch can chain 
plon wrestler of America Last night in Con­
vention hall before a ciowd of 6,000 persons, 
fully one foutth of them women, the tricky 
low an downed Tom Jenkins, for eight years 
the American champion. In the last two falls 
of a finish match, Jenkins taking the first after 
twenty-six minutes of rough and clever wrest­
ling. 

Gotch was a great favorite with the ciowd 
and after his shoulders were pinned to the 
canvas in the first bout it was gloomy The 
spectators thought that it was all off with th* 
pride of Iowa. But Gctch was really the strong­
er man at the end of the first fall, altho he 
was'the loser. It came after twenty six minutes 
of fast work. Gotch was the aggressor Just 
before the finish and, after making an unsuc 
cessful attempt to land one of his famous leg 
holds, he slipped to the floor, and before he 
could recover Jenkins secured a fullback hltca 
and pinned his shoulders to the mat. 

Contrary to expectations, Gotch came back 
in the second bout the aggressor He carried 
the work to the former champion like a terrier, 
and after fourteen minutes pinned the forniei 
champion's shoulders down with a toe hold ind 
wrist lock. 

Gotch went right at his man In the third and 
deciding fall and sent him down to defeat after 
seventeen minutes A crotch hold and hair-
Nelson did the trick.
