Much of the interest in the approach­
ing republican county convention is cen­
tered in the distribution of delegates to 
the s tate convontion, by wards and 
country districts. The s tate central com­
mittee give's the county ninety-nine del­
egates in the s ta te convention, the rep­
resentation being based on the average 
vote cast for the s ta te t icket two years 
ago and allowing one delegate for 
ever}' 250 votes or major fraction there­
of. 

Altho the county convention may 
finally determine what representation 
each ward and district ^shall have, it is 
believed tha t there will be no dispute 
over the apportionment of delegates or 
over the plan to allow a certain number 
of delegates a t large. The interests 
t ha t will be represented with large fol-
lowings in the county convention are 
practically agreed on this plan. The 
wards and districts will elect the dele­
gates to which they are enti t led and 
the chairman will appoint the delegates 
at large. They are to be prominent re­
publicans who have done much for the 
par ty and are enti t led to recognition. 

Seventeen Delegates at Large. 
I t is believed tha t seventeen dele­

gates a t large will be decided upon, tho 
plans calling for from fifteen to nineteen 
nave been suggested. Of th is number 
the chairman will be allowed the per­
sonal appointment of five and it is sug­
gested t h a t the five appointments will 

f[o to indefendent, representative, prom-
nent leaders. Four other interests 

t ha t will be represented will be al­
lowed three each of the other twelve 
delegates a t large on the seventeen-at-
large plan. 

The apportionment to the wards and 
the country, showing the number of 
delegates to which each is entitled if 
the entire ninety-nine are elected by the 
wards, and with a reduction for seven­
teen a t large, works out as follows:

IMPROVEMENT MOVES 

An enthusiastic meet ing was held l a s t even­
ing at the residence of Prank Moren, 1816 Hum­
boldt avenue S, at which residents of the dis 
triet between Lowry Hill and Kenwood decided 
to torm an improvement association Inasmuch 
as most of the district l ies In Lakevlew and 
the Green's additions, the name Greenvlew Im­
provement association w a s looked upon wi th 
favor Several important p ieces of work were 
suggested which the association wi l l undertake 
a s soon as organization is perfected. 

As a committee to prepare a final plan of 
operation, with articles of incorporation, Hillary 
Murray as temporary chairman named F. E. 
Storer, M. W. McDonald, G. I Gorham, I* A. 
Page, Frank Moren and Howard Butterfield 
This committee met today and wi l l push i t s 
work so that the meet ing for final organization 
may be held early next week. Steps wi l l be 
taken to Interest every resident In the district, 
and ample notice wi l l be given of the t ime and 
place of the meeting so that there may be a 
large attendance. 

As originally projected, the association was 
to Include only the territory bounded by Girard, 
Mount Curve, Morgan and Franklin avenues. 
At last n ight ' s meeting, however, residents from 
the district south of Franklin avenue and not 
included in the Lake of the Isles association 
were present, and at their solicitation their dis­
trict wi l l probably be included in the scope 
of the Greenvlew organisation. 
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Originality and cleverness marked 
the orations and essays of the honor 
members cf the class of 1906, South 
high school, which was graduated a t 
the Swediah Tabernacle last evening. 
None of the subjects chosen by the 
Speakers was along the old hackneyed 
lines. + 

Miss Tillie May Will, valedictorian 
of the class and winner of the Journal 
medal, gave her address in verse, her 
subject being " M e a n d e i i n g s in Me­
t e r . " The verses gave evidence of 
much thought. The experience of life 
from the .cradle to old age formed the 
theme, showing the increase of care and 
responsibility to each person as the 
years advance. 

Mar tha May Brinsmaid, salutatorian, 
introduced the graduat ing class to the 
friends of the school and then followed 
with an oration entitled " T h e Brook 
and the R i v e r , " which dealt wi th the 
different phases of school life and the 
real life tha t comes later . 

" A t Our Own D o o r s " was the sub­
ject of a well-written and well-deliv­
ered essay by Gertrude Swinburn, in 
which she pointed out the great bene­
fits to be obtained from nature simply 
by looking about intelligently. 

Howard Y. Williams, in his essay on 
Benjamin Frankl in, pointed to the fact 
tha t F rank l in ' s services to the country 
and the par t he played in forming the 
nation and the constitution, was not 
estimated a t i ts t rue value by the peo­
ple in general. Mr. Williams has 
worked under great disadvantages, hav­
ing been injured in a runaway some 
weeks ago. 

Ber tha Bessie Sanford had an unusu­
ally s t rong essay entitled, ' ' Search t he 
Sc r ip tu re s . " The Bible, she said, in 
modern t ime, is satH^ neglected. The 
majority of the 'people think they are 
doing enough by giving it a place in 
their l ibrary without t ak ing the t ime 
to read it . 

Service of the Cartoon. 
George Hawthorn Gamble spoke in­

terestingly of " T h e Service of the Car­
t o o n , " which, he said, is the window 
of the modern newspaper and the great­
est power for good in the present age. 
He also mentioned the high rank of the 
twin city cartoonists, whose work is 
eopied all over the civilized world. 

Signe Emilie Holmboe protested 
against the lack of enthusiasm in her es­
say, ' ' The Complaint of an Enthusiast ' 
I t will hurt no one, she said, to go into 
everything with zeal. 

A number ^showing fully as much 
preparat ion and study as any of the 
orations was the violin solo of Wal ter 
E. Stenvig. He was compelled to re­
spond to several encores, and it was then 
with difficulty tha t the audience was 
persuaded to let him go. 

This number was followed by an ora­
tion by Solomon Fligelman. his subject 
being ' ' Henry Clay . ' ' The oration was 
well wr i t ten and the delivery was dra­
matic and convincing. 

At the close of the regular program 
Miss Fannie Fligelman, a member of 
one of the debating teams at the s ta te 
universi ty and an alumna of the South 
high school, presented Tillie May Will 
wi th the Journal medal. I n presenting 
the prize she said in pa r t : 

" T h e ent ire country is crossed and 
interwoven with a strong network of 
public schools. The # American public 
school system is praised for i t s com­
pleteness and strength all over the 
world, and one of the strongest portions 
of the net is tha t par t which represents 
the Minneapolis schools. Our own 
schools arc a great source of pride to 
every resident of the city and to the 
s ta te a t large, being presided over by a 
superintendent who has made the teach­
ing of the young his l i fe 's work and a 
board whose greatest desire is to see 
the young men and women of Minneap­
olis the best educated in the world. 

" S t r o n g and willing support has al­
ways been given the schools by The 
Minneapolis Journal , thru i ts many en­
couragements for^ scholarship. The 
Journal Junior, with i ts many prizes 
for good compositions h:\s beautified the 
school buildings and given the pupils 
an added interest in their school life. 

On behalf of this paper I am glad to 

Eresent you with the prize, which you 
ave earned so well, 
' ' ,Not oveiy one who takes honors in 

the schools enters and excels in so many 
branches of work, Miss Will, as has 
been your good fortune. You have led 
your claps, taken honors in l i terary 
work and for two years have repre­
sented your school on the debating 
team. 1 am sure no one of your class 
begrudges you this honor, bu t every 
one of them is as glad to see you re­
ceive the p r i z e . " 

Superintendent Charjes M. Jordan 
closed the exercises by giving the grad-
autes a short practical ta lk in present­
ing their diplomas. He said tha t re­
cently the question had been put to him 
whether the graduates of today are as 
strong and as well prepared for life as 
the graduates of forty years ago. As 
far as he could judge, he said, they 
are, and they are a credit to the schools 
tha t graduate them and to the s ta te 
they are to serve in one capacity or an­
other.
