LAKE TRAFFIC
SHOWS A BOOM

40,000,000 TONS WILL BE CARRIED
THIS YEAR.

Many Orders in Lake Shipyards for
Vessels to Be Launched in 1907—
One Company Will Turn Out Ten—
Growing Importance of Duluth-
Superior Harbor.

Duluth, Miun.,, June 9.—Altho there was a
strike of longshoremen for ten days in May, that
month had a tremendous traffie on the lakes, us
Is shown by the government report of St. Mary's
canal tonnage. For the first two months of the
season this traffic amounted to 7,854,543 tons
out of and into Lake Superlor alone. This 1s
more than for oy corresponding perlod in the
past, and is equal to a full year's business only
about ten seasons back. Frelght is now moving
thru the Soo at the cast end of Lake Superior
at the rate of 200.0(0 tons per duy.

Chlef In the business of Lake Superior was,
to be sure, fron ore, which amounted during
May to 8,016,000 tons; but there were 14,000,000
bushels of graln, 31,000,000 bushels for the sea-
son to June 1. There were U000 tons of coal
and the same number of barrels of flour. There
were also 3,000 passengers, which Is rather un-
usnal for so esrly a month as May, the passen-
ger season pot reaching a large volume till
June and July.

A Look Ahead.

Probabilities’ are for a traffie this summer far
fn excess of any preceding year. In 1005 the
marine business of Lake Superior amounted to
86,617,000 tons, which was an Increase of 83
per cent over the preceding year. For the
present year the traffie of the lake will prob-
ably reach something Hke 40,000,000 tons, of
which 32,000,000 wil] be iron ore. This iron ore
will be from the Minvesota mines and from
such Michigan districts as ship from Marquette
and Ashinnd, as well as the total from the
Canadian  distriet. Current reports and estl-
mates of lake Iron ore shipments are for a
total of 40,000,000 toms, but these include the
buosiness of the Lake Michigan port of Escanaba,
and they are considerably exaggerated at best.

Lake shipyards are taking orders for ships to

- be launched for 1907, and one company already

bes ten vessels of the largest class contracted
to bulld. These wlll average about GO0 feet
long and cost £330,000 each. One of them is to
be 680 feet long. as big as the biggest ocean
Uners, aud will earry a cargo of 14,000 net
tons of freight on a draft of twenty feet. It
this ship could be so bullt as to draw deep,
Jike ocean vessels, she would carry a loan of
21,000 tons, as big as the Hill llners, Minne-
gota and Dakota, which are the henvlcst car-
rlers afloat. In additlon to the vessels now
under contract for dellvery the comirg year, a
number of shipowners are figuring on new or-
ders, nnd many more will doubtless be placed
shortly. The lake shipyards will be as busy
the coming twelve months as they have been
in the past, when every buillding berth was oe-
cupled all the time.

Duluth-Superior Loom.

The three largest ports in the United States
for the origination of watér commerce are New
York, Dulutb-Superfor and Chlcago in the order
pawed. This statement s based on figures of
registered tonnage for 1903, as given by the
government. It is wunfortunmate that Duluth-
Buperlor is not one port, under one name, but
the government recognizes the dual point as one,
and so refers to it in all marine affalrs and
in all appropriations, and it is to all intents
one port, with Its furthest limits closer to
each other than those of New York or Chicago.
In ports of the world, based o Information fur-
nlshed by the department of commerce and
labor and from forelgn statistles, the following
gre comparative flgures. It will be seen that
Duluth s third, the bhighest tem citles being
glven. The average size of ships trading to and
from Duluth faor exceeds that of any other im-
portant port in the world, as is also shown by
the following flgures:

The walue of commerce on Lake Superior the
prasent season will probably exceed £400,000,000,
and the amount of freights paid shipowners for
the year will be In the nelghborhood of
$52,500,000.

Milwaukee, Wis.,, June 9.—The arrest this
week of Secretary of State Walter L, Houser
on the charge of attempting to Lribe Insurance
Commissioner Zeno M. Host promises to be the
first open step In & war of political iInterests
which will result in the springing of a series of
sensations at intervals from now until the prl-
mary electlon is held.

Tho brought out by the legislative investiga-
tion of the Insurance ecompanlies, the bribery
charge is regarded in the best informed circles
as a clever play In a political game. Whether
it 18 the first move toward a checkmate of La
Follette remains to be seen., The probable out-
come of the affair, aslde from political gain, s
senerull{ expected to be the disclosure of the
perpetration of many politieal tricks in the years
since La Follette began his fight for the senator-
ehip from the governor's chair,

Here 18 the probable course in brief: Secre-
tary Houser is accused of bribery by the men
who are with Governor Davldson in the fight for
the victory at the republican primaries. The
charge, tho it may be disproved, svill probably
mean such a severe seriés of attacks on Houser
that it will be impossible for him to win vie-
tory at the primaries, in his candidacy for the
nomination as secretary of state. He will prob-
ably be forced to withdraw—openly or prac-
tically. His anger at the probable refusal of
the La Follette machine to help his candidacy
will, beyond doubt, impel bim to tell things
about statehouse doings the last three or four

years,
Enows the Inside.

In politles, even reform polities, there s
much done that would not look well in print,
innocent tho it may be in fact. Some of these
things might well be told by Secretary Houser
in return for his being *‘elid"" from the Lenroot-
La Follette slate. The first suggestion of what
may happen along this line it is believed was
the recent anonymous announcement in a strik-
ing newspaper story of the fact that the La
Follette gubernatorial campaign in 1804 cost
$100,000. The man who told, it is helleved, was
Houser, and the story, it 1s also belleved, was
the bint to La Follette and Lenroot that it may
be well to handle Houser carefully, despite his
enforcéd defense of a bribery charge.

There are other reasons why it may be well
for the Lenroot men to be careful of how they
handle Mr. Houser. It is a clerk in his office
who 18 doing the publicity work in connection
with the Lenroot campaign. It is probable that
the work Is being done outside of the state's
office hours, but Mr, Houser might well “dla-
cover’ that such work was being done and
announce that his office was not to be used as
a campalgn headquarters.

There 1s no question that Mr. Houser knows
all that may have happened in a political way
slnce La Follette entered the statehouse, There
are others who know also, but revenge might
Impel the telllng of sundry tales, where a mere
political advantage would not cause the dis-
closure of secrets of a one-time political friend
by the supporters of Governor Davidson.y

S Houser’s Version.

The charge of Host agalnst Houser, according
to Houser, was a plot to put Houser out of the
race for the office which Senator Frear will be
the candidate for on the Davidson-Connor slate.
Host is aligned with the Davidson-Connor-Frear
group and Heuser with the La Follette-Lenroot
combination. = The Davideon campaign 1s helped
by the charge, inasmuch as a charge against one
of the opposition’reflécts 'dn “the entire ticket.

The puzzle about the statehouse 18 whether or
not, in view of the arrest, Governor Davidson
will ask the resignation of Secretary Houser.
This can easily be done, tho there is a question
whether the request could be made legplly an
order. The general bellef, however, Is that
Davidson, a man who fights in the open, will
::; take such a st.ep even against a politieal

If Houser Is tried at once, and is convicted,
then, according to the bellef of the Davidson
men, It will be time enough to call for his res-
ignation. At any rate, according to the David-
gon argument, the smirch on Houser s not a re-
flection on the Davideon regime, inasmuch as
Houser wag elected as one of the cablnet of
La Follette, and merely inherited as a trouble-
some appendage by the governor who was In-
stalled when the leader of the faction became
senator.

McGillivray and Connor.

The conflict between Senator J, J. McGillivray,
ecandldate for governor, and the state republican
chatrman, W. D. Connor, has a parallel in the
contest over the Mllwaukee county republican
chairmanship. Senator McGilllvray wants Chalr-
man Counor to resign, because as a candldate
for the lleutenant governorship on one slate he
can well make considerable trouble for those on
the Lenroot and McGilllvray. tickets, Senator
McGillivray therefore demands the retirement of
Mr, Connor and the selection of another chair-
man who 18 neutral. Mr. Connor's reply is that
the office has no relation to the primary cam-
palgn, but is merely to further the victory of a
ticket once selected, and that the state commit-
tee has no duties to perform between campalgns.
Mr, Connor says that there is no ome to whom
he ean resign, and says that he will take no
advantage of other candldates in the use of
party records which are open to all.

In Milwaukee county the La Follette-Lenroot
men are making the same demands for the re-
tirement of County Chairman P. J. Koehler, who
has become the official Milwaukee county man-
ager for the Davideson-Connor ticket. The coun-
ty chalrmanship will interfere, according to the
Lenroot supporters, wlith thelr sneccess In secur-
ing the nomination of Lenroot men for county
offices, for the fight between Lenroot and David-
gon Is belng drawn even to offices of such a
minor character as these.

Dems Defy Primary Law.

While the republicans are busy with the Len-
root-Davidson war, the democrats are planning
for thelr practical deflance of the primary law
by making ready for the state convention to be
held in Milwaukee June 27. A state committee
meeting will be held the night before the con-
ventlon opens.

The actlen of the conventlon, of course, la
subject to the referendum at the primaries, but
there is little likelihood that there will be more
ihan one ticket at the primaries, the state con-
vention deciding who the nominees will be. This
{s the course which will be followed by the IIlI-
nols democrats In a selection of thelr state tick-
et, despite the rules laid down by the mew pri-
mary law.

As
Distriet Attorney EKrugmeler polnted to him as
the one who took the life of Michnel MeCarthy
be fiinched, moved his bhand nervously and tried
to swallow a lump in his throat. For elght
months the alleged murdefer was as cold and
indifferent as could be, but two hours after the
taking of testimony commenced a change came,
It 13 belleved when he is confronted with the
tools with which it {8 alleged he committed the
murder he will falter still more.

The only excuse Kabat gave the witness for
having the fires was that he liked to see a
bonfire and wanted some of the brush burned.

IN NORTHERN TREAS

Four Crops a Year Coustituté the
General Rule, with a Weight of
from Four to Five Tons to the
Acre of Land.

HOGS AND ALL LIVE STOCK
THRIVE ON IT AMAZINGLY

Dallas County and the Territory
Tributary to the. City of That
Name Have Grown Rich from
This Grass.

BY HERBERT VANDERHOOF,

In northern Texas lies a county called
Dallas. Through this country there runs
a stream named the Trinity river and
another called Mountaln creek, which
joins the river, the Trinity. Along this
river, and, In fact, through the whole
country, the land is extremely fertlle, cor-
respondingly productive, and to this ter-
ritory has been applied the sobriquet “‘the
Black Land belt,” the land being black,
waxy land, and, as has been said, ex-
tremely productive. g

‘With a land as rich as this, with th
products of the earth so abundant, the
question arises, *What product of the
earth yields more to the acre than any
other, and what product of this paradise
of the American farmer will yield him the
largest and the biggest number of crops,
and, incldentally, that which all Ameri-
cans are seeking—money?"”

For many years the farmers of Texas
had sought a grass that would thrive
in the arid districts of the Lone Star
state, and, after years of search, they de-
termined to try alfalfa, which has been
found to grow well in Arizona. upon the
arid lands of that state. Parts of Texas
did resemble Arizona In climatic and
other conditions, so that when the ex-
Eerlment was tried In Texas the farmer

new he could lose nothing, but would
get an even break.

Alfalfa In Dallas County.

The experiment was not confined alona
to the arid districts, but that part of
Texas known as Dallas county—the Black
Land district—was included in the ex-
periment, the success of which I will
present to the reader shortly, together
with statistics.

In th? first place, let us consider what
alfalfa is. Less than a decade ago this
word alfalfa was practically unknown
in Tdexas. It is a species of clover, whose

roots penetrate the earth to almost un-
believable depths, and grows upon, dry
or moist solls.

Probably, with but one exception, noth-
ing in the state of Texas will produce as
good a crop as alfalfa. Its roots pene-
trate as deeply as twenty-eight feet Into
the soil, absorbing water from the earth,
and in the bleak days of December and
January a herd of cattle can go out upon
a range of alfalfa and graze upon it as
thousﬁ it were but May or June. Alfalfa
will produce three and four crops a sea-
Bgon, gut in and around Dallas four crops
is the average for a season. In fact,
in Dallas county there Is wn more
alfalfa today than in any given county
of the irrigated lands of either Arizona or

Utah.

The rich alluvial lands situated near
and at the city of Dallas are best suited
for the growing of alfalfa, for the rich
land enables the plant to retain its
vitality for years, and without reseeding
supply crop after crop.

Value of Alfaifa.

Experiments made with mules and
harse‘? have demonstrated the fact that
these animals will do as good work when
fed on alfalfa alone, as they.will on other
foods. Why, even poultry love to feed
upon it, and during the winter months
the use of alfalfa as food for hogs keeps
down the grain bill, at the same time

iving a fattening, sustaining food to
hem. In many instances farmers have

ken flelds that for years had been used
or cotton crops, and which had almost
become barren and sterile, planted them
with a season's growth of alfalfa, turned
over the soll, fertillzing it to such an
extent, by this process as to enrich the
land wonseﬂully. for, as the plant feeds
upon the air that is within the soll, as
upon the alr itself, it stores plant food
in {mmense amounts for its own benefits
and whatever crops are SOwWn afterward
upon the same soil.

A few statistics regarding alfalfa will
indeed be of interest to every farmer or
agriculturist. The average production of
nﬁ';.llfa in Dallas county and near the eity
of Dallas itself is between three and four
tons, and in some cases five to the acre;
{t costs about $3 per acre to harvest, It
can be sown elther in the apr]r% or at
harvest, preferably early fall. It is mar-
ketable a.f $16 per ton; ylelds from 120 to
860 pounds of seed to the acre, the price
for seed ranging from 8 to 12 cents per

und, so that thls shows the great
gromncia.] value of alfalfa growing.

A Gatherer of Nltrogen.

lo ago a series of experimenis
wgumad‘;s by an agricultural cgemilt to
ascertain the amount and value of nitro-
en instilled and deposited in the soil
fhrough the medium of alfalfa, and his
report showed that after an experiment
extending over a period of three months
the value of he nitrogen present
amounted to $58 per acre.

Now, take these facts, remember them,
and apply them to the importance of Dal-
las as a commercial point, as far as
farming and other products are concerned,
and vou can quickly see the importance
of Dallas to the world.
