Members of Exchange Pass Resolutions 
in Which Road Is Given One More 
Chance to Make Good on Promise to 
Give Minneapolis Fair Treatment in 
Advertising. 

Business men are tak ing notice 'of 
the Bur l ington ' s persistent refusal to 
l ink the name of Minneapolis with St. 

Strong 
resolutions were passed today by the 
Minneapolis Produce exchange demand­
ing a recall of the obnoxious advertis­
ing mat te r and substitution of adver­
tisements showing tha t Minneapolis is 
the terminus of the Burlington line, and 
tha t t ra ins may be taken at this point 
as well as in St. Paul . 

The resolutions are as follows: 
Whereas, The Burlington road, which asks 

and lecelves the largest business from Minne­
apolis of any northwestern point, and yet per­
sistently and wrilfullj ignoies tho name of Min­
neapolis In Its advertising matter; and, 

Whereas, The Minneapolis Produce Exchange 
members are a large factor in the shipping and 
receiving of freight, and therefore interested 
in a gteat degree in the fair treatment of the 
said city of Minneapolis, and believing tho 
time has now come when the matter should 
be placed plainly and forcibly before the officers 
of said Burlington railway, it is therefore 

Resolved, That we. the Minneapolis Produce 
Exchange resent the action of said railway in 
maliciously and intentionally Ignoring the ci t j , 
as proven by its actions the last sixty days, 
and do hereby demand an immediate recalling 
of the advertising matter sent out, to be re­
placed by notices properly setting forth the fact 
that Minneapolis is the end of the Burlington 
line, and that its trains arrive and depart from 
here. And it is further

way shall refuse to do as requested that we 
pledge ourselves to such action as we may 
deem proper to compel the proper recognition 
of Minneapolis by this road.

COSTS LESS TO LIGHT GITY 
REDUCTION I N COST OF GAS AND 

ELECTRICITY MEANS INSTAL­
LATION OF NEW LAMPS. 

Dr. John Adams Wakeman died last 
evening a t the age of 91 years af ter 
an illness of two days a t the residence 
of h i s ' daughter, Mrs. W. H. Leonard, 
2121 Blaisdell avenue. He leaves a 
son, E. B. Wakeman of Los Angeles, 
Cal.; a daughter, Mrs. Leonard, and six 
grandchildren, Louis E. Wakeman of 
St. Cloud, J ean E. and Evan J . Wake­
man of Los Angeles, and H a r r y E., 
Jesse H. and Edna G. Wakeman of this 
ci tv. 
1 Dr. Wakeman was one of the oldest 
homeopathic physicians in the United 
Sta tes , having practiced for m o r e t h a n 
sixty-five years in Ohio and Illinois. 

The fiarieral will be pr ivate and the 
intermenti will be at Centralia, 111., 
where he l ived for forty-five years. 

GOYERNORWGUTMS 
JDNE 14 AS FLAG DAY 

As a result of the protracted agi tat ion 
in favor of a reduction in the cost of 
street lighting, the city has profited 
greatly. Not only has there been a sub­
stant ia l reduction in expense, but i t i s 
believed tha t the campaign has been di­
rectly or indirectly instrumental in se­
curing lower ra tes to pr ivate consum­
ers. As a result, the council has been 
enabled to wipe out a deficit of $27,000 
in the l ighting fund, and has also been 
able to provide hundreds of addit ional 
lamps in par t s of the ci ty which have 
been clamoring for be t te r illumination 
for years. 

Last year the ci ty paid for incande­
scent gas l ighting at the ra te of $13.40 
a lamp for the year ; now the cost for 
practically the same service is at the 
rate of $11.75 a lamp. As there are 
5,500 lamps in the incandescent serv­
ice, the substantial saving by the re­
duced price is apparent . When the 
est imates were made incandescent light­
ing was figured at the old ra te , the cost 
or gas at 95 cents a thousand cubic feet 
and the cost of electric l ighting at $96 
a lamp a year. 

The agi ta t ion for cheaper l ight be­
gan early in the fall, months earlier 
than usual. When the first bids were 
opened the price of incandescent light­
ing had T3een reduced from $13.40 to 
$12.86 a lamp. The la t te r was with­
drawn and reduced to $12.40 and later 
to $12.25, and at th is figure a contract 
was finally awarded. 

Mayor Jones interposed with a veto 
and the fight was taken into the court 
on an application for a mandamus to 
compel the mayor to sign the contracts 
which were passed over the vSto. The 
mayor was sustained by the district 
court and later by the supreme court. 
New bids were secured quoting the 
more favorable figure of $11.75. 

I t may ""be s ta ted tha t another fight 
is brewing as the city officials who 
have studied the l ighting question are 
satisfied t h a t the contractor can make 
a reasonably large profit at $10 a lamp 
or even at $9. 

While the last fight was going on the 
gas company announced a reduction in 
the price of" gas to the city from 95 to 
90 cents a thousand cubic feet. Assur­
ance was also given tha t the price of 
gas to pr ivate consumers would be 
reduced to $1 a thousand feet. 

Electric l ight ing has also been re­
duced from $96 a month to $84, t he lat­
ter ra te t ak ing effect June 1. The city 
is now in position to light a much larg­
er ter r i tory a t the same expense. 

Judge John H. Steele, who has been 
face to face wi th the unpleasant task 
of selecting sixteen delegates a t large 
to the republican s tate convention at 
Duluth next week, announced his selec­
tions this afternoon.

Tfie list finally selected shows sev­
eral s trong business men, men who 
otherwise would not be on the delega­
tion, as they would not take par t m 
local ward scrambles. The presence of 
these is an element of s trength. " I 
favored get t ing as many business men 
as poss ib le ," said Judge 'Steele . " T h e r e 
are enough politicians on the delega­
tion and some business men will be a 
good thing. There was some difficulty 
in. securing business men who would 
serve, but I believe we have a strong 
delegat ion. ' ' 

By the apportionment decided on by 
the county convention, Judge .Steele 
as chairman of the convention, is a dele-

_ gate at large ex officio. 
f Chairman Thomas H. Voegeli of the 

delegation has his, hands full also over 
a question of appointments. A commit­
tee of seven is to be appointed as an 
advisory committee to act as scouts 
^and newsgatherers for the delegation.

From pursuits of abstruse science to 
the scientific shaping up of the wholly 
commercial advert is ing campaign may 
seem a far cry, but those familiar with 
the versati l i ty of Professor Conway 
MacMillan of the s tate university will 
not be surprised t h a t he has decided to 
make the change. "When the univer­
sity regents met today, Professor Mac­
Millan 's resignation was before them 
quite unexpectedly and the necessity 
for filling the chair of botany had to be 
regretfully J canvassed. 

While enjoying a wide reputat ion as 
a botanist of special abili ty along lines 
of original research, Professor MacMil­
lan s tar ted in several years ago to study 
advert ising. I t was almost a diversion 
at first, but a3 he got in to it he devel­
oped ideas which a t t rac ted at tent ion 
and brought him many flattering offers. 
I t is understood tha t he has finally de­
cided to accept an offer from one of the 
large, eastern advert is ing agencies and 
tha t he will remove to the east to de­
vote himself to the new work. His 
work in the advert is ing field^ has been 
especiallv along the .line of discovering 
the fundamental principles of publicity 
and classifying and arranging them in a 
thoroly scientific way. In this work 
he applied processes most familiar in 
the botanical and psychological labora­
tory, but which were wholly now to the 
men who handled advert ising. As a 
result his wri t ings in advert is ing publi­
cations have a t t rac ted wide a t tent ion 
and he has been in demand as a speaker 
before gatherings of advert isers and ad­
vert ising men. 

Professor MacMillan has been con­
nected wi th the Universi ty of Minneso­
ta for eighteen years, and in tha t t ime 
has achieved far more than a local repu­
ta t ion thru his work . along botanical 
lines. He has been»a well-known con­
t r ibutor to scientific .rjeyiews both in 
this country and abroad, and not a 
few plant organisms bear the specific 
name " macmil lani , ' ' bestowed by east-
ern^and foreign scientists to whom he 
called the a t tent ion of the species he 
had discovered. 

With all his devotion to science, how­
ever, Professor Macmillan has found 
time for other lines of usefulness. He 
has been a most active member of the 
Commercial club and a director there, 
has had much to do with shaping the 
activit ies of tha t organization. He has 
been a factor in the public work of 
the club and in many ways has made 
his^Lnftuence felt in tne community. He 
has been strong as organizer and an 
executive. The Minnesota seaside sta­
tion on the Pacific, near Vancouver, is 
a successful project originated by him 
and his work " P l a n t Life in Minneso­
t a " is accepted as a s tandard scientific 
work, handled in such a way t h a t i t is 
of live interest even to unscientific read­
ers. 

Thru his public work and his con­
nection with the university, Professor 
MacMillan has come to be widely known 
thru the northwest and hosts of friends 
will watch with interest his progress in 
his new field.

The a r t i s t s ' concert in the evening 
was one of the finest ever given here. 
I t was a joy to every musician present 
and there were few beside musicians, 
more 's the pi ty. Charles W. Clark is 
the latest s tar to rise on the musical 
horizon, and he is become indeed of the 
first magnitude. Possessed of a won­
derful voice, of great power and reson­
ance, and with a range t ruly phenome­
nal, he has developed an a r t t ha t en­
ti t les him to*a position in the very first 
rank of modern singers. Not the least 
impressive of the evidences of his ar t 
are the wonderful pianissimo effects he 
secures, a most unusual th ing in so 
heavy and resonant a barytone. The 
other elements tha t add to his success 
are a keen intelligence in interpretat ion, 
a sympathetic and dramatic vocal tim­
bre tha t he uses most effectively, and a 
winning and cordial tho modest and un­
assuming personality. 

Altho not rtie principal star of the 
evening, Miss Mary Angell shone with 
a luster all her own, and won a fine 
success by her splendid playing. 

The accompaniments of Mrs. Francis 
L. Hoffman of St. Paul to Mr. Clark 's 
numbers were a feature of the concert, 
and greatly appreciated.
