Forgery and Perjury Indictments
.. Against Former Vice
Presidents.

Journal Bpeclal Bervice,
New York, June 12.—Important steps

have been taken toward the punishment |

of two of the principal figures in the
life insurance scandals of the past sev-
enteen months. The special grand jury
has returned indictments agﬁinst b-
ert A. Granniss and Walter R. Gillette
both, until recently, vice presidents of
the Mutual Life, and for many years
the righthand men of Richard A. Me-
Curdy.

Six _indictments were found against
Dr. Gillette and two against Mr. Gran-
piss. In five of the indietments Dr.
Gillette is charged with forgery in the
third degree, and in the sixth with per-
jury eommitted before the special grand
ury whieh has been investigating life
nsurance crimes sinee May 7. One of
the indictments against Mr. Grannis
is for forgery in the third degree and
the other merely charges misdemeanor.

All of the five indictments for for-
gery against Gillette are based upon
the fraudulent doings of the Mutual
Life’s supply department under An-
drew C. Fields and the consequent false
entries in the books of the company,
made, it is alleged, by direetion of Dr.
Gillette to conceal the frand. Falsi-
fying the books or records of a corpora-
tion constitutes forgery in the third de-

gree,
Blame Cast on Dead.

Foreman Joyce’s presentment to the
eourt contained the following:

‘‘The evidence has clearly shown that
for many years past, large sums of the
company’s money have been obtained
by means most irregular and fraudulent

company, such expenditures have been
of so improper or guestionable a char-
acter that mo entries of them have been
made on the books of the company, nor
have any vouchers showing the char-
acter of the disbursements been taken.

‘‘Moreover, the death of several per-
sons whose evidenee might have been
of great value has apparently encour-
aged a tendene§ to throw burdens upon
the dead which others perhaps would
have to bear had death not inter-
vened.”’ ;

Both defendants immediately surren-
dered themselves and were admitted to
bail, Dr. Gillette in .$10,000 and Mr.

But on Monday he
had a long tallk.,with the prisoner, after
which he said that Tueker had eon-
vinced him of his innocence, After he
had baptized Tucker yesterday the min-
ister told the warden he could not bear
the thought of an innocent man beine
put to death, and that he must see the
overnor. He hurried to Boston, reach-
ing the statehouse at 5:15 p.m., where
he urged the governgr for an hour and
ten minutes to grafit a reprieve for
thirty days, in ordez.that .some possi-
ble new evidence t be hunted.

At 7:30 pam. the f{overnor sent the
following note to Mr. Vasey of Tucker’s
counsel, In answer to the plea. i
¢“I have given careful consideration
to your last appeal. 1 am regretfully
forced to decline to interfere with the
execution of sentence.’’
Tucker Brave to Last.
