PRESIDENT DIGS UP |
BILL BOSSES BURIED

May Whip House into Action on Bra-
zenly Smothered Pure Food

Measure.

Journal Bpecial Service.

Chieago, June 13.—A Washington
special to the Chicago Tribune says:

President Roosevelt has undertaken
to see if he can help along the pure-
food bill, which has been in a comatose
condition in the house of reEresanta-
tives, owing to a decision by the lead-
ers that it would be well to put off
its passage until after the fall elec-
tions.

The president has expressed concern
to several leaders in the house that
they should have permitted purely po-
litical considerations to stand in the
way of the bill, which is in the inter-

the house, inecluding, apparently, the
all-powerful speaker himself, into the
belief, if such a bill is passed, the whole
tribe of infringers upon public health
and comfort would help to keep the re-
publicans out of a majority in the house
of representatives.

Has Checkered Career.

Few bills which' have come before the
house, backed by almost unanimous
public opinion, have received sueh sus-
picious treatment as the pure food bill
It made all haste thru the senate. There

et 2

was comparatively little opposition to
it there and the measure introduced by
Heyburn of Idaho Dec. 6 was passed by
the senate Feb. 21, practically without
serious opposition, altho it was amended
in a number of places to strengthen
and not weaken it. -

When the measure was brought before
the house committee on interstate com-
merce that body proceeded to strike
out all after the enacting clause of the
senate bill and inserted in its place a

new measure.
It is a remarkable thing, when the

seuate bill says a thing affirmatively
the house bill says it negatively. There
is doubt in a dozen different places in
the house measure as to what the in-
tention of congress shounld be. Whisky
blenders are given favors in the house
bill they could not secure from the
senate. - 3

A suspnicious amendment was passed,
practically taking out of the hands of
the secretary of agriculture the right to
fix standards for foods and drugs. The
house committee in its wisdom elim-
jirated liquord, and for perfectly well-
known reasons included them in the
title of ‘“foods,’’ an action which could
be and should be resented bitterly by
every temperance organization in the
TUnited States, because it would be an
official - recognition by the Tnited
States government of the food value of
every aleoholic beverage from the beer

that made Milwaukee famous to an
absinthe frappe.

Cater to Medicine Men.

Finally, not satisfied ‘with the work
dcne in committee, members agreed to
a tentative amendment to be offered on
the floor of the house which provided
tkat the quantity or proportion of
opium or morphine need not be stated
on the label of patent medicine unless

it was in excessive quantities, an

amendment which has secured the open
condemnation of every medical society |

in the country. - |

Coupled with this actually suspicious
parliamentary history, so far as the !
committee is. concerned, the pure food

bill has been buffeted about ever sinee
it was reported from the committec

March 7 in a way which is singular
only to those who are not familiar with
legislative proceedings. Tt is the easi-
est thing in the world to kill a bill by
indirection. Bills can be pigeon-holed
in committee and they can be put to
sleep in the house without a single mem-
ber being required to go on record.
That is exactly what has happened to
the pure food bill.

particularly necessary at the present
time to supplement the efforts being
made to put the manufacture of meat
products upon a higher plane.

The pure-food bill is still buried in
the house. It could be taken up and
passed almost on a twenty-four-hour
notice if such procedure were agreeable
to Speaker Cannon, Chairman Hepburn
and Subchairman Mann.

Brazenly Smothered.

The pure-food measure at no time
has had fair treatment in the house
of representatives. It is being smoth-
erad today as it was smothered two
months ago. A series of blufis has
been worked by various people to de-
ceive the publie, but the fact remains
that the measure, which several times
has been made a special order of the
house, apparently is no nearer its pas-
sage than it was more. than _three
months ago, when it was reported from
the committee on interstate and for-
eign commerce,

If the pure-food bill is taken up by
the house and passed before amend- |§g
ment, the chances are ten to one it |§
will be_held up in conference. This de- |§
cision has been reached for political
reasons, and it will be followed unless
the people themselves made their wish-
es known in that significant way which
even the bosses of the house are accus-
tomed to respect.

Bill Is Weakened.

It is a faet, which comparison of | M
the two bills will fully ‘sustdin, that
the house of representatives, thru its
committee on interstate commerce, in-
stead of strengthening the original
pure-food bill, has weakened it. Amend-
ments reported by the committee were
almost without exception in the inter-
est of the people the bill was designed
to reach. Subsequent amendments,
adopted seeretly by members of the
committee after the bill actually was
reported, are still more favorable to
theso special interests.

. All indications are that, after hav-
n%g succeeded in softening the terms
of the senate pure-food bill to the nt-
most extent, these special interests,
which have been represented all win-
ter in Waghington by lobbyists, have
