Advantage in State Convention Will Be
with the SBhrewdest Manipulators and
Tricksters—COummins Will Be the
Nomineg if Convention Is Legitimate

and Straightforward. :

Des Moines, Towa, June 14.—The prospect of
two republican state conventions in  Iowa Is
growing. Bo large a number of county delega-
tlons will be contested that the control of the
state convention will be largely a matter of
political manipulation and skill. - Out of it will
probably come a bolt, resulting in two repul-
Hean tlekets. Which s the regular republican
ticket may become a matter for the courts to
determine.

In most of the doubtful counties the warring
factions hove held separate conventlons. The
split- conventions are regarded as a prototype
of the strenuoue political gathering In Des
Moines on Aug. 1.

In view of the Increasing number of contests
the side which secures control of the organiza-
tion and the credentianls committee Wwill have a
tremendous advantage, Already the contested
delegates number ninety-four, and the final out-
come of the struggle will depend on how these
contests are decided. Up to June 12, eliminating
contests, Cunmmins' total was 762, and the total
antl-Cummins was 617. The number necessary
to nominate 18 821, In a legitimate convention
there hardly seems a possible doubt of the elec-
tion of Mr. Cummins.

The control of the credentlals committee does
not rest with the faction which has a majority

of the whole number of delegates, but with the
side which has a majority of the delegates in
a majority of the congressional distriets. The
Perkins managers clalm the distribution of thelr
delegntes is such that they edntrol a majority of
the eleven congressional districts, 1f this proves
to be the case, it {8 a foregone conclusion that
the tests will be decided in favor of the Per-
kins-raflroad combination.

The Cummins element, if such a  situation
came abput, would be forced in self-protectlon
to refuse to recognize such a convention.

Shorn Herds Are Turned Out in Cold
Rain and One Shepherd Loses Three

Thousand Animals—Situation Now

Valley.

Glasgow, Mont.,, June 14.—Heavy ralns have
ralsed Milk rlver so that it hus overflowed Its
hanks from Havre to Its mouth below this
place, and most of the valley has beene flooded.

Mueclh damage has been done to the roadbed

Harlem and Glasgow were flooded. ‘T'wo shear-
Ing plants at this place had commenced opera-
tions, turning out about 6,000 head of sheep
every day. y

After some 18,000 sheep had been shorn a
cold rain set in, which continued for four days.
Many of the shorn sheep were scattered, and,
belng without shelter, perished, The loss Is not
definitely known yet. It is reported that J. B.
Long lost about 3,000 head and that County
Commisstoner L. W, Gibson lost about 1,500,
