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Rev, George H. Wade, who came to
Minneapolis from “Superior, Wis., last
September, to be pastor of the St. James
African M. E. church, is an example of
what education can do for his race,

The building now occupied by the St.
James church -organization, does not
look at all like a church, being a plain,
three-story brick buil’dmﬁm'at 315
Eighth avenue 8.

As negroes were not allowed to
go to the free schools in the south until
after 1875, he did not have much school-
ing in his early youth; but afterward
mana{zed to nearly complete a ‘common
school education. He felt a divine call
to Ereach to his people, and started out
to help them in that way. =

In Du uqlue Towa; he became : ac-
quainted with Dr. David James Burrell,
who said to him one day, **Wade, you
have the right kind of stuff,if you onl
had an education.’’ Minneapolis people
know Dr. Burrell’s enthusiastic way
of converting good ideas into actions.
He proceeded to put the young colored
man thra the theological course at Lake
Forest, where he was graduated in 1886.
And Mr. Wade’s face is radiant with
smiles and gratitude when Ha speaks of
the good deed. ot

Later, a_three-years’ course in He-
brew with Dr. Burkhalter of Cedar Rap-
ids, Iowa, completed the equipment of
Mr. Wade for a minister of the gospel.

-, Handleap on the, Work.
The settlement work, proper.has been
handicapped somewhat by the debt on
the chureh. A 'kindergarten,-a da
nursery, & gymnasium, must have funds
for equipment and to pay for teachers
and assistants. But whatever work of
this nature can be accomplished by the
resident family, or by volunteers from
the church, has been started.
There is a Sunday afternoon elub

among the young men and women, led
by Mr, Wade and studying, as he says,
along ‘‘general religious  character

lines—morals, and the importance of a
refined moral life being disctissed.’’
There is a society of King’s Daugh-
ters and one of King’s Sons, for young
people 14 years of age and upward,. A
woman’s missionuary society, e¢alled

the Mite Missionary club,®is led by |

Mrs. Wade, and a Juvenile Missionary
snc1et¥ by Mrs., Stanton Smith. Mr.
Wade’s eldest daughter, Beatus, a
{011115 woman of 16 or 17, has charge of
he Minneapolis Provident Fund, in
which the children of the neighborhood
are becoming much interested.

E. P. Welles has donated to the set-
tlement a printing press with all its
equipments, Mr, Wade’s 18-year-old
son, Carl, is to have charge of this. The
plan to do general job work. The boys
and young men of the neighborhood can
in this way learn type-setting. free of
charge. All the world knows the attrac-
tion that a printing press has for a hoy.
A vpublication of some kind may in time
grow out of this. :

Another idea is the St. James military.
company, which has recently been or-
ganized for boys from 12 to 18 years
old. The company is drilled by Charles
Ensley, its captain, who was for a num-

ber of years in thé regular ‘army.
Mr. Wade conduéets on Friday nights

a literary club for young men. Debates,

essays, the study of general literature

and biographies are features of this club.
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The biographies and works of people
of their own race are especially dwelt
upon, Paul Lawrence Dunbar, Booker
T. Washington, Bishop Paine and Bish-
op Turner have been studied; also the
poetical works of Mrs. Katy D, Till-
man, and a life of Mrs. Morsell, whose
most recent book is ‘‘The Work. of Af-
ro-American Women.”’

The influence of all this practical

work among the older boys and the
young men can hardly be over-esti-
mated. . From twenty to twenty-five of
them are to be accounted for at the set-
tlement every evening of the week,
And this means that just so many of
them, are taken from the streets and
the evil influences that might tempt
tthem into the dens and dives so dan-
gerously near their homes,
Some of the club work will, of course,
be abandoned durin the summer
months; but what Mr. Wade is pleased
to call his art school was opened Jure
1, and will to some extent take its place.
This will be for both boys and girls. A
course in free-hand drawing will be giv-
en, and the enlargement of photographs
taught. . There will .also be some in-
struction in the use of pastel and water-
colors, for the more advanced. The pas-
tor takes charge of this work himself,
as he has studied free-hand drawing un-
der private teachers. While the enlarg-
ing of photographs can scarcely be
called a branch of art, it is a practical
thing, with quick results and will
doubtless prove to be an attraction.

The industrial work for the past sea-
son _has been confined to elasses in
needlework of various kinds—plain
sewing, embroidery and fancy work.
The instructors have been volunteers
from the church, There are plans for
other industries later on.

Mrs. Wade's Work.

Mrs. Wade is a valued assistant in all
the work, and besides has charge of the
musie, being the chorister and director
of the St. James choir of fourteen
voices. Her organist is Miss Mason,
who expects in the fall to have a class
in instrumental music at the settlement,
. Mr. and Mrs. Wade have been wish-
ing to open a free reading room, but
had not seen the way clear for doing
so until recently, when thru the kind-
ness of Miss Countryman, they discov-
ered that it could be accomplished im-
mediately. Arrangements are now be-

+ing made with the public library, wners-

by a book station will be established at
the settlement. Books can be taken
out and exchanged there, and periodi-
cals will be donated for reading room
purposes,

_Mr. Wade has made 350 visits to the
sick since last September. Besides this
there are many u.&l'ed people, blind or
crippled, who are looked after and, if
necessary,  persgnally = conducted to
church. The one central and animating
thought seems to be, as the pastor says,
““to bless his people in every possible

way.’’

Large and Influential Norwegian Body
Will Meet in Annual Session, East-

. ing Ome Week—NMuch Important Bus-
iness Will Come Up Including Con-
stitutional Changes,

The Minnesota district of the Nor-
wegian Evangelical Lutheran Synod of
| America will convene at Pelican Rap-
ids, Minn., June 20, and will remain in
session till June 26, inclusive. The Nor-
weglan synod is divided into four dis-
tricts, the Iowa, the eastern, the Pa-
cific and the Minnesota. Each of these
 synods holds. _annual conventions ex-
Euept on every third year, when all dis-
tricts meet in joint conveéntion.

The Minnesota district comprises the
greatest territory. The states of Min-
nesota, North Dakota, Montana and the
Dominion of Canada are included with-
‘in its boundaries. By far the greater
| majority of the ministers of the symod
| have ‘charges in this district.
| The synod convenes at the invitation
‘.of the congregations of Rev, E. J, Ovri,
| the pastor in charge at Pelican Rapids.
Pelican Rapids is a beautiful lakeside
town, a few miles north of Fergus Falls,
| and 1s an ideal place for a convention

of this nature. Besides the pastors of

the distriet, who are expected to be

,Frescnt, each congregation of the dis-

rict has the right to send its delegate
to the convention and these and the
pastors then constitute the voting body.

The Rt. Rev. U. V. Koren, D.D.,
president of the synod at large will be
present and read his report and recom-
|mendanons as to affairs and conditions
of the whole church, Rev. K. Bjorgo
president of the Minnesota district, will
read a similar report concerning the
Minnesota district. Rev., Mr., Sagen,
| president of the eastern district; Profes-
| sor O. E. Brandt, president of Luther
| seminary, Hamline; Professor John
Ylvisaker, D.D., also of Luther semin-
ary, and possibly Professor C. K. Preus,
yresident of Luther college, Decorah,
| Towa, are expected to be present.

Important Questions,

Several important questions will be
| considered and a definite decision as
| regards them will no doubt be arrived
{at. Of peculiar interest to the church
'at large will be the discussion of eon-
| stitutiqual changes, owing to the diffi-
| culties experienced in this respect at
| the general convention of last year. It
will be decided whether or not officers
{of the body, who are not in actual.
| charge of a congregation belonging to
the synod, have a right to the ballot.

During the session of the convention
| varions 1nstructive entertainments will
[be given. Of interest will be the lec-
| ture to be delivered by Professor John
Ylvisaker of Luther seminary, Hamline.
Dr. Ylvisaker has for the Iast months
made extensive travels in Egypt, Pal-
estine, the Levant, Asia Minor, Turkey,
Greece and Italy. He has made a care-
ful study of conditions, both social, pol-
itical and religious, at the various
places visited and should be in a posi-
tion to give an interesting and instruec-
tive talk on affairs as he found them.

On Sunday, June 24, several of the
candidates graduated from Luther
seminary on the 7th, will be ordained
to the ministry. The ceremony will

in in impressiveness owing to the
act that such a large number of the
clergy will be present to assist in the
sacred rite. The old ritual of the Luth-
eran church will then as usual be fol-
lowed.
