Chicago, June 22.—Manager M. J . Kelley of 

the Minneapolis team did not charge Umpires 
Kane and Owens with tipping off the s ignals 
of his team to the opposing teams, nor did the 
umpires tip off any signals. This decision w a s 
arrived at yesterday by the board of directors 
of the American association at a meeting held 
here. 

On the morning of June 16 press dispatches 
appeared all over the west in which it waa 
charged by Howard L. Spohn, a Toledo news­
paper man. that Mike Kelley had said that 
Umpires Kane and Owens were betraying the 
signals ot h is club to other teams, and in this 
way helping to defeat Minneapolis.^ Imme­
diately upon the appearance of these stories 
President Joseph D. O'Brien started an inves­
t igation and later called a special meet ing of 
the board of directors.

President O'Brien suspended the umpires in

question and Kelley. On Wednesday the sus­
pension o f the umpires w a s raised and Kel ley 
wi l l be reinstated today. 

Affidavits were made by Kelley in which he 
swore that he had never made such charges. 
Papers were filed by' Kane and Owens in which 
they denied positively that they had ever been 
gui l ty of tipping signals In any manner. 

These affidavits were laid before the meet- ( 
lng and Kelley also appeared. After a dis­
cussion occupying over two hours, the unani­
mous decision of the board w as made that 
Kelley had never made such charges. 

Spohn, who published the story, refused to 
come on and appear before the meeting, and 
also refused to make any affidavits. B e said 
that if the meeting was held at Toledo he 
would appear before It. The absence of Spohn 
and any s tatement from him left the board In 
such a position that ' there w as only one thing 
to do, and that w a s to exonerate Kel ley . The 
following resolution was passed: 

They Resolve. 
"Resolved,' That the board of directors of the 

American association, having received affidavits 
from Umpires Kane and Owens and Manager 
Kelley of the Minneapolis club denying the 
charges appearing in press dispatches under the 
date of June 16; and having fully invest igated 
such charges, find same without foundation and 
hereby instruct the president of the American 
association to raise the suspension of Manager 
Kelley of Minneapolis." 

The resolution w as proposed by George Len-
non of St. Paul and seconded by T. J . Brlce 
of Columbus.
