Massachusetts Legislative -Devel-
opments Stir that State—Law-
son Is Vindicated.

Boston, June 26.—Frank J. Gethro,
who was expelled from the house of
representatives and who startled New
England with amazing confessiors of
bribery in the legislature, declares he
will give the names of the guilty per-
sons, said to number forty-four, if he is
summoned to the bar of the house.

Interviews show that the tendency
of the-house as a whole is not to de-
mand Gethro’s presence, but to leave
the whole investigation to District At-
torney Moran,

Gethro will not confine himself to the
bucketshop bill. He says he will give
the names of certain senators whose
votes he purchased against the overtime

| bill, the ssensational defeat of which

by a minority of the renate caused a
tempest of protests from laboring peo-
ple and from press.

The men whom Gethro will name are
said to be some of the biggest in the
politieal pool.

From what is known Gethro kept two
Fists of members of the house and sen-
ate with whom he had dealings regard-
ing the purchase of votes. The one first
announced, which contains twenty-two
names, i3 made up of men alleged to
have neeepted Getgm'a offers of money
in the bucketshop matter and lived up
to the deal, The other twenty-two or
more are the men who were approached
about the bucketshop bill and who
agreed to the proposition, but who later
clhianged their minds and who did not
stay hought because there was not
encugh mouney in it.
