RELICS OF MOUND BUILDERS.

gkeleton of a Human Being, Olay Oven
and Btone Implements and Weapons
Recovered—8earch by Citizens, Who
Believe the Vicinity Is Rich in Pre-
historic Relics.

Bpecial to The Journal,
Trempealean, Wis., June 27.—Excavators re-
moving soll for a new sldewalk a half block
south of Maln street uncovered the skeleton of
what is belleved to have been a mound bullder,
also some well preserved stone implements,
weapons, nottery and an oven presumably of
prehistorie origin.
Ernest Bright made the dlscovery. He saw
a part of a skull protruding from the damp
enrth, and after digging n few feet below the
surface the spinal column and otheér bones wera
found. Trempealean citizens say the bones are
elther those of an Indian of unusual size or of a
mound bullder, which archeological researches
have proved lived In the vicinity of Trempea-
leau.
The latter theory is more generally accepted
bhecanse of the array of stone implements found
with the bones. Chlef among these was n stone
ax in perfect eondition, many arrowheads and
stone knives.
A clay oven was found Imbedded in the dirt.
It 1s composred of a whitlsh clay which some-
what resemblea sonnstone, tho of a eofter com-
position. Many dishes of a blackish cast, and
made of & pecullar stone, were also found.
