Clearwater at Its Best.

Clearwater wore a festive appearance in
honor of the homecoming of her old cltizens
and their children., The celebration began last
Weduesday end lasted tlll  Friday evening.

| say they are pleased with the way matters
turced out, but no one takes thelr statements
overseriously.

The munieipal ownership plank in the plat-
form was adopted, and therein lies one of the
big victories scored by the radlcals. Another
victory was the submission to the dictates of
Vilas and Ryan that John A. Aylward of Madi-
son be elected permanent chalrman of the state
conventlon. The radicals submitted, on the plea
that they ecould thereby ward off strife, but they
forced the conservatives to submit to the muniel-
pal ownerehip platform,

Ryan called the plink soclalistie—*‘rank so-
cialism,"” saild he. But he was howled downe
He averred that to take the debt Umit from
municipalities for the purchase of public utlli-
ties meant ruin, if not a sort of anarchy, but
he was howled down again,

Wanted to Indorse ‘‘Little Bob.'’

Senator R. M. La Follette was no mean fac-
tor in the convention. Had not Ryan and Vilas
submitted quietly there would have been a half-
 dozen resolutions Indorsing the stand of La
1FOHeﬂe on the rate bill, and as an alde to TiI-

man and Bailey in that fight. As it was, the
couservatives, who were strong antl-Bryanites
in recent years, took little or no active part in
formulating the platform of the party at the
convention.

The party pledges itself to the support of stat-
utes which will result in constitutional amend-
ments, and thus bring about ultimately muniei-
pal ownership of utilitles. It goes farther and
demands laws allowlng municipalities to fix thelr
own rates to be imid for the service of these

utilities, Its declaration iz specific and the
claim is made that nothing short of this Ywould

satisfy the sentiment of the democrats in con-
trol.

In the matter of a maximum railway rate of
2 cents per mile the platform declares itself as
forcibly as it does upon other matters of publie

concern. A8 it pertalns to national questions
the platform reflects the sentiment of party lead-

ers and will constitute the issues of the com-
ing congressional campaign.

Merton for Governor.

There was little or no talk of candidates
among the delegates, it belng generally con-
ceded that Senator Frnst, Merton of Waukesha
would have practically the unanimous support
of the democrats of the state for the governor-
ship. Some of the Milwaukee delegates talked
of the possibility of Judge Pavul Carpenter as
gubernatorial possibility, but the majority semti-
ment was strongly in favor of Merton.

The ardent followers of Bryan scemed to find
the most satisfaction out of the final action of
the convention,

M. J. Regan, Milwankee—The platform is an
excellent and clear-cut statement of what the
democratic party stands for and has stood for
for years.

And the young Indlan
boys and girls seemed really to enjoy tha pub-
lleity and the limelight. They applauded each
other's eflorts vigorously, laughed at the jokes,
and jolned heartlly In the choruses. Boys
and all pang with a will, and a college medley
which they gave scemed to be an especlal fa-
vorite, Muslcally, they possess a good sense of
rhythm, and some ability in musical expression,
but the ‘‘good ear’ for musie is lacking.

FARMERS BATILE -

ONLY ONE MAN INJURED IN
THREE ENGAGEMENTS.

Quartet with a Formidable Record of

Crime and a String of Aliases a Yard
Long Are Captured Near Milwaukee

—Exposure Came Quite by Accident.

Milwoukee, Wis., June B0.—Three of the most
desperate postofflee robbers and safe blowers
known to the police, and a fourth man whose
identity is unknown, were arrested by a posse
of farmers at .Richfleld, Washington county,
after three battles with revolvers and rifles, in
which, however, only one man was Injured.

That the criminals had o natlonal police repu-
tatlon was learned at the Milwaukee Central po-
lice atation. where they were taken by Sheriff |
Adam Held of Washiugton county and several |
Bpeclal sheriffs to be Bertilloned. The prisonera
are:

The trouble started Sunday night at a merry-
go-round on a vacant lot owited by Henry Laub-

hel . Launbenhelmer accldentally kicked a
coat which ona of the four men had placed om
the ground. The lapel flew open, disclosing
two revolvers and several drills and files, such as
safe blowers use, in an luside pocket.

The man's companions drew revolvers and
fired several shots. One went thru the hand
of Willy Schultheis, a bystander.

The four men ran, but were not pusued by
the crowd, which was awed by the weapons.
Later the quartet went to the barn of Lauben-
heimer, the farmer with whom the trouble had
etarted, and when he ordered them away they
fired severa] shots at him, ome of which npar-
rowly missed him,

They then ran to the station, where they were
pursued by the sroused farmers. . They barriead-
ed themselves In the statlon and forty or fifty
shots were exchanged. They then escaped in the
darkness, but were tracked early the next morn-
ing to a barn at Goldendale, three miles from
Richfleld. While the posse was outside the barn,
walting for relnforcements, the men escaped
into a grove, There they later surrendered, after
o few shots had been fired.
