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Grade Crossings Will Now Go.

One of the most important decisions
in the history of the supreme court of
Minnesota was that handed down yes-
terday in the appeal of the elty in the
matter of the construstion of a bridge
across the tracks of the Great Northern
railroad at Twenty-ninth avenue NE.

This decision sweeps away the hither-
40 accepted burden of the ecommunity
to bear the cost of bridges over tracks
which antedate the opening of the
streets across them. In the distriet
court Judge Holt held with the rail-
roads that such a burden was on the
city and dismissed the complaint. The
supreme court reverses his decision and
remands the matter for retrial and in-
oidentally lays down the principles to
be followed in such a manner that thers.
ean be no doubt of the outcame of such
caseg in the future.

The supreme court, in brief, decides
.that the rallroad company accepted its
charter with a provision that it would
keep highways orossing its right of
way in such a state of repair as not
to interfere with their free and proper
use. City Attorney Healy, in his argu-

ment, contended that the rallroad’s
duty was the same at all times; that its
priority in the matter of time was im-
material; that the provision of its char-
ter applied to streets laid out across
the railroad after. its econstruction as
well as before; that the eity could not
contract away its' police power to en-
force the rights of -the pubHe; that
the bridge demanded wps. ‘merely ‘s
gttatv deviee differing in. construction,
but not in- pringiple, from .a gate. °
“The court upholds him on ‘évery point
raised and adds that nelthér fhe state
“nor any subdivision thereof camn by
affirmative settonor by inaction . per-
manently divest itsel? of the euthority
and power to exercise its police rights
and duties.

The larger aspect of the ecase is in its
influence on the general grade crossing
problem. The proceedings in the coun-
cil have halted while this.matter was
in the supreme court, but now that the
law is laid down it becomes the duty
of the city council to press for an ar-
rangement which will be adequate for
the protection of the publie, without
having to face .the proposition that
nothing can be done hecause of the bur-
den of bonds involved in building the
neceassary bridges over streets ,n'pened
subsequently to the railroad, The de-'
elsion will, no doubt, make a difference.
in the raﬂrosd attitude - towdard the

If the railroads must
pay for all bridges, they will have to
be shown the necessity in each case.
This will be but a matter of gathering
competent evidence and presenting-it |
to the court.

‘ The I:._asu.'ltp of the Session.

The fifty-ninth congress has made his-
tory. It has had an eventful exist-
ence. The group of laws made by the
first session of this congress marks an:
era in American legislation. The rate
bill, the pure food bill, the meat in-
spection bill, the free ‘alcohol bill, the
canal bill, and the immigration bill are
all noteworthy. . The rate bill asserts
the right ‘and duty of congress to- eon-
trol ¢orparations -engaged. in interstate
transportation. The meat and pure
food bills assert the same right and
duty over the manufacture of articles
intended for interstate distributiom,
*These bills met some opposition from |
the state’s rights people, but that oppo-.
sition gave way before the argument-
of common sense that congress having
the power to aot and the duty to act
being pressing it should not shirk the
burden, but assume it and carry if.
The states are not debarred thereby
from exercising their own police powers
conmrently within their own jurisdie-
tion.

The free-alcohol- bill was a piece of
remedial legislation calculated to bring
down a corrupt-monopaly of the means
of power and light. Tt was simple in
principle involving nothing but a re-
misgion by the federal government of
a tax which it had a perfect right to
levy and eollect.

The canal bill settled a question
which had vexed and annoyed the coun-
try and amused foreigners. It makes
up the mind of the American people.

The immigration bill is not specially
noteworthy except as showing that.con-
gress is. beg:nmnz ‘to’ think seriounsly
ahout the sonrge of our’ prlnuipal sup-
ply of new citigens.

The passage of such a remarkable
number of bills of a general character
is sufficient to_stamp the fifty-ninth
congress as having had leadership.
But when we cometo look for the lead:
er, it' is rather remarkable that we do
not find him in’ either house of congress,
It is merely stating the truth to say
that the hand is the hand of Roosevelt.
The .rate bill and the meat bill were
passed by him. The eanal bill is in the
same category, and the alecohol bill and
immigration bills werd urged“upon ‘the
attention of congress by him in spe-

oiel and general messages. ‘The pure
food bill passed in the senate as the re-

sult of a long wrestle 'of .that body with
the question. When it reached the
house it was fortultously mixed up
with the meat inspection discussion,
which the president had provoked. In
the eyes of the people the two were
one, They demanded both andrwe are
inelined to believe that the® house un-
der the thumb of Speaker Cannon
grudglngly gave either. -

Congress at the ‘session just closed
has given the country results of more
than ordinary value, It would be pleas-
ant to be able to accept them as from
the hands of an altop;ether cheerful giv-
er- Tt would be an’error, however, to
ignore the fact that-the national legis-
lature has been under heavier pressure
during the past session from public
sontiment and from the executive de-
partment than it has been accustomed
to. It would be quite too generous to
grant that such highly beneficent re-
sults would have been attained in such
large measure without the spur of a
thoroly aroused public and the nearby
presence of an executive whose most
distinguished characteristic is his habit
of going direetly after results.
