The new statutes which affect the greater num­
ber of persons are the pure-food, anti-pass and 
child labor actn. 

Instructions Have been issued In circular form 
by all the Iowa railroads advising their officials 
that care inuet be taken to comply with the 
provisions of the law regarding free transporta­
tion, and holders of passes no longer entitled 
to use them have been informed of the pro­
visions of the law. The following classes are 
forbidden by the state law to use free tickets: 

City, county, district, state or federal officers, 
Including Judges and members of the general 
assembly. 

Delegates to any political convention traveling 
to and from such convention. 

Members or employees of any political com­
mittee. 

Candidates for any city, county, district, state 
or federal office. 

Jurors in state or federal courts. 
In connection with the federal pure-food law, 

citizens of Iowa will have full protection. The 
state law, drawn along the lines of the Hey-
burn bill, prohibits the adulteration and mis­
branding of all foodstuffs This statute by spe­
cial provision became effective July 1, altbo 
goods purchased prior to that date Tire exempt 
until July 1, 1907.

Life Insurance Investigation. 
Assessment life associations apd fraternal In­

surance societies In IoWa may-be required to 
base their rates on standard tables »f mortality 
as a result of the legislative Insurance investi­
gation in that state. The mutual assessment 
companies are now being examined at, public 
hearings conducted by, the commission, and from 
the trend of the questions put to the witnesses 
it IS evident that thfe commissioners believe the 
present rates of some of the companies are 
Inadequate. 

The Bankers' Life of Des Moines, which Is 
the largest company of this character In the 
United States, has not yet been subjected to 
the examination, but the smaller companies 
which have been represented on the stand have 
had trouble in convincing the commission that 
the levies are large enough to buUd up a proper 
reserve fund. 

The National Life association and the Limited 
Term Life association,' both of this city, wer.e 
found to possess some curious features. Tbe 
former builds up s. reserve fund by taxing each 
policyholder at the start a sum equal to 50 
cents on every $1,000 of his policy for every 
year of bis age at the time of application. 'The 
assessments are based on this same formula, 
the stipulation being that the annual levies 
shall not exceed 00 per cent of the contribution 
to the reserve fund made at the time the policy 
was Issued.

Be asked If the 
low assessment now made would not make the 
rates inequitably high for the persistent policy­
holders later on. This was denied by Secretary 
Knotts, who declared himself opposed to tho 
praotlce of laying up a reserve fund. 

"I do not believe it Is for the best interests 
of the public," he remarked, "to entrust Its 
Savings to anyone." 

Big Commisisons. 
The commissions paid by the American Life 

of Des Moines were found unusually high. Some 
renewals are to run for nineteen years. The 
high commissions were excused by the offlcets 
on the ground that they were necessary to se­
cure business in competition with larger com­
panies.
