children. But you cannot and must 
not refuse to help with moral support, 
at least, your fellows now struggling 
for relief from the strangling grip of 
this rapidly growing creature, tho tyr­
annous labor trust. Examine it care­
fully, head, body, legs and feet. In lo­
calities where it has full sway and 
complete control, the workmen must "join 
the trust and pay fees each month to 
support the rulers, or they are not al­
lowed to work and support their fami­
lies. That starts the slavery. Then 
perhaps a fine of $10 to $100 is put 
upon the slave, for some past inde­
pendence, or present infraction of trust 
" r u l e s . " He is ordered to quit work 
at command. To quit trading at his 
grocery, meat shop or other store where 
he has credit. In many cases the gro­
cer or butcher is "ordered" not to 
supply food to certain citizens. Other 
citizens are "ordered" not to buy the 
favorite hat, shoes, or clothes, because 
thoy dd not bear the trust trademark, 
the '*union label ." 

You mustn 't read your newspaper for 
it prints some truths not exactly fa­
vorable to tĥ e labor trust. 

You are ordered not to have your 
horse shod at your blacksmith's for he 
uses nails made in an independent shop. 

You'mustn't rido on the streetcars, 
for tho labor trust expects to break the 
windows and tip them over. 

You are 'instructed not to have your 
printing dono in any independent shop. 

Your public officers are threatened 
if they award public printing < to the 
lowest bidder if he happens to be under 
tho ban of the "un ion ." 

Some nowspapers are so completely 
tied up bv their union printers, stereo-
fcypers and presrsmen that they daro not 
T>rint facts and news not in sympathy 
with tho "unions ." 

Tho common man who works to sup­
port his family and refuses to slave for 
*hc labor loaders is liable to be^beaten 
unconscious and have his. little home 
and family dynamited. 

The public officer who endeavors to 

maintain peace and support the laws is 
t h r e a t e n e d , a n d w h e r e t h e t r u s t i s 
atrong enough the citizen is not al­
lowed to paint his house, fix his water 
pipe, lay brick, mix mortar, play in or­
chestra, clerk in a store, dig trenches, 
wait on table, drive teams, deliver 
milk, or work as machinist, blacksmith, 
molder, carpenter, painter, typesetter, 
pressman, cigarmaker, paperhanger, or 
do any other form of work without per­
mission of the labor trust and paying 
money to support its leader. Observe, 
I say "where the trust is strong 
enough" and it is daily striving to get 
"strong enough' in places where it 
is yet too weak to rule. It even had a 
hod carriers' union and a 'horse lead­
ers' " union to federate with other 
slaves among the unionized doctors and 
grand opera singers. The punishment 
of refractory members or citizens who 
dare assert their personal rights includes 
attacks on funeral processions, and at 
times the hearse is overturned and the 
poor dead body of a loved mother or 
child thrown cruelly into the street and 
the sorrowing mourners viciously at­
tacked and driven from the solemn 
rites conducted for their loved ones 
in the last and final farewell. # 

These are a few of the many indig­
nities and tyrannies heaped upon the 
c o m m o n A m e r i c a n c i t i z e n i n t h i s p r c s 
ent day slavery of ,the labor trust, a 
slavery mote wide-spread and irksome, 
with more assaults upon citizens, more 
oppressions, more property destroved, 
and more murders committed than dur­
ing the period of negro slaverv, which 
so aroused the human sympathy of a 
great people,, that in the settlement ot 
the question millions of lives and hun­
dreds of millions of property were sac-
1 iflced. 

All that to free the African while the 
tter day slavery manacles the hands 

i ihe white free-born American. 
Think of the condition under which 
ousands of our citizens are forced 

gainst their will, to pay money to join 
ie unions, and to obey blindly tho 
ulers of the leaders to stop work when 

Id. helpless to earn the little money 
ceded by wife and children for food, 
lotlung and fuel, Tielpless to maintain 
'aeir manhotfd' and/ self-respect, bow-
lg and crushed until the suicides 
aused by utter despair, has mounted 
p to an appalling list 

Way don't the people rise in their 
mght and free themselves from this 
nonster, someone inquhes? 

Let us look at the facts and see. 
Zonae years ago there arose a God-given 
nspiration for the wage earner to bet-

rer his condition, and the sympathy of 
the whole people went out towards the 
movement. Organization, to mass power 
seemed requisite and trade unions came 
into being. They must have leaders, 
improvements began to appear in better 
sanitary conditions, better hours and 
better wages Then the leaders began to 
demand large salaries and finally to 
wring " g i a f t " from the members and 
from employers. Then appeared the 
intoxication of power; the leader found 
that his slightest word must be obeyed, 
and m order to enforce it he must rule 
by terrorism and absolute slavery meth­
ods. Money m great sums must be 
raised and the procedure seemed simple. 
Hire agitators and organizers on a com­
mission basis. Send an organizer into 
any district even where workman are 
well paid and contented. Seek out a few 
hot heads and Vild-talking individuals, 
easy to find in any commoumty. Join 
them in a meeting, make some inflam­
matory speeches, tell them how they 
are abused, and that "labor creates all 
wealth and thei°fore must take it a l l ." 
Urge them to make other workmen dis­
satisfied, and in a few days a nucleus is 
formed like a small snowball which 
only needs a little rolling to grow rap-
ivlly. Then mass these discontents and 
march to a factory and call on the 
workmen to drop their tools, .loin " t h e 
union" and go on strike. 

Some steady heads demur and say 
they have good positions and good pay. 
Waylay such a man on his way home, 
argue and ' ' persuade'' him to ioin the 
union and strike. Call him " s c a b " if 
ho refuses, hoot and ieer at horn, throw 
a few stones and get some boys to chase 
and harass him. Have a crowd call on 
his grocer and tell him he wiH be boy 
cotted if he furnishes " that s cab" 
any goods; same to the clothier, butch 
er and coal man. Notify his friends 
not to associate with him, instruct the 
children to chase his children 
and terrorize them going and com 
ing from school. Notify his em 
plover that all other workmen 
will quit and boycott his goods if he 
don't discharge "that scab.''' About 
that time this' martyr, begins to feel 
that it is a terrible price to pay for his 
standing up for the freedom and liberty 
guaranteed him by the constitution of 
his fathers and his right to independent 
action and unless he be the one bravest 

pendent man at his side and the indig­
nities of various kinds are numberless 
and variegated. Persistent and long 
continued harassing generally drives the 
independent man to pay the fees and 
ioin the union to relieve himself and 
family from" the daily attacks. Then 
he often finds that be has "jumped from 
the frying pan into the fire. 

This labor trust is one of the most 
serious menaces to our country and its 
people, for its leaders, seeking greater 
and greater control of the masses, are 
pushing towards a position where they 
hope to be able to name the members 
of State Legislature, and Congress and, 
carried far enough, it can easily be 
seen they would expect to elect trust 
members from President of the TJ. S. 
on down through all the offices. Such 
control would mean that the trust mem­
bers fatten off the people, who are not 
members of the unions, and, from past 
exnerience, life would not be worth liv­
ing nor could the common man hope to 
own and protect his little home, in 
peace. This is no fancy picture but the 
conditions are being pressed and fought 
for by the labor trust right here and 
now. 

There are literally thousands of splen­
did men, members of unions, who hearti­
ly but silently denounce the acts of 
the anarchists and trouble breeders in 
the unions. But what can they do? I 
have seen some of the most earnest let­
ters from such union men* to newspa-
pears appealing to the public to hear 
of their slavery but, when asked if they 
would allow the letters printer over 
their names, decline for fear of the cer­
tain punishment that would be put upon 
them by the trust leaders. 

One sample will illustrate. Otto C 
Heggens of Des Moines, la., a natura1 

ized citizen of Norwegian nativity, tes 
tifies in this connection: 

Why do I wish to no longer be a cit 
zen' he repeated, speaking in slow a. 
labored English, with the unmistakabi 
Norwegian accent Because this is l < 
longer a free country. An honest rra 
who wants to work and support his fam 
lly must pay tax to the union. I had -
good Job at the Bloomfleld mine as black 
smith. Then the miners organized the'j 
union, and they said I must pay tax to 
them or else quit my job 

I believe in freedom. That is why I lef 
the dear old fatherland I thought tha 
here in America I would have greatp 
rights and that my children and m 
children's children would have a bcttf 
chance, but instead we must take ou 
hard-earned dollars and pour them into 
t h e u n i o n . I f t h e y m a k e a s t r i k e , a s 
t h e y d o s o m u c h , I m u s t q u i t w o r k n 
m a t t e r i f I a m c o n t e n t w i t h e v e r y t h i n g 
M a y b e I m u s t f i g h t a n d g e t k i l l e d 

It behooves every free workman who 
hopes to preserve his right to work an 1 
support his family, who hopes to hold 
and save his home and other propertv, 
eveiy union man who hopes to escape 
further tyranny, every Wrchant who 
hopes to escape the sudden bovcott, 
every farmer who hopes to postpone the 
day when with wheat or other crous 
overripe and spoiling he is confronted 
with a strike and his farm picketed, 
horses, cows, family and property 
threatened, and the usual labor trust 
warfare set up against, him, and it be 
hooves every patriotic citizen, who 
hopes to keep the industries in his com­
munity moving and the people depen­
dent upon them supplied with the nee 
essaries of life ,to ioin with everv other 
citizen for protection to the cpmmon in­
terest. 

Let every candidate for office be 
watched, and if, when "quest ioned" 
by the labor trust, he agrees to repre­
sent that trust and its measures in 
opposition to the measures of the peo­
ple, remember him.

From that time 
he is subiect to "orders" he dare not 
disobey^ while occasioanl fines of from 
$10 to $100 are assessed against him 
by " t h e union " . to " p u n i s h " him and 
incidentally fatten the pocketbooks of 
the leaders. 

Thousands and tens of thousands of 
high grad«- American workmen are in 
that condition of helpless slavery today 
and they curse, but bow. 

Give them a chance and they would 
free themselves, but the skilful organ­
ization set up and ruled by the paid 
leaders is powerful enough to keep 
them properly " t a m e d . " 

Thus wo see a movement started with 
high and noble purpose, drifted into tho 
hands of designing men who, having 
discovered the" volume of power put in 
t h e i r h a n d s u s e i t f o r p e r s o n a l e n d s , 
talking loud about the "wrongs of la­
bor" etc., etc.; while fastening the 
chains tighter and tighter on the arms 
of that labor. 

They quickly discover the < necessity 
of forcing all workmen to join the trust 
so the leaders can securo the monthly 
contributions and also govern them. So, 
to bring this about, we see the moat 
sggravated forms of oppression and 
tyranny: daily pressure and annoyance 
is applied by one workman to the ind«-

to any man, corporation, organization 
or trust, is lined, up against the people. 
The beef trust congressman or one rep 
resenting the oil, railroad or labor 
trust must work for the trust that put 
him there, and whatever advantage a 
trust gains in the making or execution 
of laws must be an advantage gained 
at the t expense of the common citizen. 

There iB no other way for the trusts 
to fatten and thrive except upon the 

fteople outside the trust. The labor 
rust tries to pass laws to prevent any­

one buying, labor except from mombers 
of the labor unions, and at any price 
the trust may have power to name. 
This trust does not ask congress to pass 
a law to prevent employers or common 
citizens from assaulting or murdering 
labw union members or blowing up 
their houses. 

Such a law is not necessarv to Ihe 
trust, but it does seek with all its pow­
er to force a law through congress 
called the anti-injunction law, to tie 
tho hands of the cuorts, so thev cannot 
ibt'ue "restraining orders" or "injunc­
t ions" which would have the effect of 
"restraining" union men from assault­
ing citizens or blowing up houses or 
property. 

Is it not plain they want to be left 
free to do those things? 

Think for one moment of the audac­
ity and desperate lengths to which the 
labor trust leaders will go to terrorize 
and force the public to " o b e y . " What 
foreign squad of bandits would dare 
ask for laws to protect thorn in their 
raids on the people? No man is safe 
and no family protected with such riot 
and anarchy rampant m our midst. 

The public man who will sell himself 
to any trust interest an of betray the peo­
ple richly deserves the certain defeat 
he will encounter at the polls when his 
sentiments become known. 

Demand of your candidate a state­
ment that he will stand to represent the 
whol^ people and not simply the few 
members of any trust or organization. 
Just so sure as a pubHc man bows to 
the labor trust and agrees to do its will, 
just so sure he deserts the people and 
.-joins tho aliens-working to extract extra 
gain from the public. He must be 
looked at for exactly what he is and 
the people must elect their own candi­
dates and not trust candidates if they 
care to preserve sacred their freedom 
and peace. 

a greater part of that number unwilling, 
and the remaining 78,000,000 of the 
common people have something to say 
when their interests are at stake. 

Now notice how the labor leaders try 
to force the union men to be aliens and 
oppose the citizens whenever a question 
of public interest arises: 

A town starts to build a courthouse 
and give work to its citizens who spend 
their money there but are not members 
of the labor trust; immediately the 
trust demands all^the work and that it 
bo taken away from the anti-trust citi­
zens.
