MinneapollR Chamber of Commerce, July S.— 

Everything favorable to the wheat crop of th* 
, northwest apepared la the news this morning. 

The weather was good and more of it appeared 
' In the forecas t The winter wheat fields of the 

southwest also had clean dry weather for the 
harvest, and a favorable prediction for tomorrow. 
September wheat , having closed here at 80%c 
on Tuesday, was off to 79%c. The market hesi­
tated. No heavy buying or sell ing appeared. 
The crop situation Is so favorable that further 

i Improvement can scarcely be expected, and some 
traders are figuring on this . Since things can­
not g e t better, they eay, they wil l necessarily 

i g e t worse some day. Wheat under 80c looks at-
' tract ive to many. Hence there Is a lways some 

support to be expected when the market sags, 
i but there la also considerable selling, and the 

bulls are finding it hard to keep up the ma/ket . 
At present It Is not a question of bulling It, but 
of preventing decline. There are some big long 
l ines held In the hands of strong people, hence 
there i s no likelihood that they will be thrown 
overboard so long as the holders believe In 
higher prices ult imately. But while present 
fonditions last , and t.ntii something favorable 
Is found in the crops or foreigners buy the wheat 
or flour business pioks up, the bulls wi l l havs 
t o carry their load against Increasing bearish 
sentiment, lack of outside speculative interest 
and conditions generally against them. This 
makes the market very uncertain. 

The local decrease for five days is only 
, 150,000 bu. Receipts here ( two days) 208 cars 

against 152 last year, Duluth 50 against 12 
Chicago 12 against 40, Winnipeg 121 against 146! 
St. Louis received 45,000 bu against 105 000 and 
Kansas City 115,000 against 22,000. 

The Price Current says . "Winter wheat 
harvest under y s y . Some threshing. Yield and 
quality equaling expectations. Liberal early 
marketing unlikely. Corn making good progress 
wi th warmer weather. Oats improved where 
not past help " 

Of the local flour trade situation, in which 
interest is increasing, the Northwestern Miller 
s a y s : "Minneapolis millers, as a rule found 
trade for the week monotonously dull. They did 
not sell i i s much flour as they turned out, and 
the orders on the books were sti l l further 'whit­
tled down. The point is fast being approached, 
U i t has not already been reached, where the 
mil ls wi l l be dependent upon new buslnesss cur­
rently received to keep in operation Such a 
condition is very exceptional. It, of course 
tends to induce mil ls to cut prices, and a good 
deal of complaint !« heard of flour being sold 
below cost But, seemingly, millers would not 
pursue such n suicidal policy. The trade shows 
every evidence of having the smallest possible 
supplies of flour on hand and if millers would 
only hold up their prices a change may corao
