Of the many thousands of new settlers 

who are jour lng into South Dakota these 
days in search of lands and a new home, 
a good proportion are "going Into the ter­
ritory west of the Mississippi river This 
is a section of the state -which has hither­
to been more or less neglected by the 
landseekers not because of any defects 
of either soil or climate, but simply be­
cause it has lacked the railway facilities 
that the eastern and central parts of the 
state enjoyed> and the lands there have, 
therefore, been principally given over to 
cattle ranges 

But this year a vast development of the 
railways of the state is taking place, and 
South Dakota will lead every state in the 
Union in the number of miles of new 
road constructed Over seven hundred 
miles of new road are being built, and a 
vast extent of territory is thus being 
brought into direct contact with the mar­
kets As a consequence, the big ranges 
are being cut up into smaller farms, and 
towns are springing up with mushroom-
like rapidity 

There is nothing of the mushroom char­
acter about these towns however They 
are built to stay and their builders are 
possessed with a happy spirit of con­
fidence in their future that augers well 
for success The track layers are not yet 
out of sight when a dozen or more build­
ings are under way and business is in 
full blast It is simply a repetition of 
what has taken place in the eastern and 
central portions of the state, and which 
has converted those sections into one of 
the richest agricultural countries in the 
world 

Proud of Their State. 
This spirit of optimism is peculiar to 

South Dakota I found it on every hand 
in my travels through tne state Its 
men and women are proud of their state 
and they have good reasons for their 
pride The editor of one of their country 
papers recently expressed this feeling as 
follows 

For supreme happiness for utmost 
contentment, for plenty of everything 
that nature endows hufnanity with look 
to South Dakota the home of the freest, 
the home of the merriest, the home 
of the most light-hearted liberal and 
enterprising people ort earth You need 
only to look into the face of the average 
South Dakotan and you will know that 
he hasn t anything to worry about The 
iileep creases are absent from his face, 
the frown is displaced by a pleasant 
countenance and his hands instead of 
being in his pockets clutching the al­
mighty dollar that makes more men mis­
erable than happy is extended in glad 
fellowship to the strange^ who is seek­
ing a home for himself 

This is South Dakota '" 
The picture is not overdrawn There 

was a time when there was a general 
impression throughout the country that 
South Dakota was principally noted for 
hot waves in summer and blizzards in 
•winter That impression has been dis­
sipated -within the past rew years and 
that I5? whj the settlers are flocking into 
the state They have learned that South 
Dakota Is a land of sunshine They have 
learned that its soil is of the greatest 
fertility and that Its climate is of the 
most delightful character It is not far 
enough north to experience the rigorous 
winters of some states nor is it far 
enough south to be blasted by the hot 

ftvinds t h a t ruin th©"qrops tn some others 
It enJojTs the happy medium and there 
is scarcely ever a day to -winter when 
cattle cannot roam aria pick up sufficient 
forage

This farmer is only one of a type that 
prevails throughout South Dakota The 
state has a remarkably small percentage 
of the foreign element the greater por­
tion of its population consisting of peo­
ple from the Eastern ana central West­
ern states He took me into his house 
to show it to me J.t was lighted bv 
electricity and his grounds and farm 
buildings were lighted bv the same 
agency- He grinds his feed for his Cat­
tle by electricity runs his churns by elec­
tricity and his wife on wash days rims 
her washing machine by the same power;
