New York, July 12.—Walter J. Travis, the 

"old man of the links," has forged to the front 
again. In the finish of the qualifying round 
of the national championship tournament at 
Knglewood yesterday Truvia returned a score of 
70, giving him a total of 132. Jerome D. Trov­
ers also did 75, good enough to place him sec­
ond with 105. 

Then came B. H. Bankard of Baltimore, with 
158, followed by R. Chandler Egan, the title-
bolder, and C. E. Van Vleck, Jr., with 150. 
Those with scores of 168 tied for the last two 
places in the qualification scramble. They were 
W. T. West, Oilman P. Tiffany, John M. Ward, 
C. J. Sullivan, Douglas Laird and J. Foot. It 
required three extra holes before Tiffany and 
West eventually won out. 

The luck of the draw has brought several 
favorites In the same half. Fortune has smiled 
on Egan, who is in the upper half, and far 
removed from the most dangerous claimant for 
his title. 

The best men on bis side are Fred Herreshoff, 
Dr. Carr, T. M. Sherman, Harold Weber, Dr. 
D. P. Fredericks and Lyon, and to make things 
easier for the Elmore crack, fate has decreed' 
that Herreshoff and Carr and Weber and Fred­
ericks must meet in the first round. 

It Is in the lower half where the real fight­
ing will be seen. In the second bracket ap­
pears the name of Bankard, the Baltimore sur­
prise, and a little further down are C. M. Bey­
ers and Dwight Partridge drawn together. Archie 
Reed meets Travis, George T. Brokaw* plays 
Murray Oliphant, and then comes Travers vs. 
Perry Pyne, second. In the last bracket are 
Van Vleck, Jr., and Archie Graham. ' 

If Travis and Travers meet with no set­
backs in their flrBt two ronnds, they will clash 
Friday morning in the third round. Travis is 
stopping at the Englewood clubhouse this week, 
and saving his energy for the real struggle. 

After the hard luck on the part of Travers, 
due to his having beep caught in the rain on 
the first day, the gallery was anxious to see 
him get going under favorable conditions. Travis 
had returned his 75 before Travers started out, 
and the latter knew that in order to finish in 
front something exceptional would be required. 
He needed a 72 to tie Travia, and, with true 
sporting spirit, he declared bis Intention of 
going tor everything. 

Several hundred people swung In behind Tra­
vers and Weber as they left the first tee, and 
the Nassau player at once showed that he was 
on edge by laying his approach dead and get­
ting a 8. The hole is 380 gards. Then came 
annoying setbacks when "Jerum," as his friends 
call him, took three puts on the second and 
third runs. Here were two strokes dropped, and 
It began to look like a hopeless task. 

Travers then gave evidence of ability that 
would make even a Vardon envious. He made 
the next five holes in 17, so that a four at the 
840-ynrd ninth hole would have given him 34 
going out. But in his drive the ball barely 
made the fair green beyond the rough. The 
green was a long way off and guarded by a. 
bunker, but, acting on the advice of his caddie, 
Travers used a cleek. He made a beautiful 
shot, as straight as an arrow in its flight, but 
the distance was not In the club and the ball 
failed to carry. He then tried to gobble a four 
after making the green, with the result that he 
overran and took six. 

Even then he had a chance to get 72 if he 
made no further mistakes, but he faltered on 
three greens. As it was, he got three and his 
75 equaled Travis' effort earlier in the day. 

In getting his 78 Egan went out in 40 and 
home in 38. He showed signs of settling down, 
but complained of his half Iron shots, which 
were more or less uncertain. His driving was 
never better, straight down the line and usually 
for considerably more than 200 yards. His 
friends feel sanguine that he will be hard tb 
beat later in the week.

New York, July 12.—Hamburg Belle la still 

tbe "queen of the turf." This peerless daugh­
ter of Hamburg defeated Whimsical and Flip 
Flap a bead in a driving finish for the Brighton 
mile at Brighton Beach track yesterday. That 
she still retains the speed which made her 
famous for two years was proved by her run­
ning the eight furlongs In 1J39. 

Altho Hamburg Belle won, she'had one of the 
hardest struggles of her career. She was not 
tightly wound up in training to go a mile. Her 
trulner, Jack Joyner, knowing that shfl had a 
number of big stakes to race for later in the 
season, sent her to the post a little high in 
flesh. He depended on herN "class" to carry 
her thru the ordeal successfully. This she 
manager to do, but it was only because the 
race was run exactly to suit her. 

The first half mile was raced at a slow pace 
for such fast horses, and this assisted ma­
terially in her victory. She was able to gallop 
along slowly for half the Journey and then to 
win by a spurt. Whimsical, a fast filly, It was 
thought would act as the pacemaker at a fast 
clip during the early stages. That she failed 
to do so surprised her trainer. She got off well 
and secured the rail position early. But L. 
Williams, who rode her, was in no hurry to 
make the pace fast. He permitted her to show 
the way, but held her under a stout pull. These* 
tactics, as subsequent events proved, were poor 
ones, for Hamburg Belle, not made weary by 
the early pace, had the foot of her and beat 
ber out when It came to sprinting. 

The race was a spectacular one, Hamburg 
Belle, Whimsical and Flip Flap finishing so 
closely aligned that the proverbial blanket could 
have covered them. Flip Flap, an added start­
er, ran third thruout the race. She was three 
lengths behind the leaders during the first half 
mile, but closed fast in tbe stretch and was 
rapidly overhauling Hamburg Belle and Whim­
sical at the end. Her rush was such a deter­
mined one that many thought she had beaten 
Whimsical for the place. If the race had been 
ten yards further she would have won by at 
least a half length. The failure to make an 
early fast pace defeated her, as she Is not as** 
fast Srs her two opponents. She is more of a 
"rater" that depends on a Journey and early 
speed to help her win.
