Sabbath Observance. 
" W e certainly can give no Sabbath 

rules," says the New York Outlook. 
" W e cannot say that golf is right and 
tennis is wrong', or that riding is right 
and boating is wrong. One may make 
nature a sacred temple; one may make 
the church a secular meeting-place for 
the performance of an irksome duty. 
The church choir may be a burden, 
the bird choir may be an inspiration. 
Yet he who has human sympathies 
should find his spirit uplifted by shar 
ing his penitences and his aspirations 
with others for an hour. If one has no 
such sympathies, we cannot advise 
him. A worship which is unpleasing to 
the worshipper cannot well be pleas­
ing to God. We can only say that the 
Sabbath is ill spent if it senas us back 
to our weekly work irritated, wearied, 
reluctant; and the Sabbath is well 
spent If it sends us back refreshed in 
body, mind and spirit, to take up • 
round of daily duties and unselfish 
service with a new inspiration of 
courage, hope and patience." 

To the Editor of The Journal: 
Perhaps the most devoted followers 

of the most successful or the most popu­
lar preacher have often asked, " W h y 
does he do i t f " No doubt it is hard 
for a preacher, devoted as he generally 
is to presenting the cause of Christ in 
the most effective manner, to avoid fall­
ing into ruts, slovenly pulpit habits 
or mannerisms *that detract from his 
presentation pf the word, but because 
it is hard a preacher should try all the 
more to avoid them. 

The question of managing a regular 
Sunday morning or evening religious 
service so the congregation will be in­
terested in it, take part in it, and grow 
to love it, instead of attending from a 
sense of clutv, is que of the arts which 
a preacher, if he would be successful, 
must learn to apply. He can afford to 
overlook nothing; everything is import­
ant. 

Is it not true that many preachers 
fail to appreciate the power of song 
to arouse a church audience? The 
question of church mnsic is too many-
sided to be taken up here. There are 
almost as many opinions on the matter 
as there are churches, and, indeed, the 
question is one which every church 
must solve for itself. Personally, the 
writer loves congregational singing, the 
more the congregation joins the bet­
ter. Congregational singing led by a 
well-trained chorus choir is almost an 
ideal combination. Worst of all is the 
paid quartet, hired to praise the Lord 
with singing, which sings what it 
pleases and coldly expects the congre­
gation to keep still. Was there ever 
a congregation, a religious audience in 
any proper sense of the term, that was 
satisfied with such music f 

Why the Failures? 

# Assuming, thent that congregational 
singing is recognized generally as the 
best, and recognizing that most 
churches are not situated so they can 
afford to let out the -job of singing, 
why is i t that the singing is so often 
a dismal failure! Without a wish to 
be unkind to the great army'of well-
meaning preachers, the answer, from 
long years of observation, is that the 
preacher himself is often to blame. 

Did you ever see a preacher who 
acted as if he begrudged the time re-

Siired for singing? Time and atrain 
e writer has attended church when 

every word and action of the man in 
the pulpit seemed to mean, "Well , the 
regular form of service requires that 
we sing, and I suppose I shall have to 
allow a little time for i t . " Then he 
announces, " H y m n One Hundred and 
Fifty-six; let us sing the first two and 
the last stanza." 

The idea of treating a sacred melody 
like that! Hymn 156 may bo a grand 
old poem that for hundreds of years 
has been an inspiration .to men and 
women filled with the love of God: 
" A mighty fortress is our God"; 
"From all that dwell below the skies " j 
" A l l hail the power of Jesus' name"; 
"Lead, kindly l ight ." And to destroy 
the continuity of the thought by omit­
ting two or three stanzas from the 
middle is little short of sacrilege. 

Time for a Hymn. 
Have you any idea how long it takes 

a congregation, singing with proper 
spirit, to sing one stanza of a hymn. 
"Holy , Holy, Holy ," for examplef 
Try it, and if one stanza requires 
longer than thirty-five seconds the 
music must be dragging a bit. There­
fore, when the preacher tells the con­
gregation to omit three or four stanzas 
of a hymn he is saving one'and a half 
or two mijwtea of time, and probably 

•disappointing a congregation that 
woud be uplifted by the singing. And 
too often this time is devoted to the 
petty announcement of something 
which has no place in a pulpit calen­
dar. And, woe of all woes, the preach­
er, knowing that nearly every member 
of the congregation has a book in his 
hands, _will proceed to " l i n e " the 
hymn, read it thru from beginning to 
end, in bad stvle, and then ask the 
people to out out half of it. Could 
anything be in worse taste, and need 
that preacher wonder sometimes that 
he has no better success? 

It need not be added that the elision 
of two or three stanzas fr,qm the first 
or opening hymn is often done for the 
purpose of making up time lost because 
the pastor did not open the service at 
the announced time; in the case of the 
second hymn, when it is not omitted al­
together, because the pastor has con­
sumed an inordinately long time in 
commenting on various auxiliary pro-

§rams; and in the case of the last 
yma, thru failure to end the sermon 

at a good place, he has wandered on 
until he has talked longer than he in­
tended. The idea seems to be that time

S a i n s ' J# h e r w i < iows, her sick and 
needy. Without condemning any kind 
of good works—even those in which 
Proselyting, that is any religious influ­
ence, is especially and anxiously disa­
vowed by the institutional church—it 
may be said that in many cases there 
is no obligation for the undertaking of 
these good works—by members of all 
church congregations. Such are some 
of these oases: When theT© is no de­
mand for a particular one, but when, 
if undertaken at all, it would be sim­
ply from a general feeling that some­
thing ought to be doing to keep alive 
the Spiritual life of the parish. When 
it is already being effectively done by 
denominational of other agencies ana 
a feeble rivalry is likely to hinder rath­
er than promote real service. Where 
there are so few available workers 
that%very heavy burdens are likely to 
be laid on a few willing shoulders. 
Where the work is intrinsically and ag­
gressively secularised, so that the 
churchman who enters into it by so 
doing virtually denies his faith in his 
Master. From this kind of undertak­
ings he should conscientiously and sys­
tematically abstain. Those who pro­
mote them, however sincere according 
to their lights, openly claim that those 
who labor with them on secular lines 
will soon lay aside their dogmatic 
'prejudices' and become content with 
the real fellowship of humanity in un-
religious benevolence. To place one's 
selr deliberately in such conditions is 
surely as disloyal as it was to pour the 
libation upon heathen altar, from which 
the blood of martyrs appealed." 

S R. A. TORREY, 
jjt Evangelist Who Has Recently Closed 
£ Successful Series of Meetings. 

Ottawa, Can., July 14.—Torrey and 
Alexander closed the first six months of 
their revival campaign in. Am erica here 
at a service attended by fully 6,000 
persons and marked by scenes' of the 
greatest enthusiasm. Late comers sat 
on the steps leading to the choir plat­
form or stood in the aisles thruout the 
meeting, so eager were they to hear the 
evangelists. In spite of the oppressive 
heat, the singing, under the leadership 
of Mr. Alexander! was remarkably in­
spiring. 

Dr. Torrey preached on " Today and 
Tomorrow," urging upon sinners $he 
necessity of the immediate acceptance 
of Christianity. Before the meeting 
closed more than a hundred persons had 
stood up to profess conversion. A chil­
dren *s meeting in the afternoon had re­
sulted in 250 of the young people ex­
pressing a desire to lead better lives, so 
that the closing day proved a fitting 
climax to one of the most successful 
campaigns the evangelists have ever 
condncted. 

nl,6s00 Converts.' 
The converts of the eighteen days' 

campaign la Canada *B capital numbered 
over 1,500. They include all ranks and 
classes, from a titled lady to a well-
known pugilist—Alf Allen. Ottawa 
has been stirred to its center. In an 
editorial the Ottawa Free Press says: 

"The mission has been the direot 
cause of the greatest religious awaken­
ing Ottawa has ever experienced. 
That a couple of earnest men preaching 
the gospel in its simplicity should have 
stirred a whole city in the short period 
of their visit needs some other explana­
tion than that they have played upon 
the emotional feelings of their auditors 
—a charge which is ever made against 
the evangelist, but not always substan­
tiated. Bather is the great success of 
the mission due to the fact that Dr. 
Torrey preached a gospel in which he 
believed implicitly in such a. manner 
that he convinced others that he be­
lieved it. and they in turn were con­
vinced or its truth and the efficacy of 
its teachings." 

The press of the citv has devoted 
much space to reports of the meetings. 
The Morning Citizen published the tes­
timony of Alf Allen, the converted pu­
gilist, on its sporting page one day this 
week, in which Mr. Allen made an ap­
peal to his old associates to become 
Christians. 

Dr. Torrey Reviews Work. 
Both Dr. Torrey and Mr. Alexander 

are greatly pleased over the results of 
their first six months' work in Ameri­
ca, When Dr. Torrey was asked for a 
brief statement of the work he said: 

"The first six months' work on this 
side of the Atlantic have been months 
of great blessing. The first mission, in 
Toronto, was one of the best we have 
had in any country. One Presbyterian 
minister tells of 260 accessions to his 
church and the work still in progress. 
Large numbers of accessions to other 
churches have been reported, and new 
life has been instilled into many. Per­
haps the most notable conversion in To­
ronto was that of the leading criminal 
lawyer in the province. There was 
probably not a man in the city whose 
conversion would have made more of 
an impression. 

"The next three months were spent 
in Philadelphia. This was emphatically 
a church mission. One Presbyterian 

110, another 107, another 101, and oth­
ers in the neighborhood. The Phila­
delphia work was also marked by the 
large number of business men and men 
in political life who were conyerted. 
These business men have organized into 
gospel bands. They are now going 
around the churches of the city holding 
meetings, and have been greatly blessed. 

" T h e mission in Atlanta in the 
month of May was in some respects 
like that of Philadelphia, especially in 
the impression made upon the business 
men. Some of the best-known men in 
the city were either converted or took 
a new StSnd in the Christian life. The 
ministers of the city co-operated heartily 
by their presence and prayer. There 
were a large number of notable conver­
sions. 

'' The mission in Ottawa is one of the 
shortest we have ever held, but in many 
respects one of the most blessed. 
Tho Ottawa has but 65,000 inhabitants, 
40 per cent of whom are Catholics, they 
provided a hall that would accommo­
date 6,000 people—a hall admirably 
adapted for our purpose, and the best 
we have had this side of the Atlantic. 
Some thought it absurd to provide so 
large a hall in so small a city in the 
heat of summer, but it was packed to 
overflowing at the very first evening 
service, on a Sunday, and has been none 
too large for the week-night services. 
On the last Sunday it was necessary to 
divide the congregation and have wom­
en only in the afternoon and men only 
at night, but still the hall was full. A 
large share of the many converts have 
come from what is considered as the 
better class of society, tho not a few 
drunkards have been saved. 

"On the whole, we have been great­
ly gratified by our first six months on 
this side of the Atlantic. From each 
of the places where we have been have 
come urgent calls to undertake missions 
again with them at a very early date, 
but this we cannot consider, as there 
are so many places calling for us where 
we have never worked at all . ' ' 

Alexander Compares Results. 
In comparing the work in America 

with that'undertaken by the evangelist 
in Australia and Great Britain, Mr. 
Alexander said: • 

"The work here has been very 
much like that in England and Austra­
lia. The singing has been -just as en­
thusiastic, and generally we have found 
the American and Canadian people more 
readily inclined at first to take up per­
sonal work. The daily newspapers have 
devoted much more space to the move­
ment than was the case in England, and 
we have thusJ>een enabled to reach a 
far larger audience comparatively than 
we did in Great Britain. 

" I have just come from the last song 
service of the Ottawa mission, and as 
we finished a song a minister whispered 
to me, ' I heard 20,000 people sing in 
London, but I never heard singing to 
equal this.' 

" A s we look back across the six 
months our hearts are filled with grati­
tude, and we know that the blessing 
has been in ansper to the prayer or 
thousands all over the world. We would 
still beg of those who feel the call to 
pray constantly for u s . " 

The evangelists expect to continue 
the*r campaign in America for at least 
another year, the following dates hav­
ing already been arranged; Nashville, 
Tenn., October, November; Nebraska, 
November, December; Winnipeg, Can., 
January; Buffalo, N . Y„ March; Pitts­
burg. April.
