Realizing that the whole 
Mjiraait would be in danger of disrup­
tion if a club to take Boone's place 
tarns not immediately secured, Mr. Peck-
jnom hastened to Clinton, and after a 
short consultation with the backers of 
ihe independent team in that city, se­
cured an offer from them for the Boone 
franchise, which the league accepted. 

Thru this transaction, Clinton will at 
once step into the ranks of the Iowa 
league, taking on the entire Boone 

; \ team, and the same position in the per-
, rentage column which Boone has held. 
'Clinton ig nearly twice as large as 
Boone, nearly equaling Burlington in 

i population, and the fact that for years 
! i t has supported an independent team, 
whose players Vere paid salaries on a 

,par with those in the surrounding 
i leagues, indicates without a doubt that 
J the Clinton venture will be a very suc­
cessful one. The town turns out well, 
not alone on Sundays and holidays but 

"on weekdays, and teams visiting the 
place may do so without much fear of 
Coming out short. 

Was Unexpected. 
The action of Boone following so 

closely upon the meeting of the league 
magnates in Marshalltown last Tues­
day, when everything seemed shipshape

Chicago, July 14.—Thirteen fresh­

water sailing yachts weighed anchor 
this afternoon from the Van Buren. 
street gap, starting the famous annual 
cruise to Mackinac island, which is 
yearly given under the auspices of the 
Chicago Yacht club, and never in the 
history of local yachting did a fleet of 
craft get as perfect a sendoff as was 
given the vessels in this cruise. A stiff 
south-by-southeast breeze was blowing 
as the craft hauled in their anchors and 
started on their 350-mile cruise.
